Prospective outputs of
women's silk underwear have been
sold to the end of thls year, and many
of the manufacturers of silk hosiery
have taken all the orders they can con-|
veniently handle during the remaind- !

Selling Dresses Now Automatic.

Although the bulk of the wholasale
selling of men’s clothing for next fall
and winter has taken place, the manu-
tacturcrs of women's clothing are just
starting thedr fal] season. Barly
orders indioate a demand which can-
not be fully supplied because «f the
clot}:: shortage. A prominent dress
monufacturer remarked that he would
have to discontinue taking crders for
fall dresses early in July, as his pro-
duction for several months rhead was
sold and he would be unable to get
more cloth. To get the fabrics, not the
gelling of finished merchandise, is the
chief comcern of the garment manu-
factyrer today.

Although consignments of hides and
skine are being received here from for
eign markets with more regularity and
in larger quantities, tanners report
that high prices and a shortage of raw
material continue to be serious fac
tors in their business. During the last
week further advances were made in
the cost of practically all grades of
leather. It is stated that the demand
for leather is so great that evem the
poorer qualities, which ordinarily ac-
cumulated at the tanneries, are mow
moving freely.
Tanneries throughout the country
are finding a ready market for all the
leather they can produce, Pacific Ooast
concerns are recelving orders from
Japanese, Chinese and Mexican mar
kets for all leathers and are eaid to
bave booked more business than they
cam conveniently handle. Some $5,000,-
000 to $6,000,000 worth of leather is
sold annually by American tanmers to
Japanese and Chinese oustomers, with
the former being the most generous
purchasers.

Shoe manafacturers are handicapped
in their production by shorter work-
ing hours at their factories and a fal-
ing off in the efficiency of the work-
ers due to unsettied conditions in the
{ndustry. The number of pairs of shoes
now being tumed out by the New
England factories is from 20 to 25 per
cent. below normal.

Retailers who placed early orders
for fall shoes are beginning to recedve
deliveries, though in smal quantities.

Optimism is brewing in the steel in-
dustry. The current demand is large-
iy from users of wire products, sheets
and structural steel. Much talk s
heard in the trade of heavier commit-
ments from shipbuilding concerns. A
large volume of structural inquiries
is in the market. It is predicted that
June's aggregate will substantially ex-
coed that of May. The American
Bridge Company has just received a
contract for supplying 14,000 tons of
structural steel for the Durant Build-

ing in Detroit.

In the pig fron mearket considerable
interest was shown in the recent states
ment of a representative of a construc-
tion company in Worcester, Mass,,
that an apparatus is being perfected
which wil{f weparate oxygen from the
air at a low cost, and that by its use
it will be possible to reduce the cost
of pig iron production $4 a ton.
Generally speaki steel producti

is now at about €6 per cent of capacity
against an average of 64 per cent. in
May, with a low point during thet
month of about 60 per cent., and aver-
age of 64 per cent and 77 per cemt in
April and March respectively.

More than the usual interest is be-
ing shown in the market for fermoe
manganese. Harly last week the leade
dng producer, in an effort to dispose of
his surplus, broke the price from §128
a ton to $110, but buyers immediatery
entered the market and placed con-
tracts in such duantities as to again
bring the quotation back to $126.
Copper for September delvery sold
at 18 1-2 cents a pound, with the mar-
ket generally quoted at 18 14 vo 18 1-2
cents. Predictions are heard that 20-
cent copper will be reached in the not
distant future.

Large Rubber Stocks Depress Trade.

Trade in crude rubber last week was
quiet, the large stocks held by manu-
facturers of rubber goods being a de«
pressing Influence. Most of the trading'
was to dealings, between
brokers. Prices held at steady levels,,
but advices indicated that the markets,
of Singapore, Colombo and Londony
were higher than that of New Yorky
The foreign centres geemed to be stim~
wlated by the conviction that the sign«
ing of the peace treaty will aventually!
result in the centrat Huropean nations,
formerly large users of the erude prod-
uct, becoming good customere.
