Dr. Talmage Says it is Not De-
cadence in the U, S,

PRESENTS HARD FACTS INPROOF

One Denomination in United States
Averages Two New Churches a
Day the Year Through--Why Some
Churches Fail to Win Attendants.

Washington, Secpt. 15.—Most en-
couraging to all Christian workers

is this discourse = of 'Dr. Talmage
while denying the accuracy of sta-
tistics which represent Sunday audi-
ences as diminishing; text, IHebrews
X, 25, ‘“Not forsaking the assem-
bling of ourselves together.”’

Startling statements have been
made in many of the pulpits and in
some of the religious newspapers. 1t
is heard over and over again that
church attendance in America is in
decadence. I deny  the statements
by presenting some hard facts. * No
one will dispute the fact that there
are more churches in America than
ever before, one denomination aver-
aging two new churches every day
of the year. The:law of demand
and supply is inexorable in the
Kingdom of : God as it is in the
world. More church supplied argues
more church privileges demanded.
More banks, more bankers; more fac-
tories, 1more manufacturers; more
ships, more importers; ‘more
churches,  more attendants.

In all our cities within a few years
churches have' been built large en-
ough to swallow up two or three of
the old time churches.- I cannot une
derstand with what kind of arithme-
tic and slate pencil -a man calcu-
lates. when ‘he comes to the concli-
sion ' that church . attendance in
America is in decadence. Take . the
aggregate . of the number of people
who enter: the. house of God now and
compare it ‘with the: aggregate of
the people who entered the house of
God twenty-five years'ago, and the
present attendance is four to one.
The facts. are mest exhilarating in-
stead of being ‘depressing. ‘That
man who presents the opposite sta-
tistics' must have been most unfor-
tunate in his church acquaintance.

You are not to argue adversely be-
cause here and there a church is: de-
pleted. Churches have their day.
Sometimes merchandise will entirely
oecupy a neighborhood ' and crowd

Some-
times a church. perishes through in-
ternecine strife.”

of decline in any case. If merchan-'
dise crowd out a church, that can-

circumstancess -decadence in. church
attendanece is ‘the fault either of the
church or of the pastor.

Churches are often clearced of their
audiences by the attempt to trans-
plant the modes of the past into the
present. The modes and methods of
fifty years ago are no more appro-
priate for to-day than the modes

f and methods of to-day will be ap-

propriate for fifty years hence. Dr.
Kirk, Dr. McElroy, Dr. Mason, Dr.
De Witt, Dr:. Vermilyea and hun-
dreds of other men just as good as
they  were never lacked audiences,
bécause they were abreast of the
time in which  they lived. People
will not be interested in what we
' say unless we understand the spirit
of the day in which we live. All
the woebegonish statistics are given
by those who are trying in our time
to work with the wornout machin-
ery of the past times. Such men
might just as well throw the fur-
naces out of our church basements
and substitute the foot stoves whieh
our grandmothers used to carry
with them to meeting, and throw
out: our organs and our cornets, and
take the old fashioned tuning fork,
striking it on the knee and then lift-
ing it to the ear to catch the pitch
of the hymn, and might as well
throw out our modern platforms and
modern pulpits and substitute the
' wineglass pulpit up which the min-
ister used to climb to the dizzy
.height ‘of Mont Blanc solitariness
and then go in out of sight and shut
the door after him. When you can
get the great masses of the people
to take passage from Albany to
Buffalo in stage-coach or canalboat
in preference to the lightning ex-
press train which does it in four
hours, then you can get the great
masses of the people to go to a
church half a century behind the
time.

The trouble begins away back in
the theological seminaries. It is
a shame that larger provision is not

made for ministers of religion, for
the sick and the aged and the in-
firm who have worn themselves out

in the service of God. We have na-
val asylums and soldiers’ asylums
for men who fought on land and sea
for our country when these men
have become aged or crippled, and
it is a shame that larger provision
is not made for the good soldiers
of Jesus Christ who have worn
themselves out in battling for the
Lord. . But lack of provision in that "
respect makes a tendency to turn
our theological seminaries into hos-
' pitals for sick amd aged and infirm
ministers. When a man begins to
go down, they give him the title of
D. D. by way of rcsuscitation. 1f
that fails, then the tendency is to
elecct him to a professorate in some
theologieal - seminary. There are
grand exceptions to the rule, but it
is often the case that the profes-
sorate in a theological seminary is

tude 'of people who go to church go

the fact that such semi-imbecility
can get any pulpits to preach in!
Those are the men who give forlorn
about church decadence.
Frogs never croak in running water;
always in stagnant. DBut I can say
to all Christian workers, to all Sun-
day school teachers, to all evangel-
ists, to all ministers of the gospel,
if we want our Sunday schools and
our prayer meetings and our churches
to gather the people we must freshen
up. The simple fact is, the people
are tired of the humdrum of religion-
ists. Religious humdrum is the worst
of all humdrum, You say over and
over again, ‘‘Come to Jesus,”” until
the phrase means absolutely nothing.
Why do you not tell them a story

which will make them come to
Jesus in five minutes?
You say that all Sunday school

teachers and all evangelists and all
ministers must bring their illustra-
tions from the Bible. Christ did not
when he preached. The most of the
Bible was written before Christ’'s
time, but where did he get his illus-
trations? He drew them from the lil-
ies, from the ravens, from salt, from

a candle, from a bushel, from long
faced hypocrites, from gnats, from
from rioths, from large gates

and small gates, from a camel, from
the ncedle’s eye, from yeast in the
dough of bread, from a mustard seed,
from a fishing net, from debtors and
creditors. That is the reason multi-
tudes followed Christ. His illustra-
tions were so easy and understand-
able. Therefore, my brother Christian
worker, if you and I find two illus-
trations for a religious subject and
the one is a Bible illustration and
the other is outside the Bible I will
take the latter, because I want to
be like the Master.

O Christian workers, we have got
to freshen up. What is the use of our
going back in the Christian classics
to find an illustration of the victor-
ious Christian deathbed when my
personal friend, Alfred Cookman, a
few yecars ago went away in as im-
perial grandeur as did Edward Pay-
son? Is it any less an illustration to
me and to you because I met him a
few weeks before in front of Trinity
church, DBroadway, and I said,
*‘Cookman, you look as if you were
working too hard?’’ Where in all the
classics is there such a story as that
of Cookman when, in his last mo-
ment, he cried, . ‘I am sweeping
through the gates washed by the
blood of the Lamb!’’

It is a . free
country. But you go out, O people
of God, and give the gospel to the
mllllons of America who do want
it! It is high time to stop skirm-
ishing and bring on a general en-
gagement. I want to live to see the
Armageddon, all the armies of hea-
ven and hell in battle array, for I
know our conqueror on the white
horse will gain the day. Let the
church of God be devoted to noth-
ing else, but go right on to this
conquest.
