. OrTAWA, April 8.

A thrill of expectancy passed through
the House yesterday when Mr. Hunting-
don rose to move his want-of-confidence
resolution.. The galleries were crowded
and the benches nearly full. The motion
was made without any remarks whatever
from the mover, and the Government side

called ‘‘question” immediately. The
division was—yeas 76, nays 107—majority
for the Government 81. ~ Cutler, Anglin,
Ferris, Pickard, and Burpee of Sunbury
voted with the Opposition, and Smith,
Wallace, Palmer, I. Burpee, Domville,
McAdam, Moffatt and Costigan with »the
Government.

The loss the S. S. Atlantic was dis- |
cussed. Hon. Mr. Mitchell read telegrams
describing the disaster, and reported his
statement of a few days ago with regard
to the intention of the Government to
anchor a lightship off Halifax harbor.

An interesting discussion took place on
the motion of Mr. Savary for all corres-
pondence relating to the inequality in the
salaries of Judges in the different Pro-
vinces. He argued that men occupying
the same position and doing the same
work should receive the same salary in
each Province.

- ‘Mir. Palmer said he had never used the’
words “Better Terms.” The Maritime
Provinces did not want better terms, but
simple justice, and that equality of posi-
tion in the ‘Confederationn which they
were entitled to. ‘The lower salaries of
Judges in the Maritime Provinces was
one instance of injustice. Theirposition
being the same, and their duties the

same, their salaries should be the same|

as those of Judges .in the other Pro-

- vinces.

Mr. McDonald, of Pictou, thought the

! present scale of salaries of Judges in all

the provinces wasan inadequate remuner-

v-ation. The salaries should be sufficient

to secure the best talent in each pro-
vinee.

Sir John Macdonald referred to the
great difficulty of settling this question.
“The cost of living was higher in one
province than in another. In fhe Pro-

. yince of Quebec the Judges in the rural

i

‘districts received less salary than those
in the cities. There was a perfect equality
of position but a difference in circum-
stances. He belleved the time had come
: ;when the Judges should receive salaries
~ commensurate with their posltlon, and
Goveriment would bring in resolutions
upon the subject. ’

The House went into committee on
the bill introduced by Mr. Mills amending
" Costigan’s' act against dual representa-
. tion. It virtually provides that the Re-
turning Officer shall not have anything to
say about a candidate’s qualifications for
the Commons. The bill passed its second
reading, ‘but will probably be amended. -
