The leafirocltv Negotiatious.
The news from Washington is that

| the negotiations for a reciprocity treaty

are likely to result successfully. We
confess that we are not particularly
exhilarated by the prospect, as we feel
quite sure that no treaty will be nego-
tinted by the U..S. Government and
approved by the U. 8. Senate that will
give Canada a proper equiva'ent for the
sacrifices Canada will be required to
make to secure it. The public mind of
this country, notwithstanding that the
facts utterly disprove the fallacy, is con-
vinced that a reciprocity treaty of some
kind with the United States is the one
thing needful to pur prosperity, and the
Ottawa authorities know that anything
by the name of reciprocity will be a
source of popularity for themselves.
Canadians are as morbidly eager for a
reciprocity treaty .as England was
for an Alabama Claims settlement.
and will be bitten in the making of
it just as England was bitten in the
other case. It is evident from the
Washington letter in another column
that Commissioner Brown has presented
a strong case at Washington in contra-
diction of the theory that Canada de-
pends for an existence on the trade
facilities charitably accorded her by the
United States. He has presented facts
and figrrss that il nstrate the value
of the fishery privileges that are to be
paid for under the Washington Treaty,
and to show that Canada’s trade did
not suffer by the abrogation of the treaty

of 1854 Those facts are known at

home, and yet they have not persuaded
the public that a new reciproeity ireaty
is undesirable.

The innate brutality of the human
race has seldom been better fllustrated
than by Col. Gonzales military com-
mandané of San Jose, Guatemala. Ac-
cording to a letter from there this
monster condemned Mr. John Magee
(no relation, we believe, of the St. John
merchants of that name) to réceive four
hundred lashes for not having respond-

1 edto his summons_as promptly -as he

was expected to do, and had two hun-
dred inflicted on him.” As Mr. Mageeis
the British Vice Consul there will,
doubtless, be a little bill presented on
account of this act of official barbarity.
A higher official arrived before the sen-
tenco had been fully executed, and
Gonzales attempted to escape. A bul-
let from an unknown hand arrested his
flight, and he is a prisoner  His Gov-
ernment will, as"a matter of course,
have him executed, in the hope that his
blood will partinlly atone for the out-
rage. '

We presume that our readers are not
waiting eagerly to hear the names of
the new Spanish Ministry, as official
changes are so frequent in that disorder-
ed country that they must have long
gince despaired of keeping the ‘run of
affairs. Some of them may be interest-
ed"in knowing that the following trumps
were dealt at the last shufile of the
political eards: Zabola, President and
Minister of War; Sagasta, Intevior;
Ulloa, Foreign Affairs; Camacho, Fin-
ance; Alonzo Martinez. Justice; Alonzo
Colmenares, Public Works; Romeo
Ortez, Colonies; Rodriquez Arvins, Ma-
rine. As it was two days ago that this
Cabinet was forned it is possible that
it may have been overthrown and suc-
ceeded by another before this.

The West scems to be favored withall
the moisture this spring. While east-
ern streams are barely high enough for
log-driving purposes the Mississippi
overflows its banks and floods immense
tracts of low-lying country. The danger,
as will be seen by the following dispatch
from Memphis, dated May 13th, is not

yet over: :

About daylight yesterday worning the
levee broke at Apperton's plantation, op-
posite Friar's Point, and at last accounts
the crevasse was 150 yards wide and the
water spreading over the plantation, one
of the fluest in that section.

The crevasse at Miller’s on the Missis-
sippi side is now about G00 yards wide,
and the water in the street at Friar's
Point is theee feet decp. Whole families
are moving out and merchants are re-
moving theie gnods. The entire country
in the rear is being inundated.

Some idea may be formed of the power
of the water rushing through this cre-
vasse by the tearing up of high cotton-
wood trees 2§ feet in diameter, and scat-
tering them over neighboring planta-
tions.

The steamers now all come through
Council Bend cut off.

New Reciprocity ;eaty—Antieimted
Successful Termination of a Com=
mercial Treaty Between the Unit-
ed States and Canada—Value of
the Canadian Fisheries—Import=
aut Faets and Figures.

WASDINGTON, May 12.

There seems 1.0 be some prospect that
the negotiations now goiné on with a
view to the new treaty of commercial
reciprocity with the Dominion of Canada
may terminate successfully. Secretary
Fish conducts the negotiations on behalf
of our Government, and Sit Edward
Thornton, - British Minister here, and
Hon. George Brown, Senator of the
Canadian Dominion, act as joint plenipo-
tentiaries on the part of Great Britain.
Negotiations have been going oa for
some months, and it is understood that a
rough outline of a ncw treaty is now the
subject of investigation and discussion.
Mr. Rothery, the English land agent in
the fishery arbitration, has gone to the
Pacific until the resuit of the latter nego-
tiations is determined, but should the
treaty fail, the fishery arbitration will be
at once proceeded with.

