counselling. It is our job to see
that these students—the
future leaders of our coun-
try—are able to pursue their
studies free from undue stress
or emotional difficulties.”

Though he endorses the
programs already offered by
counselling services, Dr.
Horsley wants to develop a
closer working relationship
with other student ser-
vices—such as the
undergraduate awards office
and the Student Health Cen-
tre—and with the faculty.
THese groups should serve as
referral agencies, Dr. Horsley
suggests. Dr. Horsley also
wants to give psychology and
social work students. the op-
portunity to do their field
work at counselling services.
And he places a strong em-
phasis on the continuing im-
portance of career counsell-
ing.

“People invest a great deal
in their education. It’s to the
university’s advantage to give
students support

and

guidance,” he says.
Dr. Horsley completed a
BA at the University of Ot-

.'tawa, returning to his native

New Brunswick to take a BEd
from St. Thomas University
and an MA in education and
psychology from UNB. He
earned a PhD in clinical
psychology from Queen’s
University.

In addition to his numerous
professional commitments,
Dr. Horsley has given freely
of his time to various com- .

half-way home Emmanuel
House in Saint John, the New
Brunswick Centre for Learn-
ing Disabilities and the Saint
John Police Youth Squad.

Changes to visitor's VISA

A new format for visitor
visas wil make it harder for
illegal immigrants to enter
Canada.

The Minister of State for
Immigration, Gerry Weiner,
says that the new card should
cut down on the increasing
number of visa forgeries
because it will be much more
difficult to reproduce.

The new visa has security
features including raised
printing, special colour
blends, and line swirls.

“More and more people
were using forgeries to gain
entry to Canada,” Weiner
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said. “The new visa is a start
in reducing these numbers”.
Weiner says these changes

are just the first in a series of
efforts to make federal
documents more secure.
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
