The Store, located on the
south end of Barrington Street,
is one of the Serve the People
projects of New Morning.

Work on the Store began
about a year ago as an
outgrowth of a similiar attempt
in conjunction with the Neigh-
borhood Centre in North-end
Halifax. During the winter the
old Dominion Cafe Building was
rented and renovated. Initially
news of the Store was passed by
word of mouth, from door to
door and food was thus pur-
chased by order forms from the
community until the Store was
able to open on its present scale.

gain people’s control over food
prices by selling essentials such
as vegetables,
honey, molasses at a mere 10
percent mark up. Some grains

(eg. wheat germ brought in
from Toronto) are more costly
and have 20 percent mark up.

Why you
pay less

At the Store, most produce is
purchased from a small local
wholesale outlet and from
farmers in the Annapolis Valley
and P.E.I. This eliminates
much of the expense of tran-
sportation and middlemen. You
also save the price of expensive,
attractive and competitive
packaging since you bring your
own food containers.

A core of three people work in
shifts with the aid of few
volunteers, purchasing produce
and tending the Store. Anyone
wishing to exchange labor for

food may do so.

The chief workers at the Store
are members of the New
Morning Collective. Therefore,
they draw no salaries from the
Store funds as their living ex-
penses, i.e. $3.00 weekly
allowance plus food and lodging
are provided by the Collective.
Thus payment of salaries is not
added to the price of your food.

The response and respect of
the immediate community
towards the store has grown
