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LOSES THREE MEMBERS.

CHAMBERLAIN, RITCHIE AND
HAMILTON RESIGN.

Retiring Colonial Secretary Will Be-
eome Missionary of the Imperial
Zollverein Idea—His Letter to
the Premier and the Latter’s Re-
ply.

Lendon, Sept. 18.—The official an-
nouncement of the resignations of Mr.
Chamberlain and two other members
of the Cabinet was made last night at
Downing street, in the following com-
munication :—

“The following Ministers have tend-
ered their resignations, which have
been accepted by the King :—Right
Hon. Jos. Chamberlain, Secretary of
the Colonies ; Right Hon. T. ]
Ritchie, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
and Lord George Hamilton, Secretary
for India. The accompanying corres-
pondence passed between the Premier,
Right Hon. A. J. Balfour, and Mr.
Chamberlain.”

Then follows Mr. Chamberlain’s let-
ter, dated Birmingham, Sept. 9, com-
mencing ‘“My Dear Balfour,” in which
he sets forth his reasons for his re-
signation.  An extremely interesting
feature of the letter is the following
statement concerning a preferential
tariff :—“For the present, at any rate,
a preferential agreement with our col-
onies, involving any duty, however
small, on articles of food hitherto un-
taxed, even if accompanied by a re-
duction on other articles of food equal-
ly universal in their consumption,
would be unacceptable to the majority
of the constituencies.”

“I think that with absolute loyalty to
your Government, and with no fear of
embarrassing it in any way, I can best
promote the cause I have at heart from
the outside, and I cannot but hope
that ih a perfectly independent posi-
tion my arguments may be received
with less prejudice than would attach
to those of a party leader. Accord-
ingly, I would suggest that you limit
the present policy of the Government
to an assertion of our freedom in-the
case of all commercial relations with
foreign countries, and that you should
agree to my tendering my resignation
of my present office to his Majesty and
devoting myself to the work .of ex-
plaining and popularizing these princi-
ples of Imperial union, which, experi-
ence has convinced me, are essential to
our future welfare and prosperity.
Yours very sincerely,

“Jos. Chamberlain.”

Mr. Chamberlain points out the un-
yielding opposition of the Liberal par-
ty, which “scouted.the idea that a sys-
tem generally accepted in 1846 could
g;)seibly require modification in 1903.”

Mr. Balfour replied to Mr. Chamber-
lain in a letter dated September 16. In
it he says: “Agreeing as I do with you
that the time has come when a change
should be made in the fiscal canons by
which we bound ourselves in our com-
mercial dealings with other Govern-
ments, it was paradoxical indeed that

you should leave the - Cabinet
at the same time that others
of my colleagues are leaving it

who disagree on the very point with
us both. Yet I can but admit that
there is some force in your arguments
in support of that course, based, as
they are, upon your special and person-
al relation with that portion of the con-
troversy which deals with colonial pre-
ference. You have done more than any
man living or dead to bring home to
the citizens of the empire the consci-
ousness of Imperial obligation and
interdépendence between the various
fragments into which the empire is
geographically divided. I believe you
to be right in holding that this inter-
dependence should find expression in
our commercial as well as in our politi-
cal and military relations. I believe
with you that a closer fiscal unon be-
tween the mother country and the col-
onies would benefit the trade of both,
and that if such closer union could be
established on fitting terms, its ad-
vantage to both parties would increase
with years and as the colonies grew
in wealth and population.

“If there has ever been any differ-
round development 6f a protective poli
cy, and on the part of this country the
ence between us in connection with this
matter, it has only been with regardito
the practicability of the proposal, which
would seem to require on the part of
the colonies a limitation in the all-
establishment of a preference in
favor of important colonial products.

London, Sept. 18.—It is understood
that the resignations of other mem-
bers of the Cabinet are imminent, and
that Lord Balfour of Burleigh, Sec-
retary for Scotland has actually re-
signed. Lord Lansdowne, the For-
eign Secretary, left London last night
for Balmoral, whither Premier Bal-
four and his brother are also expected
to proceed immediately.

The Morning Post says that Mr.
Chamberlain by his resignation, which
the King was graciously pleased to ac-
cept, has crossed the Rubicon. That
was but a little stream, but to cross
it had an immense significance.

MESSAGE TO CHAMBERLAIN.

Manufacturers Regret His With-
drawal From Cabinet.

Toronto, Sept. 18. — The resig-
nation of the Hon. Joseph Cham-
berlain from the British Cabinet
excited much interest here, and
the subject was brought up at the
meeting of the Canadian Manufactur-
ers’ Association yesterday afternoon.
Mr. Robt. Munro informed the meeting
of the resignation of Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain. He considered the meet
ing should express its views, and sub-
mitted the following message, to be
cabled to Mr. Chamberlain:—

Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, Colon-
ial Secretary, London, England :

The Canadian Manufacturers’ Associ-
ation, in convention assembled in To-
ronto, desires to express its deep re-
gret that your withdrawal from the
British Cabinet has: been found neces-
sary. This association has followed
your proposals with the greatest solici-
tude, and hopes your efforts to adapt
Great Britain’s fiscal policy to exist-
ing conditions will continue to be vig-
orously enforced.

