• •the Catholic,” published at Hamil­
ton, Mac 17, 188». The most im­
pel tant of these is a two-column ad- 
veitisemcnt of the Canada Company, 
offering for sale SOV.UlXi acres of land, 
situated in the Western District, and 
to be disposed of in blocks containing 
from 2,000 to 9,000 acres each; and 
scattered lots containing from 80 to 
200 acres each, situated in almost ev­
ery township in Canada West. T he 
trims were said to be the most lib­
eral and advantageous that had yet 
beer, made public. Ttie plan of the 
company was to dispose of their 
lands bv way of lease for a term of 
ten years, no money being required 
down. The rent payable annually be­
ing only equal to the interest upon 
the present upset value of the lands; 
thus for example, suppose 100 acres, 
worth 10s. per acre, is £50, the in­
terest thereon would be £», which 
latter sum and no more, was the 
amount of rent to be paid each year, 
full power being secured to the set­
tler to purchase the freehold, and 
take his deed for the land he occu­
pied at any time during the lease, 
which might be more convenient to 
himself, at a fixed advance upon the 
upset price. The advance was Is. »d. 
pei acre, if paid within the first five 
years from date of lease; or, 2s. fid. 
per acre if paid subsequently and pre­
vious to the expiration of the lease. 
Tl ? Company constituted itself a sav­
ing- hank and received sums of any 
size on deposit, allowing interest at 
the rate of six per cent, per annum 
for the same, and which was at. the 
disposal of the depositor to be with­
drawn at any time without notice be­
ing given The lands were also dis­
posed of for cash down, or by one- 
fifth cash, and balance in five equal 
annual instalments with interest. The 
company’s offices were at Canada 
House, St. Helen’s Place, Hishops- 
gate street, London, Eng., and Fred­
erick street, Toronto. The Company 
had secured from the government of 
the day millions of acres, called the 
Huron Tract, they also owned and 
established the town of Guelph. I do 
not know that the company owns any 
land in Canada now, or, in fact, that 
it any longer has an existence.

There is only one convent school 
advertised in “The Catholic,” that of 
the Sisters of the Congregation. King­
ston; and likely that was the only 
convent school in Upper Canada then.
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There were two Catholic literary 
publications advertised in the columns 
of “The Catholic,” the “U.S. Catho­
lic Magazine,” containing chiefly se­
lections from the best Catholic Re­
views and other publications. The 
publisher was John Murphy of Balti­
more, and the subscription $3 per 
annum. “The Catholic Expositor 
and Literary Magazine” wts publish­
ed in New York, and v as in its 
fourth vear. The subscription was 
$3. The publisher's name is not giv­
en. The vntbelishments were pro­
mised to be of the highest order. Por­
traits of distinguished prelates and 
clergymen weie promised during the 
year Also lithographic views of the 
principal churches in the United 
States, reniai kable places, scenery, 
etc.

A book was advertised entitled: A 
Narrative of the “Miraculous Virgins 
of the Tyrol,” as seen and described 
by numerous eye witnesses, by bish­
ops, carls, counts, barons, philosoph­
ers, men of science, lawyers, doctors, 
travellers of all countries, Vnguages, 
and various denominations, particu­
larly by G cotres, one of the most 
eminent men of Germany; by Dr. 
Binns of London, by Mr. Connelly 
(formerly Protestant minister at 
Natches), by Lord Shrewsbury, pre­
mier Earl of England. It was pub­
lished by Casserly A Sons, 108 Nas­
sau St., New York.

Two of the leading literary prblica- 
t.ons of the day were advertised, 
“The Philadelphia Saturday Courier,” 
announced a great enlargement and 
improvement, and the commencement 
of the 13th volume, with new type, 
new paper, and a new press. The 
terms were $2 per annum. “ The 
Philadelphia Saturday Museum,” ad­
vertised a triumphant success and a 
new discovery in the printing busi­
ness. This grand improvement, it 
was stated, was destined to form a 
new era in the printing business 
(whatever it was). Among other 
tilings that were an inducement to 
subscribe was the engagement at a 
high salat) of the services of Edgar 
A. Poe, Esq., “a gentleman whose 
high and versatile abilities have al­
ways spoken piouiptly lot them­
selves,” to assist in editing the pap- 
et. The terms of this family paper 
was .. pel annum in advance, and the 
publishers were Thomas U. Clarke A 
Co., 101 Chestnut street, Philadel­
phia.

