1 coull wish the
matter bad falfen into better hands: but ne you
requested me 1o give You information respecting
Newfoundland, T thoushit it be* to make an at-
tempt to disabuse the public 1.'15‘.1'1 of erranvons
imnresgions concerninz it, holieving that trath i<
wore readily received when prejadice is tirst de-
stroyed. . )

ewtoundland is but 4 fichinz settlement.  As
such it is the largest, wealtbiest, and most popu-
luus in the world.  Bevonl th's it 15 a bharren
rock. It has buta single trade for the support

of its 100,000 inhabitants ; and should this fail
we have nothing to fall back upon. So that
should any persons come to Newfoundland ‘with
the idea of obtaining anything but fish and oil,
he will be disappointed.” The farmer, the shep-
herd and the miner ‘must direct their stepe to
your coleny and jts neigbbours. Though it is
believed there ark coal and iron to be found ;
but who will eome to dig them here when théy
are so0 abundant in more genial climes and soil ?
But as a fishing settlement it has no equal. Itis
amazing to coasider the amount of wealth which
bas been drawn from it. It is no common thin
for men to leave England with a small (-apitaf
and in a few years to amass wealth suflicient to
keep them inluxurious idleness the rest of their
days. Some of our political theorists have agreed
that the greatest injury inflicted upon the colo-
ny is the return of wealthy merchants to Eng-
f[yaml o spend the wealth they cbtained bere.
n this respect they have viewed Newfoundland
in the same relation to the British colonies as lre-
land to Great Britain—her absentee landlords
her greatest cvils. It is not unlikely that if all
the retired wealthy merchantabiad stopped in the
colony and spent their money in cultivating lan-
ded estates, but they or their descendants would,
cre this, be in possession of fair landed cttates.
‘But the nterior of the country appears to be as
extreme 1n poverty as ifs coists are extreme in
wealth, and the few deswrable specimens of fare
ing in the neighbourbood of St Jolin's have not
been sutlicient tq induce the majority to pene-
trate the interior.

The scal fshery, (impropeily so called, as the
sual is an animal) is a.aine of wealth in itselr,
In the pursuit of these animals which come down
by thousands wpon the frelds of ice trom the
north in the months of March and April,a mer-
chant fits out-a vesscl, say 169 tons burthen, and
mans her with, say 80, perhaps 55, or even 40
wen. But I think 30 would be considered an
effivient crew ; these armed with guns, vafls and
bludgeons, proceed in their ships to the jce.- -
Suppose, as in many instauces, they come up
with the seals the fourth day. A« faras the eye
can see there ave ficlds and mountains of ice wilh
innumerable black spots to be seen. those are the
scals, besides an immense nuunber of young calves
perfectly white, which do not ajper so couspi-
cuvus as the old seals. 'The work of slaughter
commences. A sinzle blow on the head is suffi-
cient to kill a seal, cxcept the epecios, stemma-
topus-crsstatus, which cur seal hunters call the
“ hocded seal;” this formidable anim o has means
of defence which sometimes dely a ttoop of men.
The seal is no sooner killed, than an incision is
made with a knife round the neck, and the pelt,
(the skin and fat) is stripped-oft, and the small
cargass of bones and ey is left quivering upon
the kee. The pelts are dragrea to the ship, and
trequently but a few days clapse before the ves-
selis loaded sufficiently deep.say 4 or 6 days,
including the Sebbath protably, for the scilirs
work cn the Sabbath in nany instances, (hut
more of this Sabbath hecaking work in futyre
Notices).
