Directions for making bread with Ogll-
vie’s flour,—To one quart of milk or water
add two-thirds of a teacupful of yeast or
one cake of compressed yeast, add flour to
the thickness of batter, and let it rise over
night ; then add flour enough to knead
softly twenty niinutes, as it requires more
kneading than softér ground flour or flour
made from winter wheat. Let it rise In
the pan, then make into small loaves, and
let It rise again., Bake In a moderate
oven,
