Various opid'ous" have Seed expressed 
as to the power of the Council in 
authorising such ad expenditure. 
Some contend that such a tax cannot 
legally he levied and that the action of 
the Council 1» this matter is vitra 
virer and therefore Void.- The follow­
ing extracts from rtte the Statutes of 
the Province may throw some light 
upon the matter. In reference to look­
up houses, sec. 96, sub-sec. 29 of chap. 
66. R. S., 6th series, gives the Munic­
ipal Council authority “For cetablish- 

• *ng lock-up bouses in such parts of the 
Municipality as may be necessary and 
making regulations for the govern­
ment thereof, Ac.” Now the Council 
have by their action deemed it neces­
sary to establish a lock-up in Wolfville 
and have appointed a committer, dele­
gating to them the same power as 
they themsclvvs have in the matter, 
fiictiou 7, of chap. 18 of said statutes 
provides that “The Municipal Council 
may appoint one or more police con­
stables to act for the preservation of 
the public peace and order and for the 
enforcement of the law against crime, 
vice and immorality in such townships 

«or districts as they shall see fit, and 
may make regulations as to the duties 
to be performed fcy them and may 
provide for them remuneration by 
salary or otherwise." Sec. 8.—“The 
funds neevs ary for such purpose shall 
be raised by assessment upon the 
district wherein such vfficers are ap­
pointed in the same manner as other 
municipal rates."

By the above extracts from the 
Statutis it is evident that the Munici­
pal Council have full power to author­
ise a lrok-up to be established in 
Wolfville and also to appoint a police 
constable for the dirtrict and have by 
their appointment virtually demanded 
that the same he done.

Charing Cross is of historic value as 
being the site of one of the crosses erect­
ed by Edward I. wherever the funeral 
procession of good Queen Eleanor rested. 
Immediately to the front of the cross is 
the famed Trafalgar Square so called in 
honor of Neon’s great victory. England 
has honored itself in honoring that great 
hero with a massive monument in this 
square, which monument is nearly 150 
feet high and bears representations on 
its sides of the battles of the Nile. St 
Vincent, Trafalgar and the death of Nel­
son . The memories of Havelock, Napier 
and George IV have been preserved to 
the generations following by goodly 
monuments in this vicinity while Land* 
seer has left hie own in the groups of 
lions that as sentinels watch the magnifi­
cent fountains. On the north side of the 
Square is the National Picture Gallcryi 
known as “The National Cruet Stand” 
from its resemblance to that commodity. 
Though inferor to many continental 
collections, yet when it is remembered 
that some of its paintings cost the fab­
ulous sums of ten, twenty-five, fifty 
and seventy thousand dollars respective­
ly, and that Hogarth, Wilkie, Landseer 
and Turner were among the artists, it 
will not he esteemed as a cheap, second- 
rate collection.

Leicester Square, which is to the 
immediate north, owes much of it* pres­
ent attractions to the indefatigable 
efforts of Baron Grant. It seems most 
fitting that such beauty should be linked 
with the memories of Newton, Hogarth 
and Reynolds who were for many years 
residents of this place.

Our direction is now west where will 
be seen the streets of London. As a faint 
illustration of the gorgeous beauty of 
these stores, which seem to contain the 
accumulated wealth of the world in rich 
and dazzling profusion, mention may be 
made of the gentleman who left hie wife 
at the east end of Regent street bidding 
her look at the stores, while he went on 
hie business.

Extradition Treaty.

The United Sûtes Senate has virtu­
ally rejected the extradition treaty. 
Why it has done so, says the Montreal 
Star, is a mystery to those who do not 
understand the intricacies and the dark 
and hidden ways of American politics. 
Never was such a treaty more needed 
or calculated to do more good than this 
unobjectionable one which the Senate 
has seen fit to shelve. The honor as 
well as the convenience of the people of 
the United States was involved ia its 
xtj'Ction. It has been a reproach to 
them that they through their Govern­
ment have connived at the escape of 
thieves, tmbcxslt-rs and scon 
different degrees of criminality. For 
want of the extradition treaty, which 
Great Britein was not only willing but 
eager to ratify, men who have violated 
the laws of both the United Sûtes and 
Canada have provided for them a safe 
refuge within eaay distance of the 
scene of their crimes. In Canada, the 
United Sûtes thief and swindler, who 
may have been the cauae of the ruin 
and demoralisation of thousand-, find 
» home where they can live in safety 
and roll in luxury on their ill-gotten 
gains ; and the Canadian offender 
■gainst the laws of God and nun has 
only to cross the boundary between 
the two countries to be in a position to 
laugh at the officers of the law he has 
outraged.

Hyde-Park corner is the residence of the 
Duke of Wellington, a statue of Achilles 
made from cannon taken from the 
Crimean War, a statue of Wellington on 
his Waterloo charger and the Tyburn 
Gallows, so much in requisition in the 
days of yore.
