A debate, initiated by Mr. McDon­
ald, Liberal member for N. Bruce, 
took place upon the question of pay* 
ing county crown attorneys, regis­
trars and sheriffs a salary for their 
services in lieu of the present system 
of payment by fee. The Attorney 
General advised the House that the 
Government had under consideration 
■the question of adopting Mr. Mac­
Donalds’ suggestion so far as paying 
a salary to county crown attorneys 
was concerned, 'but not as regards 
registrars and sheriffs.

Estimates totalling nearly $14,000,- 
000 were passed by the House in one 
evening. Several Items were held up 
by the Opposition for further consid­
eration, but both sides of the House 
co-operated in an endeavor to trans­
act business thoroughly and expedi­
tiously.

Provincial Highway.
No complete details are available 

as to the rouie or cost per mile of 
the provincial highway. The Liberals 
Interrogated the Government upon 
these subjects, and as to what class 
of road 1 sto be built. The Govern­
ment intimated that work is now un­
der way between Hamilton andQueen- 
ston, York County and Belleville, 
Napanee and Kingston, Ottawa and 
Prescott, and will be begun on other 
portions of thfe highway as rapidly 
as conditions will permit.

Referendum.
A bill to provide for the holding 

of a referendum upon the Ontario 
Temperance Act was passed. Mr. W. 
Proudfoot, the Leader of the Oppo­
sition, criticized the Government for 
not consulting the Liberals when 
drafting the referendum bill. Hé 
pointed out that it was only through 
the co-operation of the Opposition 
that i$ had been‘possible to place the 
legislation upon the Statute Book. 
Mr. Proudfoot called the attention 
of tfie House to the fact thht at the 
time the Ontario Temperance Act wàs 
passed there was only one question 
to be submitted to the people, name­
ly: “Are you in favor of the repeal 
of the Ontario Temperance Act?’ Now 
the Government™was placing three 
other questions before the people, and 
there was the probability that mul­
tiplicity of questions would causé con-, 
fusion. The Liberal Leader did not 
approve the provision for rejecting à 
ballot if all the questions were not 
answered. Mr. Proudfoot wos joined 
by Mr. Sam Carter of S. Wellington 
In his protest against the rejection 
of ballots. He thought the. question
