In chrj^uoterizing another's doctrine we 
should rarely, if ever, affix such adjective* 
as vmore,” “bare,” “brute,” “dead,” 
“abstra it/* to his expressions.

In the.first place, take the word “mere. ” 
Any onj Who will take the troutrie to no­
tice the ose of this word as applied to an 
opponent ’s doctrine cannot fail, I think, 
to be co:/vlnced that it is doing a won­
drous ajubunt of harm. It has, of course, 
Important uses as applied to one’s own 
doctrine, but I think I can show by a few 
exarapfes that when used in characterizing 
an o^çonent's opinion it is very apt to ex­
press, primarily, irritation and the attempt 
to ridicule, to threaten or to embarrass an 
opponent. If it does not possess these im­
plications, it is pleonastic, like any oath. 
It is especially scathing when coupled 
with such words as “brute,” “bare,” or 
“empty,” “abstract,” “dead.” So, for 
examine:

A *riter is discoursing on the deep 
wealth of the emotional life. His oppo­
nent, straightway aims and discharges his 
heavÿ artillery at the absurdity, fickleness 
and triviality of “more sentiment.” Of 
course this is caricature, and not descrip­
tion, for “mere sentiment” is not what ie 
meant.—Journal of Ethics.

The Beet IIoweek.eeper.
According to Max O’Rcll, the French­

man whoso lectures on women always re­
ceive the closest attention, Frenchwomen 
make the best wives for poor and striving 
husbands. At a recent talk ho gave in 
England on the women of the world he 
remarked that he had foui.d. only two 
countries where men were in leading 
Strings nmk women were tlie leaders- 
France and The United States. The lec­
turer manifested a keen admiration for 
the Frenchwoman, who, ho went on to 
say, under all the varying circumstances 
of life, freely offered her husband advice— 
which he generally took. She advised him 
In money matters. That xvas why ho re­
tained his money. The Frenchwoman, too, 
always remained interesting. She never 
even wore her hair more than three weeks 
in the same way. She knew that the 
same dishes became insipid if eternally 
served with the same sauce. In business 
she was the husband’s adviser. She knew 
all his affairs and shared them. English 
and American women often did not know 
whether their husbands were on the road 
to ruin or wealth.

Mr. O’Rell then spoke at length of the 
American woman. In America, Mrs. Jon­
athan was a distinct type. An American 
girl, from the age of 17, had almost every 
liberty, yet American women inspired re­
spect everywhere. The différant position 
which women occupied in America, as 
compared with England, was due, he 
thought, largely to education. American 
boys ancl girls sat together in the same 
schools, and the*girls took the majority of 
prizes. He also paid a compliment to the 
chivalry of American men to the opposite 
sex, which, he said, he had found in no 
other country.
