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FORMAL OPENING 
OF 1908 EXHIBITION

Lieut.-Goveraor Officially Opens the 
Annual Fair—Prospects of 

Good Weather.

At 1 o'clock Tuesday with a beauti­
ful afternoon in prospect and .every­
thing in readiness for a successful four 
days of pleasure, the Edmonton exhibi­
tion of 1906 was declared open by His 
Honor Lieutenant Governor Bulyea, 
in the presence of directors of the as­
sociation, judges and spectators, who 
crowded around the grand stand where 
his honor stood. He was escorted to 
the grounds and attended by a guard 
of honor chosen from A squadron Al­
berta rifles, under command of Sergt. 
Major Hopkins. The guard of honor 
was composed of 1 sub-altern, 12 non­
commissioned officers and men and 
one trumpeter. The governor’s aides 
were Major Saunders, Capt. Worsley 
and Lieut. Forster. Music was" fur- 
nisneti Dv tne citizens' band, who 
looked trim in their new uniforms and 
furnished good music.

His honor the lieutenant governor 
in opening referred to the prospects of 
a bountiful harvest and the magnfi­
rent growing weather with which the 
province of Alberta has been blessed 
during the past two months. The 
great need at the present time was 
sunshine and warmth and Alberta, he 
was sure.would be true to her traditions 
in this regard. The prospects were 
that the fair would be a great success. 
The" display of cattle was larger than 
ever before, the horses were of a bet­
ter class than ever shown here and 
the races gave every indication of be­
ing the best ever seen in this part of 
the province. He then formally de­
clared the Edmonton exhibition of 
1906 formally opened, amid the cheers 
of the spectators and the playing of 
the band.

The great feature attraction was the 
horse races and for an opening day the 
attendante at these was large. The 
performances in front of the grand 
stand include two trick bicycle riders 
and two expert rifle shots. The feats 
t-hat both performed were liberally ap­
plauded.

During the afternoon, contests in 
jumping over barriers were conduct­
ed and a large number took part with 
varying success. A horse owned by 
C. J. Robert was the star performer.

Outside the race course there are a 
large number of side shows but none 
up to the present time appears to be 
of an objectionable nature. These 
are being liberally patronized before* 
and after the races.

Stock judging began yesterday at 
one o’clock and continued all the aft­
ernoon, being resumed again at nine 
o’clock this merrhing. The judges 
speak in the highest terms of the 
quality of the live stock shown.

The dining halls on the grounds 
are kept by the Ladies’ Aid of Grace 
Methodist church, the Church of the 
Immaculate -Conception,- and the 
Church of England. The Knights of 
Pythias, Jasper lodge 6, and Edmon­
ton lodge 22, have erected a tent for 
the entertainment of visiting knights 
and their friends. The tent is to the 
south of the sidewalk, a short dist­
ance from the entrance to the grounds.

Police headquarters are situated near 
the entrance and the fire department 
have their station further ill on the 
east Side.

Track in Fair Condition.
The Edmonton Exhibition associa­

tion Tuesday atternoon presented one 
of the best first dâys racing in the 
history of the district fairs. There 
was a good attendance for the first 
day, and after one light shower dur­
ing the first heat of the green race 
the sky cleared and the remainder of 
the afternoon was ideal for horse rac 
ing.

The track was not in the best con­
dition, being very rough in places 
but despite this there was a good 
spring to the surface of the oval. In 
view of its condition the times made 
in the different events was excellent. 
The array of horses entered made up 
the best list of horses that have ever 
come together in this city. Western 
Canada was well represented. Prince 
Albert, Regina, Calgary and Wetaski- 
win sending competitors, while from 
the United States the stock farms of 
California, Ohio and Idaho had on 
the course a number of fine specimens 
of racing horseflesh.

In the division of the spoils of 
victory the Edmonton horses got only 
a small share yesterday. Regina took 
the cream of the prize money, winning 
both the trotting races, Prince Albert 
and Wetaskiwin getting second money- 
in the green and 2.25 2.30 respectively

In the running events, Ohio and 
California carried off the first and 
second in the 7-8 dash, and Wetaski­
win and Edmonton first and second 

• in the -pony race.

