No Need for Worry.

It was too 
easy, but just enough to make vege­
table growers watchful. The previous 
cold weather had hardened vegetation. 
The impression that there has been an 
excess of rain in this district is not 
correct. It has all been needed for the 
grass and spring grains, that go to 
make milk and swell the farmers’ 
checks. It slightly delayed corn 
planting, but the extra working of the 
land is an offset, and with warm wea- 
ther from now on corn will make great 
strides, for it is a rapid grower when 
it starts.

Tills the Hamilton cigarmakers did 
not get.

Another point in connection with 
the demand for higher wages is that 
even if the employees in the factories 
in London and Montreal had given 
their consent to the Hamilton men, 
the matter must be decided by a 
referendum vote of all the cigarmak- 
ers In this district.
