Geneva, May 28.—The Italians ~ are
continuing their advance into Carinthia.
They have taken three of the lower
mountain passes and fourteen villages.

Italian forces, supported by gunboats
on Lake Garda, have captured several
hills to the north of Mount Baldo. The
object is to flank the Austrian fortifi-
cations at the mouth of the Adige
River, and also to advance on Mori.
Two Austrian aeroplanes attempted to
bombarg the Italian gunboatg on the
lake, but they were driven off.

Big Guns a Success.

The new 75-millimetre Italian guns,
paid to be an improvement on the
¥rench mortar, are reported here to
have been used with conspicuous suc-
cess. At a point in Carinthia they are
sald to have silenced an Austrian bat-
tery served by Bavarians.

Another incident of the fighting in
the high mountains is the case of an
Jtalian lieutenant, who with 85 men in
a passage of the Agno Valley, held at
bay for ore hour a company and a half
of Bavarians, armed with maxims.
Italian artillery finally arrived and
scattered the Bavarians. The lieuten-
ant, however, had been killed.

Attacking Forts.

Other dispatches reaching Geneva set
forth that the Italians are bringing up
heavier guns and are attacking the Aus-
trian forts along the Tyrolese frontier.

The Italians have ecaptured Col. To-
nale, near Monfalcone, which is being
bombarded. They continue their ad-
vance in the Isonzo Valley. Most of
the fighting now is on Austrian terri-
tory. The Austrians are described as
mounting more guns in the Alpine
passes facing Valteline.

ALLIES IN DARDANELLES
CHEERFUL BECAUSE OF

fLondon, May 28.—The Allies are de-
scribed as ‘‘buoyantly optimistic” con-
cerning the operations in the Darda-
nelles, owing to the daily arrival of re-
inforcements of troops, ships and guns,
in a dispatch to the Times from Moud-
ros. The Turks are sald to be short
of heavy ammunition, and to be using
shrapnel filled with pebbles as well as
shells with an inner casing of wood
instead of more effective projectiles.

London, May 28.—Undismayed by the
loss of the British pattleships Triumph
and Majestic, the allied fleet has begun
a fresh bombardment of the Turkish
fortg from inside the Dardanelles and
from the Gulf of Saros.

Dispatches from Tenedos today said
that the renewal of the warship attack
was the signal for a simultaneous gt-
tack by allied land forces. Australitn
and French troops swept forward in
the direction of Krithia, storming the
Turkish trenches in rapid succession.
Other allied troops are making a fierce
attack on Turkish positions near Bulair
and Gaba Tepe.

Under the guidance of German offi-
cers, Turks have converted Gallipoli
Peninsula into a maze of wire entangle-
ments and trenches. Every Turkish
position is guarded by land mines that
have caused the Allies severe losses.
Powerful German searchlights play upon
allied trenches during the entire night.

The Admiralty today had no further
details of the disaster to the Majestic.

Naval circles took some consolation
today in the official statement that
submarine E-11 had sunk two Turkish
munition ships in the Sea of Marmora.
and had shot a torpedo against a
Turkish transport.

Checked in Galicia, Enemy’s
Forces Now Get Busy
Elsewhere.

MASSING NEAR LEMBERG

After Occupying Village Were
Forced To Retire At
Day’s End.

[Canadian Press.]

Petrograd, May 28.—The Austro-
German advance in Galicia having been
checked, there appear now signs of
widening German activity on the fight-
ing line from the Baltic southward.
This front runs east of the east and
west Prussian borders, bends eastward
to within 30 miles of Warsaw, and
passes on into Southern Poland. Pre-

{iminary operations are now under way
along this line, over which were fought
during the fall and winter some of the
most deadly and pitiless battles of the
wat,

Iimportant Operations.

The most important of these opera-
tions are the resumption in a deter-
mined manner of a bombardment of
Ossowetz and artillery battles and
cavalry engagements near Edvabno,
and generally along the Narew front.
Here, as in the Bzura region before
Warsaw, the German manoeuvres have
not developed sufficiently as yet to
reveal whether they are preliminary to
offensive operations of a serious char-
acter or merely constitute another of
the numerous demonstrations which
periodically develop and subside with-
out affecting the situation materially.

Enemy Checked,

Reports reaching Petrograd from the
Galician front indicate that the Aus-
tro-German forces have encountered an
unyielding wall in the Russian defence
from Jaroslau all the way to the Rou-
manian frontier. Nevertheless the
Teutonic allies continue assaults over
the whole length of this line with as
great determination and energy as
ever. Particularly strong German
forces with heavy artillery, are mass-
ing on the roads leading eastward in
the direction of Lemberg.

in and Out Again,

After violent artillery fire, the
Germans on Tuesday advanced to
Tomanovitz, a village three miles east
of Gusakow, which lies southeast of
Przemysl. After a fierce battle which
continued through the day the Ger-
mans retired, and according to Rus-
sian staff officers they left 2,000 dvad
behind them. The German soldiers led
in the assault, sheltering themselves
under large shields, but they weore
driven back by the fire of the Rus-
sians.

EARLY REPORTS SAID
PRZEMYSL THREATENED

[Canadian Press.]

London, May 28.—The fortress of
Przemysl, garrisoned this time by Rus-
sians instead of Austrians, is once more
threatened with investment.

Just as the Russians, after surround-
ing Przemysl and starving out its Aus-
trian garrison, foecrd the surrender of
the fortress on the 22nd of last March,
so Austro-German troops, whp have
driven a wedge through Central Ga-
licia, are now attempting & double flank-
ing movement, and with growing inten-
sity of attack are seeking to encircle
Przemysl from the north and the south-
east.

Vienng Reports.

According to Vienna reports, progres
is being made in both directions, and if
the advance is not checked, Przemysl
will either be isolated from the rest of
the Russian army, or the Russian troops
which fel] back to the San will be forced
into further retreat. :

This situation in Galicia is unques-
tionably of great strategic importance
at the present time, and even the British
press concedes that the position of
Przemysl is serious. It is described as
the key to the whole Russtan position in
Galicia, and its fall will mean that the
railroad running eastward to Lemberg,
the main artery of the Russian suppiies
in this region, will fall into Austrian
hands. Reports that this railroad line
already has been severed are still with-
out confirmation today.

Fighting along the Austro-Italian
frontier still is in the development stage.
There is virtually no change on the
western battlefront, and the British and
the French admit that the Turks are so
strongly entrenched on the Gallipoli
Peninsula that only siege warfare can
be waged there. '
