'SALVATION ARMY MAY
TAKE MRS, NELSON

Aged Woman’s Case Presents
Difficulties for Local
Institutions.

The case of Mrs., Sarah Nelson, an
inmate in the local jail for no reason
whatever, but that she has nowhere
elsa to go, seems a difficult problem to
solve. Efforts have been made to get
her into the Aged People's Home and
the Convalescent Home, York street,
without avail. It seems to be a case
of nobody wanting her. Mrs. Currie of
the Women’s Christian Association
Board and Mrs. Joseph Marshall are
now working, through Brigadier Crich-
ton of the Salvation Army, in an effort
to place her in some private home,
where she will be looked after for a
consideration of $20 a month, which is

deposited in the bank for her regu-
larly.
Mrs. 1. H. Ingram of the Women’'s

Christian Association explained to The
Advertizser this morning why it was im-
possible for that association to recom-
mend her for admittance to the Aged
People’s Home.

Feared Trouble.

“She was an inmate of this home ten
vears ago,’”’ said Mrs. Ingram, ‘“but was
in every way a menace. She insisted
on having a coal-oil stove in her room
continually, keeping the rest of the
patients in terror lest a fire be started.
Finally she ran away from the home
with two months’ rent unpaid, although
a regular monthly deposit of $20 was
made at the Bank of Montreal for her.
From London she went to Wallaceburg,
remaining away from the city until
last year, when she returned, taking a
room on Richmond street, near Maple
Here once again she kept the whole
block in terror lest she start a confla-
gration with her coal-oil stove, which
seems to have become practicaly a part
of her existence.

Was Not Admitted.

“Since her discharge from the hos-
pital recently, efforts were made again
to get her into the Aged People’s Hom>,
and at first it was decided to give her
a week’s trial. However, on investiga-
tion, it was found that her condition
was such that she could not be admit-
ted to the home. She is absolutely irre-
cponsible, and the Fcme cannot risk an-
other fire such as it had last year. There
is also no room at this home where an
insubordinate patient may be put, and
admitting her there might result in al-
most anyvthing.

“Within the last few days the Con-
valescent Homne has been tried without
avail, and at
Salvation Army is trying to place the
woman in some private hcme. What she
wants is an old crony of her own type
who will live with her, and then she will
be happy.”
