Western Belfast, Aug. 17.—The recapture of 

Dundalk by national army troops 
from Irish insurgents who occupied 
the town a few days ago. was con­
firmed in Belfast this afternoon.

ROUND UP REBELS.
London. Aug. 17.—Messages from 

Queenstown state that regular river 
boat service has been re-established 
between Cork and Queenstown and 
that normal conditions have practi­
cally been restored throughout the 
district affected during the recent 
fighting. National troops occupied 
the whole of Monday in rounding up 
rebels and. in addition, six local 
leaders were arrested. It is now 
known that only the timely arrival 
of the government troops in Queens­
town prevented destruction of the 
principal buildings there by the flee­
ing irregulars.

Advices from Greenore, in north- 
eastern County Louth, are to the ef­
fect that the Republicans have oc­
cupied Carlingford, nearby. Carling- 
ford is the favorite summer resort 
of Cardinal Logue, primate of all Ire­
land. The cardinal left before the 
attack.

CLIFTON FREED.
Galway, Ireland. Aug. 17. — The 

town of Clifden, on the Irish coast. 
43 miles northwest of here, has been 
freed of Irish Irregulars, and the 
Marconi wireless station there, which 
was recently seized by the Insurgents, 
has been rescued by National army 
forces.
