Your
couhcil deemed it desirable that an official en-
qniry should be held by the Department of
Marine. and their - ction therear ent led up toa
commission being appointed by the Dep rt-
ment, at the s ttings of which Mr. R -bert
Ward was depu to rep esen  this b: #
Mr. Ward’s report.of evidence taken by the
Commis-ion deals very fully with the existing
pilotage regulations and directs atten-
tion to rhe anomnlies which prevail in conse-
quence of the Province being divided into
three differ@at Ei\otage_ districts. The com-
mission elicited the fact that the m-sjority of
the pilots licensed by the three separate boards
within the Province, reside at Victoria. Mr.
Wari's report was submitted to the Council
and it was re ed that a system whereby a
pilot licensed by vne district board can wre 'k
a vessel in the adjoinit F di-trict and not be
accruntable to the board in nuthol;l:ky over the
district in which the vessel is wi ed, i3 ob-
viously disadvantageous, and .shounld be
remedied; and it was recommended that a
pilot vessel, either a steamer or a schooner,.
ghould be maint+ined some distance gut in the
Strai's, when pilots could be furnished
to vessels coming in and taken ' off
vesse's going out, and have the expense divided
between the different authorities. The Minis-
ter of Marine approved of this suggestion and
has addressed a communieation to each of the
three Pilotage Boards. directing attention to
the great assistance to shipping frequenting
British Columbia, which would r-sult, if the
recommenddtions are acted upon.
