The recent court-martial at Dover, which
resulted in the honorable acquittal of the
accused officer, may render some notes on
courts-martial, more particularly as in re-
gards to officers, of some interest.

Under the Army Act of 1881 there are
four ' kinds of courts-martial, viz., regi-
mental, district, . general and field-general,
the latter of which can only be convened
on active service, or abroad for the trial
of offenders against the person or property
of the inhabitants. when it I8 fmpracticable
to try the offenders by an ordinary court.l
An officer can only be tried by a genera
or field-general court-martial.

So far as the procedure of a court-mar-
tinl trying an officer Is concerned, it is
{dentical with that in the case of a private
soldier, but with these exceptions—that an
officer is invariably afforded 2 geat, is es-
corted by another officer, not by the ordin-
ary escort of a N.-C..0. and two privates
with drawn bayonets, and furthermore, an
officer is generally represented by eoun%e‘.
