New York, April 1L—Railroad men are 
awaiting with interest the results to be de­
veloped in time by the operation of the Inter- 
State Commerce Act, but they «how less 
trepidation as to its final outcome since the 
prompt amelioration measures adopted by the 
Federal Commission. The roads seem disposed 
to accept the decision under the law In good 
faith and without rigid criticism of the 
five men who have each import­
ant and delicate tasks before them. 
It is not doubted that a great deal of work 
and some friction lie before both commission 
and railway managers, but as each side 
seems disposed to meet the other in a spirit of 
oo-operation and honesty f it is generally

To be sur* the country is extensive 
and growing rapidly in population, but if the 
supply continues to keep in advance of the de­
mand, it is sheer folly to continue a state of 
affairs that is ruining the profession from a 
financial standpoint. There are scores of 
young men now in the professions who would 
be easier in mind and body had they chosen 
mercantile life or remained on the homestead; 
but the desire of having a profession seduced 
them away from what they were suited for, 
and to-day they are eking out a miserable ex­
istence in localities more than supplied with 
doctors and lawyer* Of course no law can 

* interfere with the choice of a man in this di­
rection, except thrt the standard for entrance 
to the learned ;irofessions might be raised; 
and even if it were, it would be found that in 
the course of time crowding would again take 
place. The only way to put a stop to this 
unfortunate ambition of every young man with 
moderate ability to enter the professions is to 
allow things to take tbeir course, knowing 
that, os m the lower order of existenc* the 
survival of the fittest is the rule, so in the pro­
fession* it is only those who are the ablest 
that will acquire a comjieteuce in the battle 
af life. The weak must go to the wall, and 
be a warning to the ambitiou* that whereas 
we must have men in the professions we don’t 
want the whole country in that capacity, 
flier» are other callings demanding brains 
and skill )ust as much as the legal and medical 
profession* which callings open up to the 
Sober and industrious spheres of usefulness and 
wealth equal to if not greater than any of the 
professions, honorable though they be when 
kept in tlieir proper place.
