in the alternative plan, met in~ the Ccouncil
chamber yesterday afternoon. Ald. George
Verral presided. Present were: Ald. Burns,
Mayor Clarke, City Surveyor Sankey for
the city, and for the crow state of the
room it looked as if every person interested
in the street, from the bay to Caer Howell,
bad made it his business to attend. Pro-
winent in the throng were: J. Saurin
McMurrdy, Richard Dissetts, T. . Hen-
nessey, Charles Campbeil, John O'Grady,
James A. Sloan, Frank Wismer, Ex-Ald.
Carlylé (St And.), C. Bell ahd W, G. Mo
Williams, . The meeting was a decidedly
lively one, the Mayor fignting the battle for
the alternative site boldly and determined-
ly. Ex-Ald. Cariyle charged, backed up by
Mr. McMurray, that the provosition to close
up Simcoe-street had teéen smu gled into the
agreement. This made His Worship mad,
but not mad enough to neglect t6 prove to
the sausfaction of the meeting that Messrs.
Carlyle aud McMurray were very wroug,
and in point of fact the matter had been be-
fore the council for over two years, Nothing
was done pending a meeting of the property
owners to be beld in the evening.

Mr. George Buskin of the Algoma and
Northwest Gospel and Coloportage Mission,
which is sustained in the interests of labor-
ing wen, appeals for renewed help for the
work for the present year. The report of the
past year, published to March 1, is outlined
as follows: Nine hundred and seventy-six
scripturés and scriptural books have been
supplied in the district in eight languages,
for which have been received by’paynent and
promise $233.95; alse $17.45 have been given
and religious tracts, etc., freely distributed;
50 religious services have been conducted;
also a mission room opened for the laborers
near the work on Sault, Ste., Marie Canal;
two hymn books have been ublished, one
in Indian and English and one in French and
English; the contributions have been $976.86,
Toronto contributing $182.45, the amount
expended being $1838.45; the liabilities
are $1029.71, the assets $1160.48,the total sup-
plies of scriptures and scriptural books by the
mission in the district being 8608 in 17 lan-
guages, and 512 religious services conducted,
the total contributions being $5453.05. An
extra laborer is now at work, which entails
further responsibility, for which increased
help is solicited.

For three days the City of New York main-
tained a speed of more than 21 miles an nour.
