Threw Coupling-Pins and Books.
A few minutes after 4 a wrecking- 

train which had been clearing the debris at 
49th and Loomis-streots was surrounded 
by a mob of 6000 men, women and child­
ren. Almost a score of 
from the 19th precinct were 
borhood, while the wrecking trains were 
specially guarded by companies of the 
Second regidfent. For atrhile the mob con­
tented itself with hurling imprecations at 
the soldiers,to which the latter, having re­
ceived orders to act with strict forbear­
ance, paid no attention. Finally,becoming 
emboldened by the pacific attitude of the 
troops, some of the mob commenced to 
throw stones, ooupling-pms and other mis­
siles as well as to fire revolvers over the 
heads ot the soldiers, when it become appar­
ent that heroic measures would be necessary.

Fired and Charged With Bayonets.
Finally, when another fusilade of stones 

had been directed toward the company, the 
order to fire was givén and a volley of Gov­
ernment cartridges went into the mob. At 
the same moment the word was given to 
advance and the men -dashed forward with 
their bayonets at charge. Alongside of 
them dashed the police, discharging their 
revolvers over the beads of the mob. The 
effect was instantaneous. Not a rioter held 
hie ground. Like a lot of sheep they scat­
tered to the right, and left, many of them 
taking refuge in the frame residences east 
of Forty-ninth and Loomisetreets and 
dragging the wounded after them. The 
military and police followed, the latter 
continuing to discharge their revolvers and 
riddling the fronts of the houses with 
bullets. Burke Jackson and an unknown 
were picked up by the police and carried to 
the office of a neighboring coal yard, from 
which they were taken to the hospital in 
an ambulance. The rest of the injured 
were attended to by doctors living in the 
neighborhood.

Think it all over, and try to think just who 
you are who undertake to make the rule of con­
duct for tne, your neighbor. Hadn’t you better 
confine effort to yourseh*? If you think Sunday 
cars bad forbear to use them; but surely let me 
judge for myself.

And reach out to this idea, too, viz. : that nine- 
tenths of the people of this province who have 
retained to themselves the right to get about on 
Sunday as they please, who allow the people of 
Hamilton, of Kingston, of Niagara Falls, or St 
Catharines and Merritton, of Dundas, of Berlin 
and Waterloo, to have Sunday cars, who allow 
every farmer to drive his team, and every owner 
of a horse to use him as he will, have, in a fit of 
hypocrisy as represented by their members in 
the Legislature, declared that aa for the remain­
ing tenth of the population of the province, the 
people of Toronto to wit, they shall not even ex pres 
their wish in regard to Sunday transit until 1896- 
Do you know of anything quite so tyrannical in 
British records? ,Isn’t it peculiar?

It is believed that Citizen Kelly con­
trolled the horse cars, but Citizen Kelly 
himself kept to a bus. The horse cars were 
run by young men, whose names were taken 
down by the police.

In That Event, It Ie Said, Chamberlain

In the House of Commons are obtaining 
signatures to a proposal to entertain 
him at a banquet at the National 
Liberal Club. The promoters of the 
movement privately urge that if a sufficient 
number of Liberals sign the invitation it 
will influence Sir William Harcourt’s deci­
sion to continue in the parliamentary leader­
ship of the party and nearly 200 Liberals 
have already signed. The banquet will be 
limited to members oft the House of Com­
mons of the Liberal party, and will be held 
ostensibly to celebrate the passage of the 
budget, but it is really designed to ascertain 
how many members "would adhere to Har­
court iu a struggle to oust Lord Rosebery 
from the Premiership. No member of the 
Cabinet has been solicited to sign the invita­
tion. The probable outcome will be that Sir 
William will,temporarily retire from Parlia­
ment, leavjrfg the question of Liberal leader# 
ship in the House iu doubt.

Sir John Fender oh the Conference.
London, July 9.—Sir John Pender, 

in gpeakipg of the Ottawa confer­
ence, said: I have carefully followed 
the proceedings of the Ottawa conference 
and observe that the discussion has resulted 
as I expected. The delegates in arriving at 
the conclusion reported nave, in my opinion, 
great judgment; One point, however, calls 
for special remark, namely, the recognition 
oy the conference of the principle of com­
pensating South Australia if the Pacific 
cable is laid. It is only just, under the cir­
cumstances, that the existing cable will re­
ceive similar treatment.

