THE COMING

THE PEOPLE SHOULD DECIDE,

We are not eurprised to find The .Globe
arguing against the proposal that the
city sliould establish its own sfreet-
lighting plant. In its article of yester-
day on “The Lighting Problem,” we
think we see evidences of the diplomatic
hand of Mr. J. D. Edgar, the gentleman
who is working the Grit side of the
Council in favor of legalizing another
electric company to earn ten per eent.
on an inflated capital. The Globe is
of opinion that an arc light plant for
street-lighting, operated by the city,
would prove ineffectual in reducing the
price of gas and electric light to the
individual consumer. Nor would it be
advisablé for the city to expend _32,000,-
000 for erecting civic gas, arc \and in-
candescent works in order to secure ef-
fective competition. According to The
Globe the Georgian Bay Aqueduct Com-
pany should be given an electric fran-
chise, because the city itself would not
be justified in’ going into the business of
incandescent lighting. The Globe rea-
sons it out that it would not be well
for the city to undertake its own street-
lighting, but it is all right to enfranchise
another private company to furnish an
electric/ service in Toronto. We protest
against The Globe's statement that &
civic aré plant would be ineffectual in
The existence
of a civic plant for street-lighting would
spread consternation among all the light
and power ‘companies. It would have
ai salutary effect even on the Consumers’
Gag Company. The establishment of
the plant would be an actual proof of
the' people’s intention to get a fair deal
all round in the light business or to know
the reason why. An abandonment of
the project is motice to the companies
that their tenure is secure for many &
long year. Although we cannot g0 into
the lighting business extensively just at
present, yet an opportunity is presented
for making a start in that direction such
as may not be presented to us again.
The antagonism to & civic plant will
increase in proportion to the number of
companies that get their finger in the
pie. By granting' a franchise to & x'mw
company we make it almost impossible
to municipalize the business in the future.

It will be a grievous mistake if the pre-
gerit opportunity for getting a start in
the business is allowed to slip through
our fingers, The lighting of the streets
is a business that has 1o risks. We know
exactly what is required. There will be
no diminution in the work to be dque.
On the contrary, we will be requiring
more are lights from year to year, 8O
that cost of production will be diminish-
ing all the time. Furthermore, with the
plant under our own control we may rest
assured that we will get the benefit of
every pound of coal we pay for. When a
private company lights our streets we
have no guarantee that it furnishes us
with the illumination agreed upon. We
understand it is an old trick of lightin
companies to profit by the general pub-
lic ignorance that exists in regard to the
illuminating power of arc lighting. A
company that is disposed to do so can
work off a thousand candle light for one
double that power. This is a strong rea-
son why we should light our own streets.
We would then know for & certainty that
if our lights were below the standard we
should not be paying more than their
actual value. We can pever enjoy that
certainty if we entrust the business to a
private company.

The suggestion made the other day as
to taking the opinion of the people on the
establishment of an arc plant ought to
be carried into effect. After all it is not
what the aldermen or the newspapers,or
what franchise-seekers desire, that should
prevail. The taxpayers ought t.o
be allowed to decide the question in their
owr way. We know the public at large
are highly interested in the question of
a civic plant, and a vote should be taken
to settle the issue.

A VALUABLE FRANCHISE.

Those members of the City Council who
appear anxious to favor the grab of an
electric lizhting franchise im Toronto by
the so-called Georzian Bay canal promo-
ters are Zuilty of & betrayal of trust,in
that they are giving for nothing some-
thinz that is of great value, & franchise
for which the city ouzht to receive sub-
stantial consideration. We have receiv-
ed a substantial consideration from’ the
telephone company, the street railway
company and even to a still zZreater
dezree ought we to receive value for an
electric street lizhting franchise; for it
is a fact that this field has as yet been
hardly exploited in Toronto. The Incan-
descent Company have failed to extend
their system or to avail themselves of
the most modern improvements. There is
therefore an opportunity. for & live com-
pany to exploit Toronto in the way that
the American ejties have been exploited,
and to make larze revenues from the in-
vestment. The schemers know this and
the moment they et the franchise they
are not Zoing to concern themselves about
the Georgian Bay canal, for they are
workinz for a franchise independent of
the comstruction of that work, but ‘they
are immediately 2oing to the investors
in New York and other American cities
who have made money out of electric
lizhting in cities and will offer them
the franchise for sale and will get a big
price for it, and the city, if it is not care-
ful, will zet nothing but another morno-
poly foisted on the people and another
incumbrance put in the streets, and an-

