Twenty-five candidates were last
night nominated, which with rthe 15
eelected in No. 4 Ward w©n Thursday
night makes 40 already in the field for
the 24 seats.

| MASS FOR THE DEAD PREMTER
PRRAC Y

REQUIEM SERVICES BELD IN LOXN-
y LON YESTBRDAYX:

$ir John Thompson’s Body Embalmed and
Removed to a Private Mortuary to
Await the Arrival of the crnuer Blen-
heim, Which Will Convey the Remains
to HMalifax.

London, Dec. 14,—A requiem mass was
celebrated over the body of Sir John
Thompson §n Lady Chapel {n Spanish
Placa this morning at 11, The service
lasted 45 minutes. The weather was cold,
damp, foggy and altogether disagreeable,
and owing to the fact that the .mews-
papers made an error in the announce-
ment of the hour at which the mass
would be celebrated, many desirous of
being present did not reach the chapel
until the services had been concluded.

The mass was celebrated ; by Father
Longinoto of St. Edward’s Church, Wind-
sor, assisted by Canon Barry, The coffin,
upon which rested a solitary wreath,
the one placed upon it by the Queen, ar-
rivediat the west entrance tof the chapel
at exactly 11 o’clock. Sir Charles. Tup-
per followed immediately, behind the
casket.

Miss Thompson, accompanied by Sana-
tor and Mrs. Sanford, occupied a seat
immediately in front of the altar and
facing the coffin. The service, which con-
sisted of a solemn mass for the dead,
with antiphonal chanting, was very im-
precgive. The wreath placed upon ithe
coffin by the Queen was of bay and laur-
el leaves, with white @treamers. A
wreath and eross composed of white
flowers from Lady Tupper and a wreath
from the dead man’s daughter were plac-
ed upon the coilin :after the body was
brought into the church.

. The Inscription on the Cofin.

When the body reached the church the
coffin was covered with a pall of rich
velvet with a golden cross. Upon the
pall was inscribed in Latin the words:
“1 am the resurrection and the life.”
Acolytes carrying lighted tapers and
a large cross preceded the coffin up the
aisle. The coffin was placed upon a
catafalque erected in line with the
altar and standing upon a purple and
gold carpet. Six huge candelabras were
placed on each side of the coffin.

At the conclusion of the mass, the
mourners and friends passed around the
coffin and looked upon the face of the
dead Premier. The coifin is of mahog-
any, upon which is a heavy braps shield
with the inscription: .

“ The Right Hon. Sir John S, D, Thomp-
son, P.C.,, K.C.M.G., M.P,, Q.C;, Died at
Windsor Castle, Dec. 12, 1894, aged 50
yeams. Requidscat in pace.”

Among thosa present were the Marquis
of Ripon and Lord Hawkesbury on be-
hali of the Queen; Baron de Courcel,
Lady Russell, Mr. Cecil Rhodes, Doctor
Jameson, the permanent officials of the
Colonial Office, Sir George Osborne Mor-
gan, M.P,, the Colonial agents of Queens:
land and Natal, and a number of minor
officials.

Lord Hawkesbury attended the requiem
mass as the representative of the Queen.
The Bedy Embalmed.

The body of Sir John Thompson was
embalmed last evening by the French
specialist, Charles Bayle. It was after-
wards placed in a deal shell, enclosed
in! & leaden coffin, faced with plate-glass.

In order that the features may be
visible upon the arrival of the body in
Canada, without disturbing the body or
opening the coffin, the lid of the mar
hogapy coffin, which ‘enclosed the whole,
is made removable.

Taken to a Private Mortuary.

The coffin was removed this afternoon
to the private mortuary of Messrs. Gars-
ton & Sonm, in Welbeck-street, where it
will remain until placed on board H.M.S.
Blenheim.

Two plaster casts of the features of
the dead statesman were taken early this
morning. One of them was ordered by
the Canadian Government and the other
by the family of the deceased. While the
body remains in the mortuary it will be

surrounded. by tapers, which will be
kept burning without intermiesion.

The mortuary chamber is heavily drap-
ed. The walls are black, and the metal
of the chandelier is wrapped'in - black
cloth. A large cross was placéd on the
coffin this evening. The body is not
watched by priests, and no tapers or
candles burn in the room. No further
services over the body will be held in
England. :

One of the plaster casts will be nsed
by the sculptor of the busti, which will
likely be placed in Westmingter Abbey.

Few View the Body,

Only a few privileged persons have
been permitted to look upon the body
since it was removed to Garston’s estab-
lishment. The face has & natural and
peaceful expression,, although it has- a
noticeable pallor. The embalming ap-
pears to have been perfectly done. Aci
were first injected, and afterwards there
was & copious injection of ‘a strong
arsenical fluid. These gave the body &
ruddy color, which later, however, chang-
ed to a lifelike. paleness.

The Blenheim Ordered to Portsmouth.

The Admiralty have sent a cable des-
patch to the Admiral ‘oi the Channel
Squadron at Gibraltar instructing that
officer to send the cruiser Blenbeim, to
Spithead at once at full speed. She is
expected to arrive there on Dec. 18 and
to proceed at once from that place to
Portsmouth, where the body of Sir John
Thompson will be taken on board and
conveyed to Halifax.

The Blenheim is expected to reach Spit-
heac¢. on Monday at midnight, The body
of Sir John Thompson will be taken on
board at Portsmouth on Tuesday.

The London Chamber of Cominerce to-
day passed resolutionsconcerning Sir
John Thompson’s death, and appointed
a committee to request Sir Charles Tup-
per to express their sorrow and sym-
pathy to Lady Thompson. Similar ac-
tion will be taken by Commercial A€so-
ciations in Liverpool, Glasgow, Man-
chester and other cities.

The provincial newpapers.continue to
comment with deep regret upon the
Premier's sudden” death. Many publish
letters concerning his publie career and
intense interest in the solidificaton of
England’s colonial empire, To-day the
letters received at the Dominion offices
from the West of England and from Scot-
land have been exceptionally numerous.

A despatch from Gibraltar to-night
said that the cruiser Blenmheim;, which is
to carry the body to Canada;, sailed for
England at 8 o’clock this evening.

Calmly Seated Himself in the Ofiice of the
Editor of the Paper om Which He Had
Been Empleyed, Smoked a Cigar, Sang
a Humorous Ditty and Placing & Re-
volver to His Head Pulled the Trigger

Edward Houghtton, until recently, ¢ar-’

toonist of The EveningsStar, shot him-
self in the editorial office of that paper
at 5.80 p.m. yesterday. On going up the
stairway ‘he met a reporter, to whom
he said, “Say, old man, let’s have o last
drink togzether, I'm going to shoot m'y,-
sell.” The reporter paid no attention
to the remark, as Houghton had used
it on other occapions when drinking. The
artist then went into the reporters’ room,
where T. W. Banton, municipal reporter,
was busy, writing. He seemed in a
merry mood, and talked in a joking strain
with Mr. Bantom. Seeinz that gentle-
man weas busy he said, “Oh! it's all right,
old pman, I don’t sweat ‘to interrupt you.
Good bye.” He then- passed from that
room into the office of Editor Colin C.
Campbell, where he was heard singing a
comic song.
Carried Out His Threat.
