IN FREIGHT CUT
Conference Terminates Without 

Reduction Granted.

BIG CUTS ALREADY MADE.

Railways Deny Their Rates 
Cause Depression.

OTTAWA, Sept. 2.—(Canadian Press 
Dispatch.)—After two hours’ session this! 
morning the conference on freight rates 
terminated. An agreement, it is an­
nounced, was not reached. Any further 
action 4n the matter now lies with the 
board of railway commissioners.

The railway men during the confer­
ence submitted figures which went to 
show that 347 voluntary rate reductions 
had teen made by the roads since the ] 
last general reduction was made in 
January last. It was claimed further 
that the present export rate on grain, 
for example, from the head of the lakes 
is lower to-day than it was prior to the 
authorized increase in September. Also 
that lumber and live stock, as well as 
numerous other Important primary ma­
terials and commodities had been made 
the subject of voluntary reduction, some 
of them as muen as 50 per cent, less 
than the authorized rates.

LONDON, Sept. 2. — (Canadian Press 
Cable.) — Premier Lloyd George has 
.sent the reply of Bamon de Valera, the 
Irish republican leader, to his latest 
communication on the Irish peace pro­
posals to London for circulation among 
the members of the Cabinet. Having re­
gard for the serious issues involved, Mr. 
Lloyd George has summoned a Cabinet 
meeting to be held on Wednesday next 
at Inverness, Scotland.

King George will be at Moy Hall, near 
Inverness, and Mr. Lloyd George will 
visit him there.
DUBLIN ANXIOUS

DUBLIN, Sept. 2.—Sinn Fein Ireland 
to-day awaited publication of the text 
of the note sent to Premier Lloyd 
George yesterday by Eamonn De Valera 
and his colleagues in the Irish Repub­
lican Government. Mr. Lloyd George 
is spending a brief vacation at Gair- 
loch, Scotland, and it was announced 
that nothing relative to the Sinn Fein 
reply to the prime minister’s note on 
the settlement of the Irish question 
would be given out here until It was 
known it was in Lloyd George’s hands. 
It was believed, however, that the Sinn 
Fein leader did not ^Uscuss with the 
prime minister any of the points of his 
latest note with the exception of the 
final clause, in which further negotia­
tions were suggested. There is evident­
ly a desire on the part of men high 
in the councils of the Republican move­
ment to develop further the conditions 
upon which dominion status would be 
granted Ireland and there appears to 
be a disposition to consider favorably 
some features of the prime minister’s 
terms.

They said that new men had been 
sent into the line, which now was about 
20 miles In length, and that these men 
wet* fresh and amply provided with 
ammunition and provisions.

Reinforcements continued to reach 
Logan from the southern part of the 
state.

TROOPS SET OUT.

IWAtHIN»>rON, D. C., Sept.* 2.- !

Final ruling in the matter has been 
asked from the department of educa­
tion in Toronto, but Mr. Edwards, 
speaking with absolute conviction, be­
lieves that all fees have been auto­
matically abolished as regards high 
schools. Not only for those of an age 
when they are supposed to attend high 
school, but all persons of whatever 
ago.

"From 18 to SO." said Mr. Edwards, 
"It makes no difference. As the law 
stands, no fees can he charged for at­
tend ng a high school.”

Confirmation of Mr. Edwards’ opin­
ion will doubtless be received before the 
opening of the Collegiate and Technical 
School on September 6. As It Is. the 
heads of those schools are proceeding 
on the presumption that all high school 
fees have been abolished.

At the same time the Board of Edu­
cation is preparing to charge $4.41 for 
each rural pupil attending the city pub­
lic schools.

The question of fees to be charged 
high school pupils coming from the 
country is yet to be settled. Mr. Ed­
wards holds that, under the amended 
act, the city will not be able to charge 
such pupils any fees. Inspector Greer 
holds the contrary opinion, but final 
settlement of the matter will have to 
come from Toronto.

/Graduates of Western University 
Medical School will not be the hit or 
miss diagnosticians with which people 
have been familiar with heretofore. For 
medical science has found that the tell­
tale marks of disease are not found on 
tongues or reflexes of the leg muscles, 
but that absolute certainty As to the 
causative agents In disease may he ob­
tained through the test tubes of chem­
ical laboratories, under the revealing 
lenses of the microscope, or in the re­
vealing evidence of apparatus which 
works under the laws of the science of 
physics.

In this respect Western University, 
by requiring two years’ preliminary 
work in chemistry and physics before 
beginn’ng the regular medical course, 
and requiring even higher standing in 
those sciences, is following the lead of 
Johns Hopkins School of Medicine at 
Baltimore.

Chemical and physical diagnosis 
leaves nothing to guesswork, medical 
men state. For while the older diagnos­
tics might, if skilled, give a correct 
Interpretation of surface symptoms, 
e\\% the youngest practicing physician 
In his laboratory may determine the 
nature of diseases with a sureness that 
none of the old school could.

Medical chemistry deals largely with 
the secretions and excretions of the 
body. Blood testa are particularly plain 
indices of subtle diseases. The count­
ing of cells, both red and white, the 
varieties of these white cells, the ap­
pearance of them under the micro­
scope, all carry In plain letters the con­
dition of the person from which the test 
is taken.
NO GUESSWORK.

Analytic chemistry also tells the atory 
of pathological conditions in the human 
body, and the microscope reveals the 
presence of disease germs which might 
swarrh the glands of the body while 
their host, apparently, was enjoying the 
best of health.

Physics is also valuable In determin­
ing disease. Blood pressure tests are as 
well known to the hydraulic engineer as 
to the doctor* of medicine.

