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FISH BREEDING.

Fraditions of the “olden time'’ are
net always entirely reliable. Facts
that come down to us through noother
channel than that of trunsmission from
father to son by word of mouth through
suceessive generatious, are often so
distorted, that what may be received
without doubt of its authenticity, be
comes exceedingly questionable. There
is oftentimes a provoking lack of cer-
tainity in the traditional legends and
alleged doings of by-gone generations.
A knowledge of men and things that
existed in any country hundreds of
years ago, cannot well be ascertained
without a written record. Viva voce
ntterances, passing from mouth to
mouth through passing centuries, are
liable to important omissions and mis-
leading exaggerations. The testimony
and sayings of living witnesses, how
ever, cannot well be ignored. Our own
country has undergone many and mar-
vellous changes since the old men of our
day were mere boys; and what these
survivors of a buried generation may
say is worthy of entire credence. These
hoary headed men of the present day
assure us that when they were juve
niles, our lakes, rivers and smaller
streams abounded with fish. Salmon
and trout, which now come under the
cognomen of “rare luxuries’’ were so
common then, that, comparatively
speaking, they were lightly esteemed.
The gray-haired sires of our day tell us
that they remember when our Annapo-
lis River was the annual resort of teem-
ing shoals of salmon, ang when our
mountain lakes and brooks were swarm-
ing with trout.

But in the matters referred to there
has been a very great change. High,
i_mpassable dams, thrown across our
principal streams—the floating debris
and dust from saw-mills and other ob-
structive causes, have tended to pre-
clude salmon from reaching their an-
cient and accustomed spawning
grounds. It is a fact well-known to
scigntists that the instinct of the sal-
mon tribes lead them to ther native wa-
ters in which to deposit their spawn. If
then these invaluable fish are now less
abundant than they formerly were, it
is just because they have been prevent-
ed by means, which we have already
mentioned, from getting back to the
head waters of rivers and to lakes,
where themselves and their scaly an-
cestors for many generations had been
hatched, centuries perhaps before a
white man’s foot had left its impress
upon American soil. Of late years,
however, laws have been enacted to
keep the rivers and streams sufficiently
open to afford salmon a free thorough.
fare between t he sea and their natural
spawning grounds.

Naturalists and men of scientific
mental proclivities, who have watched
with intense interest the mysterious
processes by which both vegetable and
animal life is reproduced and the
species of each perpetuated by natural
generation from age fo age, have pro-
pounded, and verified by successful ex-
periments the possibility—may, the
certainty—of greatly multiplying fishes
in our rivers by artificial hatching. Pis-
ciculture may now be ranked among
the practical sciences of utility at the
present day.

TON STREET, HALIFAZX.

TWO FIREMEN BURIED BENEATH THE RUINS
BY AN EXPLOSION—ONE RESCUED.

About 3.15, Sunbay morning,a fire
broke out in the building on Barring:

In
the meantime the flames had spread to
the store at the back, owned and occu-
pied by Mr. Fordham as aleather store.
This building was soon completely gut-
ted of its contents, but the fire was_got
under control without any further dam-
age. Itis supposed to be the work of
an incenndiary,as Mr. Evans’ place was
unsuccesstully burglarized on Friday
night, and it is thought the would be
burglars were trying their game again
and in some way set fire to the wood-
work around. The explosion is said to
have been caused by some four or five
pounds of pawder left there a few days
previously by a customer for shipment.
The whole front of Messrs. Evans shop
was blown into the street.

WAR INDEMNITIES — HOW MUCH
THE LOSERS HAD TO PAY IN
TIMES PAST.

e

There wasa TurcosRussian war whichr
terminated in September, 1828, by a treaty
under which Saltan Mahoud I had to pay
$4,000,000 as co! to Russian
merchants, and also $25,000,000 in ten
baif-year instalments of $2,600,000 each,
Russian troops to occupy the country un-
til the uttermost farthing had been reim-
burged, the whole left bank of the Danube
being surrendered to the Muscovite invad-
ers. There are yet further instances. Na-
poleon, during the whole of the first em-
pire, had paid oneshalf the general expen-
diture of France by pecuniary  assessments
on foreign countries. After Waterloo, set-
tling day arrived,on which by the treaty of
Paris (Nov. 20th. 1815) France had to pay
the enormous sum of $307,000,000 to the
foreign countries that had so been laid un-
der contribution; also having to pay,
clothe and entirely maintain a foreign army
of occupation (150,000 men) for not less
than three, nor more than five years, un-
der the command of Wellington, until the
whole amount-was paid. This is no isolat-
ed incident of the past. The principle
which was acted upon, as here stated, at
the close of the French war in 1815,and of
the Russian war in 1829, was revived in
1864, when Prussia and Austria,having in-
vaded Denmark without any just cause,
overpowered her numerical force robbed
her of the duchies of Schleswig and Hol-
stein, and exacted a large payment to de--
fray the expenses of the war. Still more
recent was the exaction of five millards of
francs ($1,000,000,000) by Prussia from
France, as war indemnity,in 1871,with the
surrender of the Rhine provinces of Al-
sace and Lorraine. The money was paid
in gold before the appointed day and the
provinces were anunexed at once. Bis-
marck was far more exacting towards
France in 1871 than Gortschakoff has been
against Turkey in 1877. The Franco-
German war cost $235,000,000, which, de-
ducted from the $1,000,000,000 of indem-
nity paid by France, leaves a clear profit
of $765,000,000. The cost of the war was
$1,855,000,000, without reckoning the mo-
ney value of Alsace-Lorraine, estimated at
$865,000,000 more. Warisa bad thing—
for the losers.—Ez.

THE WEALTH OF ENGLAND.

A paper has just been laid kefore the
Statistical Society in England by Mr. Gif-
fin, in which the subjects ot the wealth of
England and of the recent accumulation of
capital in the United Kingdom are consid-
ered carefully and at length, and with re-
sults which have even startled those En-
glishmen who have thought themselves
most familiar with the financial history and
condition of their country Mr. Giffin
finds, for example, in regard to the growth
of capital in Great Britain, that in ten
years, between 1865 and 1875 the capital
of the country was increased by the enor-
mous sum of £2,400,000,000, or about
twelve thousand millions of dollars. In
1865 the capital of the country was in-
creased by £6,100,000,000. In 1875 it was
£8,500,000,000. In other words England
has been adding to her capitalized wealth
or her national estate at the enormous rate
of £240,000,000 a year. And whereas the
gross assessed income of Great Britain at
the beginning of the century, when she
was carrying on her great wars with Napo-
leon 1., was but £115,000,000,and in 1855,
at the time of the Crimean war, was but
£308,000,000,it had risen in 1855 to £396,
000,000, and in 1875 rose to £571,000,000.
