The March to Pretoria has Begun.

Tondon, May 6.—Lord Robert’s advance
is continued steadily with a front forty
miles wide. Lord Roberts himself reached
the Vet River with Pole Carew’s division on
Saturday night. The Boers“were in consid-
erable force on the northern bank, but their
position was turned by Hutton's Mounted
Infantry after three hours’ cannonade. Hut-
ton's troopers crossed the river under a hot
fire and their gallantfy has received official
recogpition. Two additional brigades are
well abreast of Pole-Carew’s division, but
farther east, so that Lord Roberts has virtu-
ally four brigades and a strong mounted
force on the extreme left of his lines, and is
probably heading for Smaldeel station on the
railway. General Hamilton on the extreme
right was in action on Friday and succeeded
in preventing the janction of two Boer
forces. The chief feature of the engagement
was a charge by three bodies of mounted
troops, with the Household Cavalry well in
front; the Boers were routed, and their
losses were severe. Thisis one of the few
instances during the eampaign of a success-
ful onset by cavalry in the old-fashioned
tactice. MacDonald’s Highland Brigade
also did brilliant work under cover of the
naval guns, and the Black Watch retrieved
its reputation, which was clouded at Magers-
fontein without its having a chance to show
its mettle. Gen. Hamilton’s victory was
complete, and the troops under him resumed
the advance on Saturday toward Little Vet,
aiming, apparently, to get astride of the
road which leads {rom Winburg to Lady-
brand.

Gen. French is not mer 'ioned in the cffici-
al despatches, but he will probably turn up
in the centre of Roberts’ line.

Young men are now playing a great part
in the diflicult operations. French, Ham-
ilton and Pole-Carew had hardly been heard
of before ‘ this campaign, but they are now
leading the way to. Pretoria.

A remarkable feature of the operations
now in progress is the use made of mounted
troops. Cavalry and mounted infantry are
now found at every turn, forcing the pae-
sage of rivers, flanking Boer positions and
charging at full tilt. The magnitnde of the
mounted force with Gen Roberts surprises
every military writer and it is not stracge
that Lord Roberts halted a good many weeks
at Bloemfontein when he had such an im-
mense force to put in the saddle.

The northward advance has only partly
cleared the eastern flank., At Thaba N'Chu
there were two reconnaissances on Saturday
by Rundle’s mounted force, but the Boers
still remain on the kopjes east of the town,
although in greatly reduced force. Gen.
Brabant isstill in the south, and Chermside's
headquarters are still reported to be at
Dewet’s Dorp.

Gen. Huater’s advance from Vaal River
has been 0pposed by the Boers and General
Barton’s brigade was heavily eogaged on
Saturday. A turning movement had evi-
dently been anticipated and the Boers were
strongly entrenched for four miles on a line
of kopjes. Gen. Barton’s brigade made a
series of gallant attacke, and carried one hill
after another. The strength of Gen. Hunter'’s
force is not accurately known, but can hard-
ly be lees than 10,000.

With Barton and Hamilton’s battles and
Pole Carew’s passage of the Vet, the cam-
paign has been opered with renewed vigor
all along the line except in Natal, and while
the British troops are skilfully led there are
no siges that the Bers are losing courage.
They are heavily outnumbered but are fight-
ing well.

¥From more than one source it is reported
that Lord Roberts does not aasticipate any
serious opposition south of the Vaal River.
The S:andard’s telegram says the Free Stat-
ers are tired of the war and are alarmed for
their property, and the Transvaalers recog-
nize the impossibiliry of continuiog the
struggle in the southern republic. This im-
pression is to a certain extent borne out by
reports from Lourenzo Marquez to the effect
that General Botha considers the Free Stat
ers to be completely demoralized. Accord-
ing to a telegram from Copenhagen, Kruger
himself takes a gloomy view of the republi-
can prospects.. Two months ago the Trans-
vaal president appeared to Norwegian officers
who paid-him a visit, to be very old and
broken and to recognize the futility of the
Boer opposition.

No confirmation has yet been received of
the report from Bloemfontein that Winburg
bas been occupied by Gen. Hamilton.

