sue in the neighboring republic and is 
causing much disturbance in certain 
sections of the country. In a small 
tow n in Mississippi a colored postmis­
tress, who had held the office for years 
was asked to resign simply on account 
of her color. Two other colored men, 
one a physician, the other a merchant’s 
clerk, were requested to leave for the 
reason that they held "white men’s 
jobs.” This has been followed by an 
organized campaign for driving out 
thrifty classes of negroes holding lands 
in certain counties of Mississippi and 
Texas.

President Roosevelt has been called 
upon to defend his position in appoint­
ing a colored man to be collector of 
customs of the port of Charlestown. 
Another perfectly innocent act on the 
president's part, which drew down 
anathemas upon his head, was an in­
vitation to dine at the White House ex­
tended to Booker T. Washington, the 
superintendent of the Tuskegee Institute 
(for colored students.) Mr. Washing­
ton’s dusky color is the only bur to his 
recognition in that “polite society” 
which protests against his entrance, as 
he is a man of culture and intellect.

A reception was held at the White 
House the other evening in honor of 
Congress and the Judiciary, and invi­
tations to go were sent out to the fash­
ionable and official society of the Cap­
ital. There are in the District of Co­
lumbia a few negro office holders, and

CASH SALE!Mr. Williams is a very forcible speak­
er. He referred to the different systems 
of governing the liquor traffic in the 
various countries and said that the 
Canada Temperance Act was as good 
as any devised. He understood that 
only three Counties in the Province 
were permitted to sell intoxicants by 
license, and based his remarks on the 
text often seen on British Emblems, 
“What we have we hold.” He urged 
the temperance workers to stand unit­
ed in supporting the Canada Temper­
ance Act, as the best thing short of 
prohibition, and to leave no stone un­
turned to wipe out the last vestige of 
the license in the Province. He con­
demned high license proposals, which 
he characterized as a high humbug, 
and also the Gothenburg system, and 
warned the temperance workers against 
division of opinion on the various new 
temperance measures.

During the meeting music was ren­
dered and at the close a collection was 
taken up. Rev. Renj. Hills made a few 
remarks at the close of the Most Worthy 
Patriarch’s address and extended an 
invitation to all present to identify 
themselves w ith the order of S. of T.

It is stated that 
negro office holders had been invited 
on former similar occasions, but had 
always before contented themselves 
with the empty honor of receiving the 
Presidential cards, and had not ven­
tured to accept such invitations. This 
time, encouraged by the President's 
attitude on the colour question, they 
thought they would try it. The result 
was practical ostracism by all the rest 
of the gathering.

The lynchiugs of colored men which 
have taken place so frequently of late 
are but another expression of the mal­
ice and hatred bestowed on this unfor­
tunate race. President Roosevelt will 
need all the strenuousness and perspi­
cacity of judgment with which he is 
credited to deal with this question 
w hich already w ears so serious an as­
pect. In the stand which he will take 
he will be supported by the better part 
of his people, North and South, for, 
however unpleasant the theory of so­
cial equality may be, the dictates of 
justice and humanity forbid placing 
stumbling blocks in the path of any in­
dividuals who by honest industry and 
persevering efforts are struggling in the 
face of many obstacles to raise them­
selves to a position of respectability 
and useful living.

REED BROS.APPlE shippers losses awaiting 
BvNa fide claim.

At the meeving of the X. S. F. (j 
Association, recently convened at Mid­
dleton, jN. £>., Uroi. tiobertson, Loin 
missioner of Agriculture, Ottawa, in 
the course of an address said, that 
the Apple Shippers who lost money 
througU the steamship companies not 
carrying out the obligation entered in­
to with the Farmers oi this valley, as 
stipulated in the Government con­
tract, were in a position to be indem­
nified, if they would combine their 
losses and forward them to the Gov­
ernment in the form of an invoice. 
Thai the Government would then re­
tain a sufficient part of the subsidy 
from the steamship company to recoup 
the farmers for their losses.

On the strength of this a committee 
appointed from the Fruit Growers 

Associatioir^to enquire into the losses 
during the past year.

Shippers who were losers through 
negligence on the part of the trans­
portation companies, are required to 
make out a correct statement, one 
that they will be prepared to take 
oath to, as being a bona fide claim, 
without self in the balance. The com­
mittee have power to throw out any 
claim that they may consider not le­
gitimate, as such claims will only 
thwart the undertaking.

SCHOOL BOARD MEETING.

—A blustering northeaster set in yes­
terday morning which left behind a 
welcome covering of snoxv for our bare 
roads, and sleighing and sledding are 
noxv resumed. Other parts of the p 
ince have been haying a superabund 
of snow. From Ingonish and Cape 
North the snow is reported eleven and 
txvtlve feet deep but the crust is so hard 
that travelling is not impeded. The old- 
time winter has beaten the record for 
many seasons.

—The Bishop of Nova Scotia has ap­
pointed Sunday, April 26th as the day 
for the consecration of St. James’ 
church. On Saturday, 25th, he will ad­
minister the rite of confirmation. Clas­
ses in preparation for this arc being 
held in the school-room at Carleton’s 
Corner (by kind 
trustees) and on 
St. James’ school-room, Bridgetown. 
The classes commence at 7.30 and are 
open to the public.

The annual meeting of the School 
Board was held in the 
office of the Town Clerk, Monday after­
noon. Mr. Fred R. Fay xvas ie-elected 
chairman. Mr. Fay has been associa­
ted with our public schools, either in 
the position of Trustee or Commission­
er for fifteen years, and has given a 
large part of his time to this very im­
portant work.

It xvas the unanimous decision of the 
Board that one of the rooms in the 
basement should be fitted up for man­
ual training w ork, and that the Board 
would co-operate with one or two of 
our sister towns in the securing of the 
services of a teacher.
