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Section 3.—No patentees or their agents or agent for the
sale of railway supplies shall occupy the attention of any
Club meeting in the interest of the device in which they are

lly or financially interested, unless they are especially
invited to do so by a majority vote of the members present
or by consent of a majority of the Executive Committee, and
the article they represent forms a part of the subject for dis-
cussion.
MEMBERSHIP,

Section 4.—The membership of this Club shall consist of
persons interested in any department of railway service,
engineering or kindred interest, or persons recommended by the
Executive Committee.

Section 5.—Persons elected by a majority vote of the
Executive Committee shall become members on payment of
the annual fees for the current year. Subscription of persons
becoming members during the months of October, November
and December will entitle them to membership for the ensuing
year.

Section 6.—The membership shall continue until written
resignation is received by the Secretary, unless forfeited by
non-payments of fees.

Section 7.—Persons may be elected to honorary member-
ship in this Club by the unanimous vote of the members present
at any regular meeting, and shall be entitled to all privileges
of membership, but shall be excluded from payment of the
annual fees.

OFFICERS.

Section 8.—The officers of this Club shall consist of a
President, Vice-President, a Second Vice-President and Exe-
cutive Committee of seven members, one of whom shall be
the immediate past President, and an Audit Cummittee of
three members and the Secretary-Treasurer.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

Section 9.—The officers shall be elected by ballot at the
Annual Meeting in December of each year or until their suc-
cessors are chosen.

Section 10.—At the meeting preceeding the Annual Meetin
a nominating committee of five shall be elected, who shaﬁ
sent at the Annual Meeting nominees for each office to be
ed; it shall be the privilege of any member of the Club
to nominate other candidates, the nominee receiving the high-
est number of votes for each office, to be declared elected.
