Four. of Medical Sciences
for 1878 contains a report of twenty-
two cases of persons who had been
tattooed by one James Kelly, who
had mucous patches in his mouth ;
of these, fifteen contracted syphilis,
evidently from the needles used

y | baving been moistened with saliva

during the operation. Men em-
ployed as glass blowers pass the
blow-pipe from one to another, and
so frequently do theybecome poison-
ed from mucous patches in the
mouths of one of the workmen that
it is necessary to have separate
mouth-pieces for every one employ-
ed. It is not unusual to find in
medical journals and text-books,
notes, such as follows: “ A young
man brought his sweetheart to be
treated for a hard, excoriated, glo-
bular lump upon her lip, which
failed to get well under assiduous
care during many weeks. It got
well promptly under treatment for
syphilis.”  “The gentleman had
mucous patches in his mouth.”
“ Within the last eighteen mounths
I have met with four cases where
there was undoubted proof of the
acquirement of syphilis through
mediate contagion. One, a young
lady, with the initial lesion on the
lower lip, acquired from her lover’s
kiss.”

Prof. Segmund, of Vienna, saw

e |seventy-three cases of syphilis of

the lips, between 1861 and 1867,
and they were not confined to the
substratum of society, but were in
all ranks. The causes assigned were
pipes, drinking vessels, kissing, and
similar means.
