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2. In determining to which State a person is to be extradited,

the Requested State shall have regard to ail relevant circurnstances

and, ini particular, ta:

a> the relative seriousness of the affences, if the requests

relate ta different 0f fences;

b> the time and place of commission of each of fence;

c> the respective dates of the requests;

d) the nationality of the person; and

e) the ordinary place of residence of the person.

ARTICLE XIII

Surrender of Person ta be Extradited

1. The Requested State shahl, as soon as a decision on
the request for extradition has been made, communicate that decision

to the Requesting State. Reasons shall be given for any complete

or partial rejection of an extradition request.

2. When extradition of a persan for an affence is granted,

the persan shahl be removed f rom a point oaf departure in the -'X

terrîtory of the Requested State convenient to bath Contracting
States.

3. The Requesting State shaîl remove the persan f rom the
territory of the Requested State within such reasonable period
as the Reguested State apecifies. If the person is mot removed
within that period, the Requested State may refuse ta grant extradition
for the same of fence.
