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off their farms. Our 33,000 farms maintain
a populâlion of 150,000. Tbey produce 7,000,000
pounds of dairy butter, which is not bad for
a small province. So I do not tbink we are so
badly off in our province. We produce the
finest apples grown in Canada, with a pro-
ductive capacity of 2,000,000 barrels a year, the
greater portion of wbich has in the past gone
to the United Kingdom; but now that the
wbole of Canada bas become acquainted with
our apple juice, we are looking forward to
miarkets for that produet witbin Canada.

On motion of Mr. Isnor the debate was
adj ourned.
