supervisory commission staff, an investiga-
tion was instituted and the individuals con-
cerned were brought back to Canada to be
questioned by the appropriate authorities.
Written confessions were obtained from them
and they were suspended from the Depart-
ment of External Affairs, pending final
investigations and dismissal. Under Canadian
law dismissal is the extent of the punishment
which can be given in the case of these two
men.

The Department of Justice and the Depart-
ment of External Affairs have been con-
sidering the extension of extraterritorial
jurisdiction over Canadian government em-
ployees abroad. Last summer the commission
on uniformity of legislation, consisting of
the assistant deputy attorneys general or
senior solicitors of the provinces examined
this proposal, and detailed legislation is now
being prepared to amend the Criminal Code
in this respect.

(b) There was no question of diplomatic
immunity involved in the case of any of
the Canadians, civilian or military, who were
alleged to have been engaged in smuggling.
These activities were discovered by the
Canadian authorities and dealt with by them
as expeditiously as possible. All those con-
cerned were returned to Canada where a
full scale investigation into the allegations
made against them could be carried out.

The local authorities made no representa-
tions to the Canadian authorities concerning
these allegations and therefore the question
of their liability under the laws of another
country has never been raised.
