Miss Flora MacDonald (Kingston and the Islands):
Mr. Speaker, first of ail, I wonder if the minister would be
prepared to answer my question as to whether he will
table the feasibiiity study which has been prepared. Quite
apart from the feasibility study which was prepared in
Canada, did the minister receive or, to his knowledge, did
any member of the government receive a specific proposai
from the French officiais for the establishment of an
enriched uranium plant in the James Bay area, as was
requested by the Prime Minister during his visit to France
hast autumn?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister cf Energy, Mines
and Resources): Mr. Speaker, on the last point, I would
have to confirm it with the Prime Minister. Certainiy, I
have not received a specifîc proposai. As has been said
many times in the House, this study has been carried out
by Canadian Pacific, Séru, and the James Bay Corpora-
tion. It is not a French government study and it is not the
preperty of the Canadian gevernment to table. I wouid be
prepared to inquire from the three parties whose property
it is as te whether they are prepared to have it tabled, and
if we have their consent I would be quite happy to do so.

Welf are): Mr. Speaker, a special leaflet is to be sent to
each and every old age pension recipient together with
their pension cheque for September, I think. Application
forms will accompany these cheques, se that ail guaran-
teed income supplement recipients who are eligible under
the act may apply. Furthermore, ail others who may f eel
they are otherwise eligible for this service should apply
through their local old age security pension office. How-
ever, ahl pensioners will receive the necessary information
during September, s0 that they can submit an immediate
application which will permit us to send these cheques as
planned, for October, when this new program cornes into
f orce.

ADMINISTRATION 0F JUSTICE

SUGGESTED REVIEW 0F PAROLE REGULATIONS-
GOVERNMENT POSITION

Mr'. Eldon M. Woolliams (Calgary North). Mr. Speaker,
I would like te ask the Minister cf Justice a question on a
matter over which he has joint jurisdiction with the
Solicitor General. We now have the evidence cf the Jef-
feroy case, the escapee who went te Spain on his honey-
moon, as members will recali, the Head case and now the
Wayne case in Vancouver. Will the minister immediately
review the parole regulations, and change them if neces-
sary, and indeed the day pass regulations se that society
will be protected which, I believe, has a higher priority
and is more important than ail this tenderness toward the
violent of fender?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister cf Justice): Mr. Speaker,
the government is indeed concerned about this area of the
iaw and is reviewing it carefully. It is, of course, some-
what unf air to ignore the f act that the ordinary techniques
cf rehabilitation, including parole, are designed in fact te
protect society by giving us a better chance of having
people who return to society rehabilitated te be better
members of it. That has te be baianced and should net be
forgotten by highlighting particular incidents in one or
two situations where failure has occurred. I say that,
hewever, without withdrawing from my opening state-
ment that obviously this very important area of the law is
under review now.

Eldon M. Woolliams (Calgary North): Because
members cf this House on the government side as welî as
on our side are concerned about this matter, will the
Minister cf Justice assure the House, and indeed the
public, that when he brings in amendments te the Crimi-
nai Code which will prevent an appeal court from revers-
ing a verdict of acquittai on a charge under the Criminal
Code by a jury, he will net bring in changes in the
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
