GRAIN HAN DLING PROBLEMS

Question No. l, 144-Mr. Hnatyshyn:
Is the government aware of the statement made by the Dîrector of the

Processed Food Division of the Japanese Food Agencv in Vancouver recently
that "Canada citter cîcans up the .tggravating grain handling situation wbich is
a discredit to the Port of Vancouver or lapan wjlI turm to otter suppîters for its
wheat and barley supplies" and, if so. what action is thc government taking to
ensure that the negatîve resuits of snowslides, insufficient storage and loading
capacity and labour disputes wîll be overcome in the future"!

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport): As a result of
goverfiment awareness of West Coast grain handling problems,
the Canadian Transport Commission appointed a Grain Car
Co-ordinator to coordinate efforts to improve the tbroughput
of grain through Vancouver. More recently the Canadian
Wheat Board bas initiated a storage construction incentive
program wbicb bas led to proposals for the construction of an
additional 10.4 million bushels storage capacity. Tbis wiIl
significantly improve our west coast grain througbput. At the
same time efforts are also being directed at achieving a more
consistent use of the elevator at Prince Rupert. The Canadian
Wheat Board storage incentive program bas been extended for
Prince Rupert wbile tbe Canadian Grain Commission bas
requested proposais from tbe grain trade aimed at ensuring a
better utilization of tbis facility. Botb railways bave ongoing
programs aimed at stabilizing rock walls and reducing slide
problems in tbe Fraser Canyon. At tbe same time, new rail
interconnections bave been constructed in the Vancouver area.
These actions wilI bave tbe effect of reducing, if not eliminat-
ing, many of tbe rail delays that bave occurred in tbe past.
Vancouver port labour problems bave been tbe focus of rnucb
attention in recent years. Thanks to consistent efforts by ail
concerned there bas been a steady improvement in labor
relations at tbe port. In summary tbe government is aware of
tbe past problems of moving grain tbrougb tbe west coast and
bas in band programs designed to reduce tbese problems.
