relation to the affairs of the corporation. The directors may by
resolution, award special remuneration to any director of the
corporation other than a director who is employed in the
Public Service or a director who is a full-time officer of the
corporation undertaking any work or service on behalf on the
corporation beyond that ordinarily required of a director.”
