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The political discussion and the policy process reflectcd in
the destroyed material have a value to Canadians, including
myseif, far beyond any cash payment made to me. The loss is
devastating and can neyer be justified. Attempts by
bureaucrats, the media and the opposition to pretcnd these
papers stil exist are irresponsible in the extremne.

Honourable senators, I should like to move a motion calling
upon the Senate to refer the matter to the Standing Comrnittee
on Privileges, Standing Rules and Orders.
