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62. If at six o’clock the business is not
concluded, the Speaker, or the Chairman of
the Committee of the Whole, leaves the Chair
until half-past seven, saying, “It being six
“o’clock, I leave the Chair.” R. 13; B. 214.

63. Sometimes, toward the close of the
Session, it is deemed desirable to have meore
than one sitting (called distinet sittings) on
the same day. The question then is: “ Tt is
“moved by the Honourable...... , seconded
“by the Honourable...... , That when the
“ Senate adjourns at. . ..it do stand adjourned
“until. ..., the same to be a distinct sitting
“of the Senate.” Sen. J. 27, pp. 174, 190;

64. A Senator may bring in a Bill after
the reading of Petitions, or later if there be no
question before the Chair; but a Private Bill
can only be brought in, after the Petition
therefor has been favourably reported upon
by the Committee on Standing Orders, Rs.
61, 113; M. 380; B, 494-583.
