YONGE WIDENING -
WOULD MAKE WORK

Start It Now, Say Ratepayers
of North Toronto in
Resolution.

ALD. SPENCE'S ADD.

Says Cofr;mission Govern-
ment Would Abolish All
Council Committees.

Therc was a comparatively small
attendante at the North Toronto rate-
payer® meeting on ‘Saturddy night
when Ald. F. 8. Spence spoke on com-
mission government, but the absentees
certainly missed one of the finest ad-
dresses heard at the town hall for a

long time. . :

“The whole question of commission
government is big and . and
while there is a lot attached to this
formi of government, a great deal de-
pends on the kind of men acting as
commissioners,” sald Mr. Spence.

In the United States’ commission
governments five men. are- appointed
for terms of three or five years.

' Defining thé word government, Mr.
Spence said it consisted: of three im-
portant functions: First, the making
of law; secondly. the administration

" of law and thirdly, the inlerpretation
of law. X |

Speaking of the British system of
government, he said it was, the result
of development for the pasi thou-
sand years, First, the Witanagemot,
when the people met together and
made laws, Then when the population
became too large a form of represen-
tation was inauguratéd which latterly
developed into houses of parliament.

. Abolish Committees.

Referring to municipal government.
Mr. Spence thought that the board of
control should work at the dictation
of the couneil, and @ll the so-called
committees shou'd be dispenscd with.

Dealing with commission government
in the States, the speaker roferred to
the accident resulting in a flood at
Galveston, Texas, which was the cause
of the first commission.

' He thought this form of government
resembled a mixture of Russlan auto-

" eracy and Swiss feferendum, and there
was a great lack of interest as com-
pared with our own. The three-year
term had a tendency to make the
commissioners arbitrary :and tyranni-
cal, and as soon as the public's inter-
est in gevernment affairs began to
wane that was when the weakness of
this government was shown.

States court here this week on a
charge of mutiny, were found guilty
by a jury today. Sentence will be im-
posed next Tuesday. The men found
guilty are John David' Reed, R. D.
Williams, Alvin Anderson, Joseph
Horsfell, Charles Lyons, John Edlin
and William Joyce

During the trial - the government
abandoned prosecution against six
other members of the crew, who had
also been indicted for mutiny.

The Manga Revel. under Captain
Townsend, sailed from Philadelphia
on Oct. 9 for San Francisco, and on
Nov. 9 returned to the Delaware
breakwater, wl.ere the ecaptain reported
that the crew had mutinied while the
bark was 1200 miles out at sed, and
that he and the first mate had been

Woman Who. Fainted on Her
- Own Grave Dies of
Cancer.

PARIS,: Jan. 10.—The death is re-
ported this evening of Mme.  Laure
Raynaud, who created some excite-
ment in Paris a few years ago by her
,extraordinary knowledge of a former
life.

Mme. Raynaud, who was forty-flve
years old. was -a nurse in a private
hospital  in Passy. A few years ago
she told the doctor that she knew
she had died at the age of nineteen
many yeéars before. She described the
town and the house in which .she had
lved.
Mme. Raymaud had never been out
of Franoce.

‘The doctor thought the town might
be Siena, in Italy, so he wrole to the
mayor of that ‘place and procured a
collection of photographs. In one of
them he recognized a house and a
ehurch exactly like those Mme. Ray-
naud described. She gave many de-
tails;: among others that she died in
1840, and that her death was due to
consumption. . 7 37

Without telling her where she was
going, the doctor took her to Siena.
The first day she arrived she walked
straight to the house slie had describ-
ed, and from there the church.
There ghe went to the tombstone of a
girl who dled -of consumption in 1840
at the age of nineteen, and fell on it
in a fainting fit." .

The Hard Luck Story of the
Widow With the Hotel at
Colpoys Bay.

OWEN SOUND, Jan. 10.--The slaughter
of hotel licenses, now come to be.an an-
nual affalr in Ontario, took place on
Monday last, and eighteen heads fell into
the basket. Outside of the trade, there
is little sympathy for the victims, for
the ordinary man

Curia, today rejected the apveal of ihe
Duchess de Talleyrand, formerly
Apna Gould of New York, from- the
verdict of the Rota tribunal annulling
her marriage to her first husband,
Ccunt Boni de Bastellane,

Anna ‘Gould was married to Count
Boni de Casztellane in 1895 and ob-
tained .a divorce from him in 1906
thru the civil courts of Paris. She
married the present Duke de Talley-
rand in 1908, {x

In 19810. Countl Boni applied to the
Vatican to huve his marriage to Anna
Gould annulled, On Dec. 26, 1911, the
application was rejected by the con-
gregiétion of the council.

In March, 1913, the Rota tribunal
reheard the case with fresh evidenece,
upon wilich it reversed the former de-
cre and thereby granced the annul-
ment to Count Bori.

The Duchess de Tallyrand appealed
to the Apostolic Segnatura tribunal,
which today rejected it and the an-
nulment of her -church marriage to

Count Boni tHerefore stands for the