THE CANADIAN FISHERIES.

The Canadiasis put what is deemed a
most exorbitant value on their fisheries;
they assert that the reconcession ot
shore privileges to us under the Wash-
ington treaty has already doubled the
tonnage of our fishing fleet from 1869,
and that it will soon exceed the tonnage
of 1852. They insist that the result of
arbitration must be awarded - in their
favor equal to a very large remntal for
twelve years. An enthusiastic gentleman
from one of the maritime provinces, who
has been hunting up evidence for the
arbitration. declares it to be established
by irresis i)le evidence, based on ad-
vantages accruing in past years to the
United States that the fair rental we
ought to pay is $500,000 per anuum. The
Canadians contend that it is very gener-
ous on their part to propose merging this
great interest in a general commercial
arrangement, the chief advantage from
which must necessarily accrue to the
United States.

FACTS AND FIGURES.

They totally deny the correctness of
the general impression here,that they had
the best of the bargain under the treaty
of 1854 and insist that the contrary was
the fact. They show from our official re-
turns that from 1820 to 1854 (in which
latter year the treaty went into opera-
tion), the Provinces bought from us mer-
chandise to the value of $167,216,709,
while we bought from them but $66,794,~
426 leaving a cash balance in our favor of
nearly $100,000,000. They further show
that in the years from 1854 to 1863, in all
of which the treaty was in operation,
the Provinces purchased from us to
the extent of $255,282,698, while we
purchased from them but $193,269,153
1: ving again a cash balance in our favor
of $62,000,000.- In the traffic of the fol-
lowing three years—namely, from the 1st
of July, 1863, to the 30th of June, 1866—
there is a great discrepancy beétween our
1 ublic accounts and those of the I’rovin-
ci 8. Qur vulpations show that we im-
poted from them articles to the value of
$132,000,000, while the returns gnjy show
$81,000,000 exported to us, or g discrep-
ancy of $50,000,000. The Cangdians al-
lege this discrepancy in value must have
mainly arisen from the war prices and
inflated currency  then existing in the
country, especially as there were no
duties to be paid on the articles, and
every temptation on the part of the im-
porters to state their valuations in cur-
rency prices. Ifthe Unit.d S ates returns
were correct, the Provinces, during these
three years, had a large balance of
trade in their favor, and if the Provincial
returns were correct, the balance was in
our favor.. Our returns of the entire
traflic between the countries during the
thirteen years existence of the treaty
show a volume of trade of no less than
$671,000,000, with a cash balance in our
favor of over $20,000,000. The Cana-
dians’ account shows a gross traflic of
$623,000,000, and a halance in our favor
of $95,000,000. The Canadians think
that this traflic could stand very
well on its own merits, and that any

sountry in the world would give a large

consideration to have the share in such a
trade that we enjoyed, but they point to
the vast carrying trafiic from Canadato
our ocean ports and vice versa, which we
also enjoyed, during the operation of the
treaty, to the free use of their inshore
fisheries, which we got for nothing—use
of their canals on payment of tolls that
barely paid the cost of wages and repairs
aad to the free navigation of the St. Law-
rence river without consideration, as
ziving an overwhelming preponderance

States from the treaty of 1854,
REPEAL OF THE TREATY OF 1854,

In regard to the repeal of the treaty
the Canadians allege that it has not had
the effect that was anticipated on either
side of the lines, and though it has
changed very much the character of their
foreign commerce they are more pros-
perous than they ever were. They say
it compelled them to seck new mar-
kets for.their surplus products, and that
this brought to them a larger carrying
trade with foreign countries, which was
formerly done by the United States, and
which they have found very profitable.
They show that their foreign commerce
outwards and inwards with all countries
has risen since the date of the repeal
from an acnunal average of $115,631,32¢,
while the treaty was in operation, to
$112,000,000 in 1867, to $165,000,000 in
1870, to $189,000,000 in 1871, to $214,000,-
000 in 1872,and to $240,000,000 in 1873,the
seventh yearof the repeal. They allege
that while their foreign commerce has
thus enormously increased since 1866,
the proportion of it done with the United
States which, nnder the treaty, gradually
rose to 52} per cent. of their entire trade,
has since rapidly fallen away in conse-
quence of our restriction policy, until it
is now not 35 per cent. of their trade.
They further allege that from the moment
of the repeal the balance of trade for the
tirst time in their history went against
the United States. They turn to ouran-
nual Treasury reports and show from
our returns that there has been a large
cash balance in their favor every year
since the treaty was repealed, and that
the aggregate balance against us in the
suven years was $51,870,000. The Cana-
dians assert also as to a large portion
of the articles we recgived from them
free of duty under the treaty, that our
importations have been annua!ly jucreas-
ing since the repeal. It greatly enhanc-
ed prices notwithstanding the duties we
now impose on them. As a sample of
this class of- articles they cite lamber.
It appears that during the thirteen years
the treaty was in operation we purchased
from the Provinces lumber, etc., to the
aggregate valuc of a little over $39,000,-
020,0r¢n average of $3,000,000 per annum,
but in the seven years that have elapsed
s'nce the repeal we have purchased $57,-
000.000 worth of lumber, or an annual
average of over $8,000,000. They show
from certified prices cu-rant that the
cash price of clear lumber at present in
Toronto is $26 per 1000 feet, or double
what it was ten years ago, and that its
price now in Portland, Me., is double the
present price in ‘Toronto. Their deduc-
tion from this is that we pay the duty
and injure every branch of indastry in
which lum! ér ’s uccessary, and the sawe
is the ¢ se, they assert, in regard to anl-
mals, the average importation of which,
when free ungder the treaty, was, even
with the benefit of watr prices, but $2,-
230.000 per anpum, while the average
gervice since the repzal has been $3,500.3
000 per annum, and so, they say, it has
been with many other ariicles that we
maust have and cannot'wel! get elsétvhere.