A protest against sending such .a
cable was made by Mr. Francis Braid-
wood of Montreal: The association, he
‘said, should not be political in its na-
ture, and it was a mistaken policy to
stand by Mr. Chamberlain.. They had
nothing to do with Mr. Chamberlain
in this matter.

Mr. W. K. McNaught said the reso-
lution did not touch upon preferential
trade at all, but was simply an appre-
ciation of the work done by Mr. Cham-
berlain.

A standing vote was taken, and the
resolution to send the cable passed, Mt.
Braidwood alore voting against it.

SHIPS GO DOWN.

Many Lievs Lost Off Florida and
Maine Coasts.

Norfolk, Va., Sept. 18—The Brit-
ish steamship Roxby, Captain Shields,
which arrived here yesterday from
Port Inglis, has on board Domingo
Ballo Reyarberay, the sole survivor of
the crew of twenty-two men on the
British  steamship Mexicana, which
foundered with all on board Off the
Florida coast on Tuesday night. Rey-
arberay caught a piece of wreckage
and managed to keep up until he was
seen yesterday morning by the Roxby
and rescued.

Demariscott, Me., Sept. 18.—Fifteen
men lost their lives in the violent
gale which raged off the coast during
the night. The Gloucester mackerel-
seining schooner, George F. Edmunds,
Capt. Poole, struck on Pemaquid Point
and was smashed to pieces, Fourteen
of the crew of sixteen men perished
in_the breakers.

The schooner Sadie and Lillian, Cap-
tain Hardy' of Prospect, also struck
on Pemaquid Point, and was smashed
to  pieces. Captain  Hardy was
drowned, but his crew of two men
were rescued.

New York, Sept. 18—Rough esti-
mates of the financial loss due to yes-
terday’s storm are $2,000,000 on and
around Manhattan Island alone. So
far eighteen lives are known to have
been lost in the storm, and it is believ-
ed this number will be doubled when
all reports are in. 2

MUST GET A
600D GAIT ON

Chatham’s Board of Public
Works Applying Prod to
Tardy Contractors.

Many Improvements to be
Pushed Through—-Condition
of §treets Under Dis-
cussion.

That this is a very busy year 'for
the Board of Works—and the en-
gineer—was plainly evidenced at last
night's meeting. Every member was
present.

“We have a lot of work on hand,”
commented Ald. Mounteer, “and it
is now the 17th of September and
we have only about six weeks longer
to work on our local improvements,
and it is time we were looking
around to sce where we stand.

“First as to pavements. We have
,Sthe Dominion Paving Co. on Wel-
lington street. They are not getting
along as well as I would like but
they will be finished inside of 8ix
weeks.  Blight & Fielder are on
Thames street with the curb and
gutter completed and they are almost
ready for the concrete. They are
getting along pretty well. The War-
ren Co. on Queen street have the

curb and gutter laid Trom King
Street as far as the Gray strecet
corner. They are not making good

progress and we should urge them to
put on faster men. They have a lot
‘more work to do and they will have
to get a imove on. The asphalt block
pavement on King street will not
be completed by hristmas if they
do not work faster than they are at
present. They have just got two and
one-half blocks of curb and gutter
laid and they have been working for
three and one-half weeks. Mr. Jones
also is not satisfied with the quality
of the curb which has been laid as it
was put in too dry and crumbles
away.”

Mr. Bangham was present at the
meeting ana said that he was anxious
to see a good pavement put down
and he would look into the matter
of the poorly censtructed curb and,
if it is not satisfactory, he will have
it relaid. He is also going to hustle
the contractors along.

There are also seven sewers to be
put down, viz.,, on Wellington street,
William  street, Wellington street
east, Wilson avenue, West street,
Murray street, in all about 2,667 feet,
practically a mile of séwerse. ¥t jvas
decided to ask for tenders immedi-
ately.

In granolithic walks there are 15
walks to be laid—6,000 feet of four-
foot walks, practically a mile and a
half of walk. Mr. Chrysler, the ori-
ginal contractor, has assured the
Board that he will commence at once
to construct these walks and has al-
ready ordered the cement. Some of
the sidewalks will, in all probability,
be laid over until next year, but on
streets like Church street, Selkirk
street and Charteris street where
there is no sidewalk now the walks
will have to be laid at once.

As to the repairs to King street,
part of the street will be repaired
this fall and the balance will be e~
paired in the spring.

&

Ald. Mounteer. also brought up the
matter of repairs to bad streets, and
Adelaide street, Victoria avenue,
Head street, St. Clair street, St.

George street and Delaware avenue
all need repairing.

“I ordered the holes in Victoria
avenue filled up with brick bats,”
said Ald. Mounteer, “two’ weeks ago,
and since that time the Gas Co. have
torn up the street and left it worse
than ever. ‘Their trench has been
open for four weeks. The company
will be ordered to put in their pipes
immediately on fill up the trench.”
On Park avenue west the mud is
up to the hubs. Adelaide street also
is very bad. These matters were re-
ferred to the engineer to attend to
the specially bad cases.*

The St. George street sewer has

been blocked for years and a new
sewer will have to be laid from Dow-
sley’s to Park avenue. Referred to
the engineer.
. It wags decided to do as much team-
Ing as possible right away as the
teams will soon be engaged hauling
sugar beets.

The sidewalk in front of the Idle-
wild Hotel, the one in front of the
Aberdeen House, and also the one in
front of the C. P. R. Hotel, jwill be
repaired by the engineer.