“The Ladies Wreath and Young La­

dies’ ,Magazine” was the title of an­
other publication advertised, and pub­
lished also in Philadelphia. Its con­
tents were said to be entirely origin­
al. The names of several lady con­
tributors are given. The price was 
only $1 .Ut) a year. The publishers 
were Drew A Scammell.

Philadelphia was the literary center 
of the United States in those days 
and is laigely so yet. But there were 
no such rates as tl.tiu per l.ne for 
advertising in those days, nor 1,- 
5lhj,UUti circulations, as there arc said 
to be in some instances now.

Geo. Bruce A Co., New \ ork, ad­
vertises printing types at greatly re­
duced prices. 'Itic-ii advertisement is 
dated New Volk, March 21, 1M2. The 
prices given were the standard rates 
iii the United States and Canada for 
a long time. Indeed 1 do not know 
hut thev may be so yet. But the 
conditions ot the business of type- 
making and selling have altogether 
changed. Type for city newspapers, 
especially, is now made and set at 
the same time by the machine com­
positor, and is called linotype, by 
which means the work is greatly 
cheapened and the product in the 
shape of newspapers and books is 
greatly increased. There was not a 
type foundry in Canada at that time 

| and 1 doubt if there was an agency 
for selling type. The first man that 

jl know of who took orders for type 
i in Canada was C. T. Palsgrave of 
Montreal, who sold English-made 
type. An Irishman from New York 
named Guerin, was the first man to 
establish a type foundry in this coun­
try and that was at Montreal, some­
time in the early forties. Guerin did 
not succeed and Palsgrave bought him,

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THE CHURCH WILL WIN ARCHBISHOP IRELAND

THE V0LKSVEREIN AND 
ITS WORK

One of the St: ongest Organizations 
in the World—Approved by the 
holy Father.

There is no stronger Catholic or­
ganization in the world than the Ca­
tholic Volksverein, or People’s la-a­
gue, in Germany. The Holy Father 
has recommended it as a pattern (or 
the Catholics of Italy, and Bishop 
Hortsman on numerous occasions has 
pointed it out as a model for the un­
ion of Catholics in America

It was in the year 1880 that Lud­
wig von Windthorst conceived the 
idea of devising a plan to perpetuate 
the success which the Catholics of 
Germany had achieved under his 
leadership in a 29 years’ struggle 
against the fiercest enemies of the 
Church. Though the Kultur Kainpf 
wras nominally at an end, the foes 
did not think of burying the toina- 
haw-k Many fanatical Protestants, 
dissatisfied with the course evenib 
had taken, had founded a society call­
ed the Evangelical League, whose 
aim was the continuance of the strug­
gle which the Iron Chancellor himself 
had given up as hopeless.

In addition to the fanatics of the 
Evangelical League, other enemies 
had arisen and were acquiring a tre­
mendous power which, Windthorst 
clearly foresaw, they would soon turn 
against the Church a id her most sa­
cred institutions. These enemies were 
the Social Democrats with their ma­
terialistic and pagan principles con­
cerning property, matrimony and re­
ligion.

Anxious to devise wav» and means 
to meet these imminent dangers, 
Windthorst invited some of his fore­
most political friends of the Center 
Party to a meeting at Cologne. When 
some one mentioned that it might be 
dangerous for him to undertake a 
journey at such a season—it was at 
the end of October—he quoted 1 he 
parting words of his departed wife: 
“Since you are living only for the 
great cause, we must tie satisfied if 
you would not return from that jour­
ney. Let us leave all to God."