Green Trot or Pace (First Heat).

In this race there were six entries. 
They drew positions as follows : A1 
Andubon, owned by Charles Wilson, 
Regina, pole; Annex Jr., owned by 
G. H. McKinley, Edmonton, second

,owned by A. J. Bell, Prince Albert, 
Ntth, and May Hal, owned by J. W. 
/lanson, Prince Albert, on the out­
side. Brown Spot was withdrawn as 
he could not qualify as a green horse.

The horses got away after consider­
able scoring with a good start. Annex 
Jr. took the lead at the "go” but' 
was pressed hard, by Wilkes Bar with 
Medura in third position. The others 
were well bunched in the Tear. For 
the seven-eighths it was a close race 
between Annex and Wilkes Bar, but 
rounding into the home stretch, Me­
dura, who was trotting prettily, easily 
took the lead from both, and won out 
without difficulty. Saft Toy came a 
close second, having passed the lead­
ers at the half, and May Hal third. 
Annex Jr. was able to hold only fourth 
position, with Wilkes Bar fifth. A1 
Andubon was badly distanced. Time, 
2.30.

Second Heat.
On the fourth score the horses were 

sent off with a good start. From the 
first it appeared to be a race between 
Medura and San Toy, the winners of 
the first heat, who were neck and neck 
at the half. At the three-fourths San 
Toy broke, and was passed by May 
Hal, but the brown gelding regained 
his head in the stretch, but could not 
overtake Medura, the gamey Regina 
mare. In the second half Wilkes Bar 
who was badly in the rear for the first 
quarter, managed to wrest fourth 
place from Annex, but was put back 
by the judges for running. This end 
ed the race, which was best two in 
three heats, first money going to 'Ma­
dura, second to San Toy, the Prince 
Albert gelding, and third to May Hal. 
a Prince Albert mare.

Medura was afterwards protested as 
not being eligible. Time 2.31.

2.30 Pace, 2.25 Trot (First Heat).
In this race there were nine start­

ers, necessitating the horses being 
sent off in two bunches. The horses 
who faced the wire were as follows ; 
Lucky Pete, owned by J. C. Calhoun, 
Edmonton, pole ; Phillip W., owned by 
O. C. Olson, Wetaskiwin ; Little Cora, 
owned by Chas.

A. Rysdale, Wetas­
kiwin, and Earlwood, owned by John 
Bear, Innisfail.

There was a good deal of scoring 
before the horses got off. At the first 
turn, Little Cora went to the lead and 
held it throughout, trotting the mile 
without lifting her nose. Lucky Pete 
held second position to the half but 
made several breaks. Near the liai' 
wire she was passed by The Indian 
who held the second position for the 
remainder of the race. The other 
horses were scattered out, but sev­
eral pairs made nice contests. Lucky 
Pete, who went back to third at the 
half, held that position for the re­
mainder of the race. Phillip W. took 
fourth place. Ruby H. fifth, Lorie 
sixth, Onnie seventh, Earlwood eighth 
and Don M. was given the distance 
flag. Time, 2.29 1-4.

Little Cora, the winner of the heat, 
last, trotted in. Edmonton three years 
ago and in the free-for-all then sprain­
ed her ankle by striking a bone on 
the home stretch. She has not ap­
peared on the track since until this 
season. It was only several weeks 
ago that a foal was taken away from 
her.

was not a great improvement in the 
old method, either in the time taken 
up in starting or in getting all the 

! horses away, several being left on the 
mark in each race.