Obstructing the Cars. .
But the trouble with Citizen Hendry, and 

what made him obstructive, was that he 
was possessed by an idea that the Toronto- 
Railway Company had given horses and 
horse cars to Citizen Kelly, and had 
not given him any. The railway people 
deny this. It was learned, however, that 
about ten days ago they sold four retired 
horse cars to Citizen Kelly, or a representa­
tive of his, for a moderate sum of money 
and that they were taken away from the 
company’s sheds on Saturday. They have 
sold scores gf other old cars to other citi­
zens, but without the wheels. They will 
doubtless sell Citizen Hendry an outfit at 
a reasonable figure. But Citizen Hendry 
thinks they ought to present them to him, 
with horses and harness and brass buttons 
addsd. So, not getting au outfit,he put his 
busses in front of the horse ears seven or 
eight times in the course of the day and de­
layed the latter. Citizen Hendry is an ex- 
policeman. He also carries on a parcel de­
livery business. He claims to have first 
put busses in Queen west and charges Citi­
zen Kelly with trespassing on his preserve. 
But there is lots of room for both Citizen 
Kelly and Citizen Hendry. If Citizen 
Hendry acts as an obstructionist he will 
lose the respect of his fellow-citizens, who, 
up to yesterday, had a high regard for him 
and his efforts to supply Sunday transit.

Obstructionist Tactics.
Mr. Kelly’s cars ran on the track, and if 

this had been left unimpeded capital time 
would have been made. Jealousy, how­
ever, the green-eyed monster, showed his 
repellent form and nearly led to more un­
pleasantness than angry words.

At Queen and Yonge-streets and at vari­
ous points on the extended line to the 
subway Hendry’s drivers purposely got on 
the track and kept it, going at little more 
than a walk, to she detriment of Kelly’s 
horse cars.

A Factions Threaten to Disorganize the.
Farty.

Mr. John Merle/, Mr. H. C. Bannerraag 
and Home Secretary Asquith each has a fac­
tional following in bis association to the 
leadership, and this would so undoubtedly 
threaten to disorganize the party as to lead 
to a united appeal for the return of Sir Wil­
liam. In such an event he could dictate the 
displacement of Lord Rosebery.

Very few persons are found 
to believe, however, that Mr. Chamberlain 
would recant ou the question of Home Rule 
for Ireland, and "fewer still believe that ha 
would ever again be trusted by the mass of 
the members of the Liberal party. This re­
port merely illustrates the internal confusion 
into which the Government parties are 
plunged.

Scattered by Reinforcements.
Juab before the attack by the mob, one of 

the officers, realizing the critical condition 
of affairs, bad teleponhed for reinforce­
ments, and while the mob was scattering, 
Company F of the 2nd 1 Regiment, which 
had been stationed at the crossing of the 
Panhandle tracks at 55th and Garfield- 
boulevard, came down the tracks at a brisk 

At 49th and Ashland-avenue they 
encountered a portion of the fleeing rioters. 
Several stones were thrown toward the 
military, and CaptamgKFNeill ordered a 
charge. Again the riÆffs scattered. Three 
of the most demons^rtive took refuge in a 
saloon. The soldiers followed and arrested 
them at the point of the bayonet. They 
gave the names of Andrew McCarthy, 
Otto Giobe and Joseph Smith. Grobe was 
inclined to resist arrest and was jabbed 
with a bayonet until he threw up bis hands. 
In his pockets were ' found a bulldog re­
volver, while McCarthy had his pockets 
stuffed with cartridges. Between two 

. ranks of militiamen the prisoners wefe 
marched down the tracks to Loomis-street 
and turned over to the police detail, the 
soldiers standing guard until the arrival of 
the patrol. They were booked at the 14th- 
street station on the charges of riot and 
carrying concealed weapons and locked up 
for hearing on Monday morning.