surpass the ordinary horse in speed, it
does not appear a dilficult problem to
devise some means for operating the ma-
chine, by mechanical appliances alto-
gether. As a matter of fact such ap-
pliances are already announced. We
learn from a Philadelphia paper that
ought to know whereof it speaks that
al Mr. E. P. Holly of Providence, R. I,
has invented & hydraulic bicycle which
will go at twice the speed of the present
racing machines. Mr. Holly’s wheel is
constructed mainly of aluminum. With
& three-inch high motor the pressure on
the pedals has, it is claimed, an effect
twice that obtained by chain-driving
wheels. Upon the beels of this state-
ment, follows the news from Florence
that an Italian mechanic, Evaristo Gia-
comini, has an invention which will
render it possible for the present style
of bicycle to make thres kilometres (or
more’ thanl & mile and a half) & minute
with one-twentieth of the exertion of
the ‘cyclers of to-day.

Such a machine as is promised here
will create a revolution not only in city
and suburban, but even in long distance
railway: travel. =We see no reason why
it should not be forthcomihg, and at an
early date, too.

THE HUDSON BAY RAILWAY.,

It is to be hoped the Executive Com-
mittee and the Council of ‘the Board of
Trade will Zet together and evolve some
practical scheme for getting the Hudson
Bay Railway project under way. What
would be a special service at the present
time is an authoritative statement of
what we may expect from the opening
up of the large tract of territory imme-
diately to the morth of us. Hudson Bay
and the territory between it and Lake
Nipissinz must be barren indeed if they
will not warrant the construction of
four or five hundred miles of railway.
We have been led to believe that valu-
able fisheries exist in the bay and that
timber, minerals and even coal is to be
found along the line of the proposed rail-
way. The northern country is the only
district in the province that remains un-
explored and undeveloped. We trust the
joint committee will present to the pub-
lic in concise shape all authentic infor-
mation that is procurable in regard to
the district in question. The proposal to
build a railway to Hidson's Bay has
lonz been before the public. It is time
the utility of the project were definitely
determined,

Memphis, Tenn., Sept. 24.—The family
of Mrs. Annie Osborne, numbering six
persons, and a boarder named Hutt,
were poisoned this morning. The dose
was put in the coffee. Mr. Osborne pre-
pared. the coffee, and all partook freely.
Four of the family are thought to be
fatally oisoned. The physician ad-
ministered antidotes for arsenic. The
police have no clue, but suspect that
some enemy of the family put the drug
in the coffee pot.

THE POPE AND CRISPI DON'T AGREE

The Former Demands the Restitution of
Rome, Which Is Refused.

London, Sept. 24.—The representative
in Rome of the United Press telegraphs
that the doubt mwhich was felt at first
regarding the honesty of Signor Crispi's
speech at Naples still continues. The

ope thought the speech was made with
the intention of drawing from the Vati-,
can an expression of the views enter-
tained regarding the question of a recon-
ciliation, and therefore issued instrue-
tions to all officials of the Vatican to
maintain the strictest reserve on that
subject, The Catholic press also was ad-
vised to leave the matter untouched.

A .person closely connected with the
Papal household says that Signor Crispi,
finding that a te¢ndency, towards a rap-
prochement existéd between France and
Germany and the Vatican, feared the
isolation of Italy, and therefore sought
a reconciliation with the Vatican. He
has been given to understand that the
first condition of such a step will bel the
restitution of Rome to the Pope. The
Vatican has gone to the length of stating
that no dealings will be had with the
Quirinal until the day when the court
and Governwent shall vacate.

When Signor Crispi found that his over-
tures had resulted in failure he receded
from the position he had taken and re-
sumed his old attitude of hostility to-
wards the Vatican, The church officials.
are contented that the incident consti-
tutes a moral and political victory, for
the. Pope.

Cardinal Kampolla, Papal Secretary of
State, has expressed joy that the Crispi
intrigue has been defeated.