Only 50 pupils wi 1 be admitted to the 
Western Medical School first year this 
fall. Over 35 applications have already 
been received. Indications point to the 
greatest year in the history of that in­
stitution.

LONDON. Sept. 2.—Demonstrations 
in which many thousands of London's 
unemployed participated occurred last 
night and marked the culminating 
point of unrest among the idle which 
has prevailed here during the past fort­
night. Several 1 members of the Bor­
ough Council of Poplar, a section of 
London, were arrested and lodged in 
Brixton for refusing to raise the tax 
rates in accordance with an order from 
the London Council which had taken 
action to raise funds to care for the 
destitute. The arrest of the remainder 
of the Council members, some of them 
women, was expected to-day.

The Woolwich board of guardians was 
asked by ■ a deputation of a monster 
demonstration to pay 25 shillings a 
week to each unemployed man and wife 
with an additional dole of eight shillings 
for each child. Demand was also made 
that rents should not be collected from 
men out of work. These demands were 
rejected by the board. Several men 
who had spent Wednesday night In a 
workhouse In Hackney refused to leave 
in the morning. They were arrested 
and inter sentenced to a week’s im­
prisonment. Belief was expressed to­
day that a royal commission would be 
created for the purpose of conducting 
an inquiry Into the question of taxes 
and the equalization of rates for the re­
lief of the poor.
ORGANIZED BY COMMUNISTS.

Without doubt the unemployed in 
some of the London districts are thor­
oughly organized by the Communists’ 
leaders, and there has beyi . little at­
tempt at suppression of the latter by 
the authorities. However, while many 
of the leaders and of the rank and file 
begin the day very truculently, they 
generally calm off towards nightfall. 
For example, one meeting of unemploy- 
ed resolved to enter a workhouse forth­
with in a body, the idea being that it 
would cause the authorities more ex­
pense than if outdoor relief was del- 
manded. Their ardor, however, was 
suddenly dampened when the chairman

CARS DOOMED?

Entitled To Seven Miles 
More K^ar Tracks.

A small fleet of motor busses maj’ be 
operating on the streets of London 
within a few months as the first step 
In the solution of the transportation 
problem of the city. The busses will be 
under municipal control and operation 
and will be plaoed in those districts 
which are not now adequately served 
by the London Street Railway Company. 
It is expected that a by-law author­
izing the City Council to purchase the 
busses will be plaoed before the rate­
payers in the December municipal elec­
tions. «

In connection with the question It is 
pointed out that the city is now en­
titled to nearly seven miles of street 
railway, in addition to the lines already 
used. According to the street railway 
by-law the city can demand one mile 
for each thousand of population oVer 
35,000. As the official announcement 
gives the city a population of more than 
60,000, the mileage of tracks is now 
6.914 miles short of the total which 
this population could demand. The 
Council on a two-thlr6s vote could de­
mand the company to extend- its tracks 
to this amount.
USELESS TO MAKE EFFORT.

While the aldermen realize that they 
have this power under the by-law, they 
point out that it is useless to try to 
do anything when the franchise is so 
nearly expired. Thus it is probable 
nothing will be done to secure the ad­
ditional tracks for the city.

“We could go ahead and cancel the 
franchise of the company," said Aid. 
Drake to-day. “But what good would 
that do us. We would be compelled to 
take over the road and equipment, and

NEW BLOOD SOUGHT
BEFORE THE ELECTION

Multiplication of Parties In the 
Coming Contest Is Pre­

dicted.
OTTAWA. Sept. 2.—(Canadian Frees 

Dispatch.)—With the return of the 
prime minister to Ottawa to-morrow the 
more serious preparations for elections 
will be begun. Much work has to be 
done. Primarily, stands Cabinet reor­
ganization. Expected some months ago 
the reorganization has on several oc­
casions been delayed, but it is expected 
that the prime minister will now take 
advantage of the opportunity and go to 
the country on a finally reorganized 
ministry.

The changea will probably mean the 
resignations of Sir George Foster, Hon. 
J. D. Reiti, Hon. C. J. Doherty and Hoe. 
J. A. Calder. with possibly one or twe 
others. Younger men will no doubt be 
brought in. And it is possible that the 
prime minister will seek new blood far 
his Cabinet outside the present members 
of Parliament. The announcement of 
an election has let loose a flood of 
rumors. The prime minister’s emphasis 
in his London speech eon the issue of 
protection and free trade is taken, IB 
some quarters, .to indicate that a new 
alignment of the older parties will be 
sought. Noc would some such outcome 
excite great surprise.
THE FISCAL ISSUE.

The strength of the Government's at- 
tlllery obviously will be directed again* 
the fiscal doctrines of the National Pro­
gressives.

Inspector Edwards Searching
Laws to Get Information.

Senior Inspector C. B. Edwards is 
conning the school laws to-day in an 
effort to determine what the regulations 
state In reference to the attendance of 
non-resident pupils In the city schools. 
One clause of the act states that any 
non-resident who owns property In the 
city on-which the assessment Is equal 
to the average assessment in the city 
may send his children to the city 
schools on equal terms with resident 
pupils. But the trouble Is to determine 
Just what the average assessment is.

Information received at the assess­
ment office is to the effect that the 
average assessment in this instance 
would probably refer to residential 
property. According to some, the aver­
age residential assessment Is approxim­
ately $1.300. If this is the correct 
Interpretation no non-resident who does 
not own property assessed at $1,200 
or more will be entitled to send chil­
dren to the city schools free.