The Express correspondent. with Gen.
Hunter in his'account of the operations of
the Mafekiog relief column, states that the
Irish brigade was in action on Friday. ,This
is interesting as it suggested that Gen. Hart
is assisting Gen. Hunter. The last time
that the commander of the Irish brigade was
heard of was in conjunction with Gen. Bra-
bant, in the advance from the south for the
relief of Wepener.

London, May 8, (1a. m.)—The onrush of
(General Robert’s army continues. The left
wing advanced Sunday from Vet to Small-
deep withont meeting any resistance. The
Boers had retreated towards Kroonstadt,
their rear guard being ten miles away. They
had left behind a large quantity of forage
and railway material, and the British had
also captured a Maxim gun and 25 prisoners.
Roberts, who has become a great Imperial
ist, lays stress upon the gallantry of Can-
adian and other colonial troops in forcing
the passage of the Vet river under a hot
shell and musketry fire, and special corres
pondents supply details which serve -to
prove that there is honorable emulation
among them and that it is hard to hold any
of them back. Qaeenslanders were con-
spicuous for bravery. Smalldeep is about
one-fifth of the distance between Bloemfon-
tein and Pretoria, and Kroonstrdt is another
fifth. As Winburg is reported unofficially
to have been occupied Sunday by the right
wing under Hamilton, after a sharp fight
and a hot pursuit, and as the Boers retired
the same day from positions east of Thaba
Nchu and left Rundle’s division free to
march northward there is nothing to retard
Robert’s advance. His two wings are closer
together that they were when the northwatd °
advance was begun a week ago, and unless
there is an eastward divieion to Senekal both
calumns can head for the Zand river and be
massed at Kroonstadt. Hamilton’s march
to Winburg was conducted with great spirit,
and he had hard fighting on the way. De-
tails of the cavalry charge and work of the
Highland brigade are heginning to come in.
Hamilton’s management of the troops was
excellent, and the finest qualities of British
cavalcy snd infantry were brought out in his
pureuit of the enemy after the battle.

The battle is reported to have been sharp
and harassing. The Boers fell back so
rapidly that they |could not carry off two
guns which the British captured. Roberts
has not reported cfiicially upon the move-
ments of the right 'wing since Friday, but
despatches respecting the ocoupation of Win-
burg comes from his camp. There has been
a theory among military men that Roberts
would send a strong column through Senekal
and Bethlehem to Harrismith, and open a
way for the passage of a portion of Buller’s
force across the mountains into the Free
State. Buller has three divisions, and ex-
perts have not believed that they would re-
main idle in front of Biggarsberg, but would
co-operate actively with Roberts in the Free
State operations. The next few days will
settle this disputed question. Hia convic-
tion that his northward march would draw
off the Boers from their entrenched positions
at Thaba N’Chu has been justified by their
retreat northward and eastward. Rundle
has occupied without sacrifice of life this
impregnable line of high hille, which could
only have been taken with heavy losses by
frontal attacks. Roberts does not ask bis
men so work miracles, but studied closely
the dynamics of the science of war.

It is not improbable that the siege of
‘Mafeking may be abandoned before Hunter’s
“column is within measurable distance of the
town. There are already rumors from
Pretomia that the Boer forces will be called
south and there will be a general concentra-
tion of burghers against Roberts on the Vaal
river. Hanter, in the meantime, is still
marching on and driviog the Boers before
him. Details of Barton’s engagement with
the Boers at Ruidall, show that the Fusilier
battalions fought with steadiness and pluck,
and that the Imperial Yeomanry, under
Myrick, pursued the enemy mile after mile
when the kopjes were taken, The Boer
force is estimated at 8000, and it was driven
from strong posiiions and vigorously fol-
lowed toward Fourteen Streams. Next day
s jonction had been effected with Paget’s
force, which has been blocked at Warrenton.
The losses to Hunter's columu have been

The State of Massachusetts is trying to
purloin our Nova Scotia Mayflower as the
emblem of the Bay State.