OTHER COMMODYTIES.

Then as to a large cldss of commodi-
ties, such as wheat, flour, butter, cheese,
ete., of which both coun'ri¢s have a sur-
plus, the Cadadians say alarge proportion
of these articles were purchased by us
from them under the treaty for ex-
portation to other eountries; and the
effect of the customs duties we have im-
posed on them has been to make the
Canadiang carry these commodities by
their own railroads and s ipping chan-
nels direct ta the very marEet we former-
ly supplied with their products. So satis-
factory have they found this trafic that
they are already large purchasers of our
Western produgcts, which they carry
along with their own to these markets.

EXRORTS, :

They show from our official returns
that the total export basis of the United
States in the fiscal year 1871 amounted
to six handred and three millions of dol-
lars, and that of this the British Provin-
ccs took fifty-six millions eight hundred
thousand dollars. They point out, toc,
that in that same year the United States
took from Canada but $34,000,000 of mer-
caandise, while we took $101,000,000
from the above twenty countries, paying
a balance of $45,000,000, and they say
further in the same year while Canada
admitted entirely, free of duty, or
products to the value of = §20,0C0,-
090, and levied only an average duty
of 6} per cent. on our who'e exportations
free and dutiable to them.  We on the
contrary admitted free of duty less than
$3,000,000 of the'r exportations to us,
and levied a duty averaging 25 per cenf,
on their total shipments to us. * The
Canadians fully rccognize the absurdity
of any people complaining of the com-
mercial poligy other 'nations may think
proper to adopt. They venture to think,
however, that a different course fo-
ward Canada would lead to & . very
large incrcase of mutually profitable
business between the two countries.
They say they have not wantegd to ask fa-
vors from anybody, and do not want any
now, but if the United States think it
their interest to merge the fishery ques
tion and all other troublesome questions
in & comprehensive treaty, they will cor-
dially agree to any cquitable settlement
calculated to place the commercial rela-
tions of the two countries on a friendly
andiunfettered and mutnally advantageous
basis.

The passengers were nearly
all on deck and peering into the darkness
to see if they could get any idea of what
sort of a place they had come to. They
number 208 persons, many of them being
quite young. They have the same thrifty
look that characterized the firstlot that
settled in New Kincardiushire. Their
faces are the picture of health, and there
can be no doubt but they are the class of
immigrants that any country should be
pleased to have. The steamer made the
trip from Greenock to Halifax in eleven
days, and sickness, anything more than
the ordinary sea sickness, was almostun~
known amongst the passengers. They
speak in the highest terms of the treat-
ment they received on board the steamer
from all in authority. The Western Ex-
tension Ferry boat was in waiting and
and immediately went along side the
Sidonian, and the luggage was at once
put on board and taken to Carleton. The
passengers stayed on board the steamer
all night, and this morning left by special
train for Woodstock, from which they
will be at once forwarded to their new
homes.

The Sidonian will load here for Glas-
gow, for which place the agents, Messrs.
Scammell Bros., expect to despatch her
about Saturday next. Persons going to
Europe could not do better than secure a
passage with Capt. Henderson. 5

They remark ¢ that for
that time the market has been extremely
dull, there being but few buyers in com-
parison with sellers, consequently the
prices, particularly for old ships, have de-
clined very materially, so much so, that
it is hard to put a value on this ¢lass of
tonnage. The action of the Board of
Trade, coupled with the dullness of
freight generally, we attribute as the
causes.”

Surveys have been held, and
it was found necessary to discharge the
cargo, it being much damaged by sea-
water and heated.