The meeting lasted all day. When 
at 9 p-iu- somebody asked the veter­
an leader of 78 years whether he 
would retire, he said: ‘I will hold 
out, if it would last all night.” That 
night witnessed the birth of the Volk- 
sverein.

Fiery, enthusiastic appeals, signed 
by Windthorst himself, were then 
published in all the Catholic papers 
of tfce empire. Wind! hors : had not 
spoken in vain. His words were en­
thusiastically received by the Catho­
lics throughout the Fatherland, and 
when the beloved leader breathed his 
last, a few months later, the Yolks- 
verein had been placed on a solid 
foundation.

The Volksverein Is governed by a 
managing board of 33 officers, who 
are chosen at the annual convention. 
The managing board appoints com­
missioners for the several states and 
dioceses. Under the direction of tfil­
ial 1er the county and city managers 
carry on the work. These in turn 
are assisted by parish and district 
agents—promoters. The whole em­
pire is divided into districts, each 
comprising from 29 to 4(j families. 
The number of promoters exceeds 15,- 
000. The total membership on Sep­
tember 1, 19(1.5, was 479.009. Each 
nii-mbc-i pays an annual fee of one 
mark (25 cents). The most import­
ant part id the organization is the 
Central Bureau (Zentralstelle). There 
the chief business of the Volksverein 
is transacted. It is controlled by the 
president of the league, and consists 
at present of 32 salaried officials,who 
devote all their time and energy to

t*e woik of the Volksverein. The old 
idea that men are able to do efficient 
work for the community in their lei­
sure moments outside of their pro­
fessional occupations was resolutely- 
discarded Eleven of the Central Bur­
eau officials—the writing stall—are 
men well versed in literature, econo­
mics and apologetics; as a requisite 
for their positions, they have taken 
their degree in Political Economy, or 
in Theology, The others act as secre­
taries, book-keepers, librarians, etc.

The work is distributed among the 
waiters of the Centra! Bureau in such 
a way that the vaiious practical 
questions of socialism, agrarianism, 
labor questions, etc., are made the 
special work of those most compe­
tent to treat the subject.

Each department has at its dispos­
al a special library containing the 
principal works, periodicals, daily 
papers, clippings, pamphlets, statutes, 
reports, etc., pertaining to its sub­
ject matter. A select library con­
sisting of more than 9,900 volumes of 
political economy and apologetics is 
at the disposal of every member of 
the People's League.
Every year the Central Bureau ar­
ranges two vacation courses of lec­
tures on political economy, apologet­
ics, and Catholic organization. The 
one for priests and educated laymen, 
lasts two weeks. Prominent profes­
sors give daily three lectures, which 
are followed by a general discussion. 
The other course continues ten weeks 
and is given for the benefit of talent­
ed workmen, who receive a thorough 
and practical course in sociology. 
These men then take a prominent and 
sometimes a leading part at home in 
turning the attacks of socialism.

The Central Bureau urges the man­
agers anil promoters to meet in fre­
quent conferences to discuss the best 
means to spread the good work to 
exchange ideas, to communicate ex- 
riei-.-jjces and to foster enthusiasm. 
In these conferences plans arc laid 
for public meetings.

By means of frequent public meet­
ings the Volksverein becomes better 
known. About two thousand of these 
mi-etings are held annually. It is of 
the utmost importance that these 
meetings be made as impressive as 

jpossible. Good speakers are there­
fore needed. The Central Bureau has 
lists of them for every part of the 
empire. Copies of these lists are kept 
by the respective city and county- 
managers. It is the duty of the pro­
moters to insure a large and appre­
ciative audience for the lectures

True enlightenment of the people 
is the best weapon against socialism, 
and to furnish this weapon is tin- 
chief aim of the Volksverein. The 
leaders of the movement know that a 
well instructed Catholic will never 
fall a prey to socialism. For that 
reason the motto, “Education of Un­
people," is written in golden letters 
on the banners of the Volksverein. It 
means education by means of an up- 
to-date, truly progressive Catholic 
press, by daily papers anil periodi­
cals, hv pamphlets anil books, educa­
tion by lectures and speeches, by 
courses in sociology and apologetics, 
education by practical training. The 
education which is based on the prin­
ciples of the only true religion will 
save mankind. If these principles 
were interpreted correctly and ap­
plied in the every-day life of the indi­
vidual and of the community, the 
world would not need to worry over 
a social question, and governments 
would not now tremble before the le­
gions of dissatisfied workingmen.