Seven-Eighths Mile Dash.
In the seven-eighths of a mile dash 

there were* seven starters. Col. Bron- 
ston, owned by the Clear Lake sta­
bles, Spokane, Wash. ; Buckingham, 
owned by R. M. Barber, Strathcona ; 
Judge Lanfly, owned by Frank Camp­
bell, Parading, Ohio; Melor, G. P. 
McNeil, Emeryville, Cal. ; Sam Mc- 
Gibbon, J. A. Lynch, Emeryville, Cal. ; 
Gentle Zephyr, W. H. Eggleston, We- 
.taskiwin; Alta Spa, C. Earl, Oake, 
CaJ. There was a great deal of delay 
in making this start and eventually a 
false start was given, and a number 
of the runners went the entire half 
mile before they were called back. 
Tlie bunch were eventually sent off 
and a close race following Judge San- 
fly winning firdt; Alta Spa second, 
and Colonel Bronston, who was left 
on the mark at the start third. On 
his performance if the third horse 
had got awa, . — the bunch ■ he 
should have won out, as he was neck 
and neck with the second, as it was, 
and only a length behind the first. 
Time, 1.36.

Pony Race, 14% Hands.
For the pony race there were five 

starters; Trimming, owned by D 
McDonald, Lac St. Anne ; Suffolk 
Boy. owned by W. Spoole, junr., Ed­
monton; Little Jim, owned by Jos. 
Shinners, Edmonton ; Black Bess, own­
ed by C. D. Howell, Wetaskiwin ; 
Helen B., owned by O. F. Burnett, 
Tofiold; Maud H., owned by N. A. 
Scott, was scratched, as she had gone 
lame in exercising and St. Cecelia was 
ruled out, as she was over height.

The two heats went to the Wetaski­
win mare, Black Bess. Suffolk Boy 
got a second and third and second 
money and Helen B., with a fifth am. 
a’second, third money. Times: 28 
seconds and 26 3-5 seconds.

finished two lengths behind the win­
ner. Frisby was third and Hard wood 
fourth. The other three. Ranger, Ol- 
lie M and Billy B, were scattered out 
a considerable distance behind and 
the three were given the distance flag. 
Time, 2.24 1-6.

Second Heat.
In the second heat of the 2.30 trot 

four starters came up to the wire. 
Dudley Daniels (pole), Ping Pong, 
Hartwood and Frisby, the other three 
having been distanced in the first 
heat. The horses got away with a 
good start and made a pretty race. 
Hartwood, in this heat, made a de­
termined effort to beat the leaders 
but broke and though he got up from 
fourth to third could not head either 
Dudley or Ping Pong, though he led 
the latter for a quarter mile. Dudley 
Daniels was never headed although 
pressed hard by Ping Pong.

It was a great contest, with 
the horses nock and neck throughout. 
La Tranta, however, had the pole, and 
while Young Pilgrim was neck and 
neck at the back stretch he lost at 
the turns and finished a length be­
hind. Time, 50 seconds. La Tranta 
thus took first money. Young Pilgrim 
second and Friar Charm third.

The Live Stock End of It.

Prof. Grisdale, of the Ottawa Exper­
imental farm, opened proceedings in 
the show ring Tuesday afternoon at 
1 o’clock, and by 6 o’clock had passed 
judgment on the Shorthorn. Hereford. 
Red Polled and Polled Angus breeds. 
The entries, as a general rule, were 
sufficiently large to make competition 
keen, and a large number of interest­
ed spectators followed the judging" in 
spite of the attraction on the race 
course. The agricultural end of the 
show was very well maintained, at 
though the directors -recognize the dif­
ficulty of getting a full representation* 
of the show stock of the district at 
a summer fair.