4000 Rioters Helia at Bay.
For hours after these scenes had tran­

spired it looked as though the region was to 
witness a carnival of riot and bloodshed. 
Maddened by the attack of the troops 
and the wounding of their neighbors 
the people poured out ot the residences, 

or stores and saloons for blocks on either side 
of the Grand Trunk tracks, between Loomis 
and Ashland-avenues. The mob proved 
the most threatening at the latter point, 
and Captain O’Neill was ordered to take 
his men and keep the crossing clear. Under 
the influence ot the glistening bayonets the 
rioters, who numbered between *3000 and 
4000, unwillingly fell back to the east and 
west. Women by the hundreds pushed 
thetilselves to the front of the crowd. Some 
of them hurled imprecations and oaths in 
English, others shrieked and yelled in an 
uuintelligible^argon, shaking their fists in 
the faces of the soldiers, gesticulating with 
their arms and stamping their feet. It 
was a trying situation, but Captain O’Neill 
went up and down the lines with the ad­
monition, “Keep cool, boyay keep cool, and 
don’t do a thing until ordered. The men 
obeyed and stood the taunts and threats 
like martyrs.

The Thunderer on the Conference.
London, July 8.—The Times says this 

We see nothing to fear, but muchmorning:
to arouse hope, in tbe new spirit shown at 
Ottawa by tne colonies seeking to establish 
and extend connection among themselves. 
It may be that the unification of the colonies 
for common objects, commercial and politi­
cal, would not always be convenient for the 
Mother Country, and that demands might 
be made by the united representatives 
of the colonies and pressed with the weight of 
such a coalition, which would be very diffi­
cult ftor this country to concede. Therein 
are possibilities of friction which cannot be 
contemplated with entire satisfaction, but 
this is part' of the price we pay for our 
Empire, and we must be ready to meet it.

The Times commends the conference atti­
tude to the Pacific cable, sayiug: ‘'The 
colonists are quite right to bold their hands 
with Villiers’ and Foster’s motions.”

As to reciprocity, The Times says: “We 
cordially sympathize with the policy as far as 
it indicates a desire to strengthen the bonds 
holding the Empire together. Whether the 
customs arrangements suggested would rhoep 
all requirements is a different matter. 
Anything of the nature of differential 
duties is contrary to our traditions, and we 
must remember that the colonists only repre­
sent about 15 percentage of the total trade 
of the United Kingdom. But undoubtedly, 
for good or evil, the step taken at Ottawa on 
Saturday hr of immense importance to the 
future of the Empire.”

1Sunday a Quiet üaÿ1 in Chicago.
Chicago, July. 8.—Everything was quiet 

to-day ill and about the Polish-Bohemian 
settlements on the line of the Grand Trunk, 
between Loomis-street and Ashiand-avenne 
and Fortieth-street, where the scrimmage 
between the mob and militia and police 
occurred yesterday evening. The anarch 
istic elements, with which the region is 
mainly populated, were thoroughly cowed 
by the determination manifested by the 
national guards men. It was the quietest 
day that the neighborhood has experienced 
in many years. Many of the saloon­
keepers closed their doors, :^ile those that 
persisted in violating the city ordinances 
kept a sentry outside the door or around 
the corner in order to be forewarned in 
case of the approach of the military 
police. In the saloons that were opened 
the frequenters talked in an inflammatory 
■train, while admitting that a repetition of 
the experiences of Saturday afternoon was 
not to be desired.

A BITCHED BATTLE,

The Regulars stand No Nonsense at 
Hammond. Ind.

The seat of war in the railroad strike was 
_ transferred to-day to Hammond, Ind., just 

across the border line, where from an early 
hour mob violence reigned supreme. Two 
companies of regulars were despatched to 
the scene. Late this afternoon there was a 
pitched battle between the regulars and the 
mob. This is the list of casualties: 
Charles Fleischer, carpenter, married, 
aged 85, a resident of Hammond, was killed 

V a bullet entering his abdomen and passing 
through his body. W. JÇL Campbell, shot 
in right thigh, probably fatal. Victor 

— Seitor, shot in the knee, amputation of the 
leg is necessary, condition critical. Miss 
Anna Fleming of East Chicago, bullet 
wound above right knee, not serious. Un­
known man shot in right leg, amputation 
probably necessary.