Thos. F. Anderson in the Boston 7Tran-
cript says of this proposed sacrilege:

* The editorial suggestion in this evening's
Transcript that those who are so strenuously
endeavoring to have the Mayflower adopted
as the floral emblem of Massachusetty, *‘em-
ploy a diplomatic person or committee to
persuade Nova Scotia to relinquish her hold
on the Mayflower so that we may have it
exclusively for ourselves,” strikes me as
quite the coolest proposition that has yet
been advanced along that line,

‘A committee charged with such a mission
would cut a pretty figure derecending upon
the peaceable and neighbourly Nova Sco-
tians and sayiog to them, in effect: “Ex
cuse ue, cousins, but would you kindly let us
have your Mayflower for-our State emblem?
we know that you have cherished it as your
own national emblem, these many years; we
are quite aware that your poets have wristen
songs about it, that your government offi-
cials have stamped it upon your copper ceins,
that the beautiful flower has a place upon
your provincial flag, that your novelists and
essayists have so many times written of your
province affectionately as ‘che land of the
Mayflower,’ and that every one of you, from
your school children up, cherish a tender
and sentimental regard for the pretty flower
that ‘blooms amid thesnows.’ Nevertheless
brothers and sisters, we want that flower for
ourselves, and we want it badly. There are
lots of other wild flowers lying around loose,
and any old thing will do for you.”

The temperature of liquid air would be
decidedly warm compared with the clean cut
frigidity of such a rcquest as this, and while
our neighbors in Nova Scotia are proverbial-
ly the soul of hospitality, and willing to re-
-main on friendly terme with us, despite our
discourteous alien laws and barbaric tariff
regulations, there must he some point at
which they will feel obliged to draw the
line.

Fancy the contempt with which the Gen-
eral Court of Massachusetts would regard
the Legislature of Nova Scotia, should the
latter vote to hang up a “‘sacred codfish” on
the walls of the House of Assembly; and yet
the Nova Scotians would be as fully justitied
in doing that as we would be in adopting the
Mayflower as our emblem, for certainly the
codfish industry is quite as important to the
Province of Nova Scotia as it is to the State

of Massachuserts, and quite as much so as

the vending of Mayflowers is to the people
of Plymouth. =

There is little danger of Nova Scotia vio-
lating our codfish copyright in this manner,
however. She has always tried to be fore-
hand and original in these thinge, and per-
haps the best proof of this is found in the
fact that she adepted the Mayflower for her
ogn many years before any other Canadian
Province or American state awoke to the
wsthetic value of the fragrant flower.

No! a reguest like this would probably be
a little too much for Nova Scotian equanim-
ity and forbearance. The province by the
sea has given her timber lands into alien
hande—for a consideration—and has reluc-
tantly given thoueands of her brightest sons
and daughters to Massachusetts. There is

little left to her now, save honor—and the

Majyflower.

At the Great Fair,

Paris, May 7.—Although the Exposition
is not yet anywhere near completion, or in
real readi for any politan sight-
seer to enjoy, and although nobody can tell
when it will be ready, there are some ex-
traordinary features connected with this
unreadiness which cannot fail to be of inter-
est. For example, the famous Eiffel tower,
which was fully ready for the Exposition
opening day in 1899, and which thus solved
a great problem as to what should be the
Fair's overtewering novelty, is still a com-
manding feature, but is utterly unprepared
to do business. Visitors are only allowed on
the first platform, as the higher elevators
are being prepared.

Saturday a painter fell from the top, 1000
feet. Companions claim they saw him
jamp, but others deny this. Anyway, he
cleared the widespreading base. The victim
was reduced to pulp.

Accidents at the grg@ipds pow occur daily,
the average being six, with frequent fatali
ties. Since the beginning of operations
1120 men have been seriously injured, 756
permanently. There have been 114 fa-
talities.

The attendance everywhere has been
much below expectatione, averaging 45,000
daily. Entrance tickets to the fair have
fallen from 20 to 11 and 12 cents. A new
regulation admits childrea under seven
gratis.

Music has not been provided at the expo-
sitjon yet except by the cafes, all of which
have ecattered tables outside ynder the trees
and boast orchestras,

Several papers publish estimates of what
a person must pay when onee within the
grounds. The @uahos calculates that to see
the fair with reasonable thoroughness will
cost §120.

The Figara figures that a visit to every
attraction costs $284 for tickets alone.