Father Koiasinski, tiie Polish priest 
who headed a schism among Polish 
Catholics a few years ago which 
threatened serious injury to religion, 
has submitted to the Church, and has 
been duly reinstated in Detroit.

In his official letter, the Rt. Rev. 
Bishop Mc-Closky, of Louisville, or­
ders that henceforth there shall be no 
solo singing in any of the churches 
and chapels of the diocese.

Archbishop Farley Optimistic as to 
the Outcome of the French Crisis

Interviewed hy a New York "Sun” 
reporter last Saturday, Archbishop 
Farley, who had just arrived home 
on the Cunard liner Campania alter 
an extended tour of Europe, which in­
cluded a visit to Rome and a four 
weeks' stay in Ireland, declared that 
I’ope Pius X. was very well and like­
ly to live for years to come. Of the 
crisis in Fiance the Archbishop said:

“There are just two things that can 
happen. In either event the French 
Government will lose. Either the 
government will make a compromise 
before the 11th day of December or 
she will go ahead and carry out the 
intent of the law. In that event the 
Church will be a martyr. There ne­
ver will be the word surrender em­
blazoned on the Church’s flag. They 
may strip us of everything, hut we 
shall still go ahead and evangelize 
France.

“The Church in France has Its loy­
al clergy and laymen and has no tear 
of any situation. The sentiment of 
the great mass of the people is not 
against the Church. This anti-Church 
legislation is Lie work of a few bold, 
bad men working for personal gain. 
That is the gist of it. I know of one 
particular instance where a group of 
these gentlemen got over 15,909,000 
francs from the confiscation of the 
Convent of the Sacred Heart.

“I personally visited several of the 
churches in Paris and other large cit­
ies of France and was edified to find 
them crowded with men and women 
on week-days. I observed that there 
were almost as many men at the 
week-day' Masses as women. Faith 
is not dead in France, despite all the 
hue and cry and the enmity of the 
anti-religionists."

While in Rome the Archbishop got 
the Pope to sign his name to twenty- 
four volumes of the Catholic E'icyclô- 
pedia now being published in this 
city. These signed volumes will be 
turned out as the first edition.

The Archbishop lias not been in his 
native land, Ireland, for fourteen 
years. He made a four weeks’ tour 
of it from end to end, and came out 
as strong a Home Ruler as could be 
found in the Irish Parliamentary par­
ty. Probably one of the strongest 
points of his whole conversation was 
his endorsement of the Irish Parlia­
mentary Part- under the leadership of 
John Redmond.

“There Is absolutely no doubt about 
it,” he said. “The Irish Parliamen­
tary party as it is composed to-day 
represents the great mass of the Irish 
people, and it has effected, so far, 
much good for the country. The par­
ty in Ireland opposed to Home Rule 
is not only dying, hut what Is left 
of it is divided into factions, and 
sonic of them have already joined the 
army of Home Rulers I was deeply- 
impressed with the fact that the pap­
ers which support the Irish Parlia­
mentary party are calm and cool- 
headed in their articles, while the 
opposition partv’s papers were abu­
sive. I got a fair share of abuse 
myself while there.

“I was received by the Councils of 
several towns and made brief addietk- 
es urging the Irish people to < run 
tinue cir fight for Home Rule. *pic 
opposing party’s papers wrote long 
and abusive articles about me and re^ 
ferred to me as a breeder of dis­
union. Even the London Times 
thought fit to say some unkind things 
of me. In speaking of Ireland I point­
ed out a lesson which the Irish might 
learn from the Norwegians, who cool­
ly hut deliberately separated them­
selves from the mother country. 1 
told them that Norway had achieved 
her independence by persistent agita- 
lion, and that if Ireland could only 
secure as much she would have a 
large measure o! Home Rule. I have 
no doubt, however, that the Irish 
Parliamentary party will secure be­
fore long a measure oi Home Rule 
that will he encouraging.”