The shorthorn cattle were all shown 
hyr western breeders, but did not im 
press- Mr. Grisdale as being the best 
type of show stock. Coming right oft 
the grass in most eases, they had not 
the plumpness and fullness ci body 
that one looks for iy shorthorns. Sev­
eral of the bull calfs and yearling 
heifers, however, were well knit ani­
mals and helped considerably to de­
monstrate the salient points of the 
breed. K. W. Casewell brought" a 
likely string up from Saskatoon, head­
ed by his imported shorthorn bull, 
Allister. This grand hull took first 
in five entries, won the gold medal for 
bull of any age, and stands a good 
chance for the grand championship 
for the best bull of beef breed on tile 
grounds. He is an importation from 
Morayshire, and is of the Matedore 
line, so well known in Scotland. Mr. 
Casewell secured $285 in prize money 
with hi-s shorthorns. H. W. Metcalti 
of Lacomb’e had an exceptionally 
good shorthorn four-year-old cow in 
the ring, and has a profpect^v^ prize 
winner in the bull calf, Grecnbank 
Major, which took first in the class 
for six and under twelve months. The 
class for best bull, any age, calved in 
any of the tour western provinces, 
brought out four entries, and the com­
petition was as keen as any during 
the day. The gold medal went tc 
Grand View Favorite, a two y-ear old 
owned by Mr. Metcalfe, with Green-

Miss Black- 
stone. who took first in her class was 
bred by E. W. Bander,, of Beecher, 
Ill., and has a string of old country 
pedigree. Delictata 2933, which took 
second, is a. four year old English 
bred cow, being the get of Pago Pro­
tector 21167 and Delictata 138680,

The red polled prizes went largely 
to Elliott & Sons of Sirnthcona, « ho 
have gone extensively into this breed. 
W. J. Barbe has a fine two year old 
which took first in ills class. The 
fine herd of twenty polled aligns 
which James Bowman, of Guelph, 
has brought west for the Dominion 
Fair, were the most admired animals 
in the show ring. They are in excel­
lent show condition, and tiui;' jet 
black coats have the best Edmonton 
shoe shine faded to a dull finish. 
Mr. Bowman had no competition in 
this breed, so the judge had to put"' 
his discriminating faculties to the 
test in deciding which was the best 
where all were good.

The Grand Chamoionships.
By far the most important event of. 

yesterday’s strick judging was the 
grand championship for the best, bull 
of beef breed on the grounds. James 
Bowman, in response to- the call, 
walked in liis prize-winning Polled 
Angus hull and two of his get ; Lieut y 
Colonel McGrae entered his Galloway. 
James Tough his Hereford, Goldstone. 
and R. W. Casewell completed the 
six entries with his shorthorn, Allist r 
No sooner was the last entry- in thiin 
the crowd gathered, anticipating an 
interesting contest. Old-timers of the . 
ring-side say there was never a better 
showing of beef bulls at an Edmonton 
fair. The three leaders were easily 
recognized in the representatives of 
the shorthorn, Hereford and Polled • 
Angus breeds. Each was a typical 
aniiiKil of his breed and yet each had 
to be decided on his merits. The 
judge, in coming to a decision, had to 
consider constitution, feeding and 
blocking qualities. After fully half 
an hour of cool /calculation the gold 
modal was awarded to the" shorthorn, 
with the Polled Angus reserve. 
Opinion at the ring-side was divided, 
and the judge was requested to give 
the reasons for his decision. Point­
ing to tiie Hereford, Professor Gris­
dale said that the animal was not 
highly fleshed and had splendid fore 
development at the expense of the 
hind quarters. The Polled Angus 
was in the pink of condition, hut had 
not sufficient heart girth, nor the 
breadth of loin to make him a perfect 
beef animal. ‘‘The shorthorn has one 
fault.” said the judge, “and that is 
that he is rathpr lopsely, çp.uplcd. but 
ht other respects he has the advan­
tage. He has great depth of body, à 
good spring of ribs, is very evenly- 
fleshed and has a tine head. The 
shorthorn has the more high-priced 
cuts of meat and wins out on the 
blocking test.” A cheer was given 
Professor Grisdale for his lucid dis­
crimination, and the crowd seemed 
pleased with the decision.

The grand championship contest for 
the best bull of dairy breed brought 
out five entries. Edwin Auld, of Ed­
monton, was given the medal for his 
champion Ayrshire, and - AY. F. 
Stevens took the reserve with a Jer­
sey. The good show’ng of the dairy- 
breeds at the fair speaks well for the 
future of thé dairy industry of the 
province.