The trouble commenced at daylight, 
when a mob, which had been in the neigh­
borhood since the evening before, overturn­

's^ ed 15 cars on the Chicago and Calumet 
terminal road between Hammond and East 
Chicago. The rabble then set fire to a 
Pullman car that had been run on a aide 
track. A call was sent in and the fire de­
partment responded, bnt not before four 
Pullmans had been badly scorohed.

.. Washington, July 8.-—At a late hour to­
night President Cleveland issued the fol­
lowing proclamation:

Whereas,—By reason of unlawful ob­
structions, combinations and assemblages 
of persons it has become impracticable in 

. judgment of the President to enforce 
by the ordinary course of judicial proceed­
ings the laws of the United States within 
the State of Illinois, and especially in the 
city of Chicago within said State, and

Whereas, for the purpose of enforcing 
the faithful execution of the laws of the 
United States, and protecting its property 
and removing obstructions to the United 
States mails in the state and city aforesaid, 
the President has employed a part of the 
military forces ot the United States;

Now, therefore, I, Grover Cleveland, 
President of the United States, do hereby 
admonish all good citizens and persons who 
may be or may come within the city and 
state aforesaid against aiding, countenanc­
ing, encouraging or taking any part in such 
unlawful obstructions, combinations and 
assemblages and I hereby warn all persons 
engaged in or in any way connects^ with 
such unlawful obetriictions, combinUtions 
and assemblages to disperse and retiee 
peaceably to their respective abodes on or 
before 12 o’clock, noon, on the ninth day of 
July, instant.

Those who disregard this warning and 
persist in taking part with a riotous mob in 
forcibly resisting and obstructing the 
cution of the laws of the United States, or 
interfering with the functions of the Gov­
ernment, or destroying, or attempting to 
destroy, the property belonging to the 
United States, or under its protection, 
not be regarded otherwise than as public 
enemies.

Troops employed against such a riotous 
mob will act with all moderation and for­
bearance consistent with the accomplish, 
ment of the desired end, bub the stern 
necessities that confront them will not with

Claims There is a Combine,
City Engineer Haskins of Hamilton has 

advised that the whole asphalting scheme in 
Hamilton be dropped on the ground that the 
eity will have to deal with a combine in 
order to get Pitch Lake asphalt Mr. Haskins 
is of opinion that the combine against Hamil­
ton originated in Toronto.

The Mob Captured the Engine.
Shortly after daybreak the nortfi-bound, 

train on the Monon road reached the depot. 
It waa surrounded by a crowd of strikers, 
boys and women, and the engineer and fire­
men were ordered to get down from the 
cab. Many of the mob were armed and the 
two employes obeyed. One of the strikers 
then took possession of the engine and the 
train was side-trackad. A telegram was 
sent to Chicago asking for military assist­
ance to get the train out and at 11 o’clock 
Company T> ot the 15th Infantry 35 strong 
arrived in two cars.
Cleared the Tracks With-Fixed Bayonets.

The regulars disembarked at the depot 
and marched to the aide-track where the 
Monon train was stationed. The mob fell 
back on the approach of the military, but 
hooted and jjered. One-half ot the com­
pany took up its position in front of the 
engine and the.other half in the rear and 
preparations were made to move the train. 
The mob quickly increased until it was 
nearly 2000 strong and realizing the fact 
that reinforcements were necessary a detail 
was sent to the telegraph office with in­
structions to wire to Chicago for more 
troops.

In the meantime Major Reilley ordered 
Captain Hartz to clear the tracks to the 
sidewalks with fixed bayonets. The regu­
lars advanced, the mob retreated and for 
the time being was held at bay.

Shortly before 1 o’clock t train of empty 
ears was started from th< yards, the way 
being cleared by the soliiera. The mob 
contented itself with jeeiiug and invec­
tives. Temporary quiet w is secured while 
Sheriff Fredericks read a telegram which 
had just been received from Gov. Matthews, 
conveying advices that a la -ge force ot state 
troops would reach Hai nmond to night 
with instructions to eo-c perate with the 
federal troops.

SATURDAY'8 BATTLES.
Seven Dead and Eighteen Wounded In 

Two Fights In Chicago.

Chicago, July 7,—In an affray late this 
afteri.oou between - a frenzied mob end a 
number of militiamen and police officers in