In the so-called Midway, Oriental unclean-
liness is beautifully illustrated. Unless im-
mediate steps are taken toward enforcing
sanitation the Trooadero will soon be more
forbidding than the lowest corner in Constan-
tinople or Jerusalem.

The Persian theatre on the other side of
the river is a part of the Persian official
palace, and it is said the dances given there
will be really worth while. The Shah has
sent 30 handsome young dancers to initiate
us into the highest form of Peérsian recrea-
tion.

With foreigners pouring in by every ship
and every train, deluded by false promises,
the present condition of things amounts to
positive swindling. Already many Ameri-
cans who spent two weeks here have been
driven away by the high prices without hav-
ing seen anything of the Exposition.

The American Pavilion will he inaugu-
rated about May 10. Commissioner Peck is
applying the ecrews on the sluggards in
every American section, thereby securing
more rapid progress than is perceptible else-
where; Charles 8imme, of Dayton, O., who
has charge of the United States Publishers’
building, is also educating French working-
men into comprehension of what real work
means. This important part of the Exhibi-
tion will open next week.

A famine of clean linen is more disturbing
to Parisians than the incomplete condition
of the Kxposition grounds. KEight thousand
Paris washerwomen have struck for higher
wages and shorter hours, and serious incon-
venience has already been caused. The
hotel managers and keepers of restaurants
bitterly complain that & half of their linen
is not returped from the wash, and families
also are feeling the pinch. The strike com-
menced at Boulogne-sor-Seine and spread to
several other environs where lsundries are
situated. The laundry work people around
Paris number between 20,000 and 30,000,
and if the strikers succeed in securiog their
adhesion the mass of Parisians will have to
go unwashed,

The Nicaragua Canal.

Washington, D. C., May 2—The House of
Representatives to-day, at the conclusion of
the most stormy debate of the present session
of Congress, passed the Nicaraguan Canal
Bill by the overwhelming vote of 225 to 35.
All attempts to retain in the bill the lan-
guage of the original bill for the fortification
of the canal and tostill further strengthen
the language on that line were balked.

Much excitement reigned throughout the
day and several times bitter words were
used. The excitement reached its climax in
a highly dramatic ecene between Mr. Hep-
burn and Mr. Cannon when the former used
“lie’ and ‘llar’ as he denounced the distin-
guished chairman of the appropriations com-
mittee for ‘attempting to dishonor him.’
The bill in part as it passed the House is as
follows :—

‘Be it enacted, etc., that the President of
the United States be, and is hereby author-
ized to acquire from the states of Costa Rica
and Nicaragua, for and in behalf of the
United States, control of such portion of
territory now belonging to Costa Rica and
Nicaragua, as may be desirable and neces-
sary, on which to excavate, ‘construct, and
protect a canal of such depth and capacity
a8 will be sufficient for the movements of
ships of the greatest tonnage and draught
now in use, from a point near Gieytown on
the Caribbean Sea, via Lake Nicaragua to
Breto, on the Pacific Ocean, and such sum
as may be necessary to secure such control s
hereby appropriated out of any money in
the treasury not otherwise appropriated,

“That the sum of $10,000,000 is hereby
appropriated out of any money in the trea-
sury not otherwise appropriated, toward the
project herein contemplated, and the Secre-
tary of War is further hereby authoriged to

‘| enter into a contract or contracts for mater-

ials and work that may be deemed necessary
for the proper excavation, construction,
completion and defence of said canal, to be
paid for as appropriations may from time to

aggregate $140,000,000.

Terrible Utah Mining Disaster.

Salt Lake, Utah, May 2.—Nearly three
hundred lives were lost in the explosion in
mine No. 4 of the Pleasant Valley Coal Co.
yesterday at Scofield, Utah. Over two hur-
dred bodies have already been recovered.
The work of rescue is still proceeding, al-
though there is no hope that any of the men
who are unaccounted for escaped death.
The ecene of the disaster is just outside this
E{llce on the line of the Rio Grande Western

ailroad. The explosion which occarred in
the winter quarters of the mine, is attribut-
ed by some to the blowing up of a number
of cans of blasting powder.