Celebrates his 68th Birthday -Fre­
quently Mentioned for the Cardi- 
nalate — Active in Establishing 
Universities.

St. Paul. Minn., Sept. 12.—Right 
Rev. John Ireland, head of the Arch­
diocese of St Paul, with jurisdiction 
over the great states of Minnesota 
and the Dakotas, celebrated ^his birth­
day yesterday. He was born in 
Buriuhurth, County Kilkenny, Ire­
land, Kept. 11, 1838. When he was 
but a babe in arms his parents re­
moved to St. Paul, and his early 
education was received in the Cath­
edral school. He was sent to France 
in 1853, and in September of that 
year, when he was hut 15, he enter­
ed the Petit séminaire of Meximeux,

| finishing 1 he eight-year course there 
in four years.

He studied theology in the Grar d 
Séminaire at Hyeres, returning to 
Kt Paul in 1861 and being ordained a 
priest when lie was little more than 
23 years of age. Upon the forma­
tion of the Fifth Minnesota Regiment 
he was made its chaplain, and served 
two years in the war. Returning 
from the field he was appointed rec­
tor of Cathedral parish and continu­
ed in that position until he w*,- nam­
ed coadjutor bishop. In 7870 ha went 
to Rome as the accredited reprc.i%i'.. 
five of Bishop Grace at the Vat tea 
council. Five years later he wv 
chosen to succeed Bishop O’tiortiu 
in the vicariate of Nebraska, but 
through the efforts of Bishop Ora 
the appointment was canceled, and 1 
was then nominated coadjutor blsh 
of St. Paul and was consecrated D 
cetnber 21, 1875. His appointment a . 
Archbishop dates from 1888.

Archbishop Ireland is prominently 
j identified with the Church in Amen 
Il’a, and during late years his name 
! frequently has been mentioned in 
{connection with the cardinalat? He 

ias been active in all movements that 
tended toward enlightenment and 
progress amt was largely instrumen­
tal in securing tie establishment of 
th? Catholic University at Washing- 

; ton.
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A list of the Catholic uni ergradu- 
ates who recently took high honors 
at Oxford 1 Diversity shown more 
than half with unmistakably Irish 
liana's. Two are Jesuit scholastics. 
Nearly all on the list made their 
classical courses at Catholic colleges. 
Of tiie eighteen Catholic candidates 
who have successfully passed the in­
termediate examinations in arts and 
sciences recently held by the Univer­
sity of London, nearly all are Irish, 
and all are from Catholic schools. 
Nine of the eighteen are convent 
Kiris.

On Supporting Catholic Newspapers

T here can scarcely be too much in­
sistence, says the Western Watchman, 
in the Catholic pulpit and the Catho­
lic paper on the duty, very certainly 
incumbent on the faithful, of sup­
porting the Catholic press. In this

-■ rhp congress recommends' that 
encouragement be given in ever? pos­
sible manner to existing Catholic 
journals.

3 1 hat a central association of the 
Catholic press be instituted, with a 
' iew to the organization of a thor­
ough campaign against immoral liter­
ature throughout the entire country 
llii- association is to have under it 
smaller bodies and local commit tees 
—the whole to be placed under the 
high protection of his Holiness Pius 
X.

Similar declarations and resolutions 
are features of every Catholic con­
gress or diocesan synod held •hrough- 
out the world; but the important 
point is to impress the individual Ca­
tholic with the truth that these get- 
eral statements concern him person­
ally—that, to the extent of his abil­
ity, he is bound to foster the Catho­
lic press, and to oppose, Instead of 
encouraging, the anti-Catholic, im­
moral, and ultra-sensational periodi­
cals of the dav.
