John Richardson, clerk of the 
county court of York died yesterday 
at the residence of his niece, 9 Water 
street, East Toronto, after an Hines» 
lasting several months.

Mr. Richardson, who was the clerk 
of the county court since 1904, was 
one of the best known men in York 
County of which he was warden in 
1886- In April, 1843, he was elected 
to the Scarboro Township Council 
and from 1878 to 1894 represented that 
township on the county council from 
which he retired to accept the nomin­
ation for the legislature. He then rep­
resented the riding of East York for 
ten years in the provincial house.

M.r Richardson was educated at 
Scarboro High School, Markham High 
School and Victoria College, and was 
a member of Washington Methodist 
Church, Scarboro- He never married 
and Is survived by three sisters, Mrs. 
Albert Barber, Cobourg, Mrs. E. 
Drape^and Mrs. Henry Ay lard of To­

He came to 
Canada from Ireland during his youth, 
and entered into business at Stratford, 
Ont., as a wholesale grocer, enjoying 
marked success and accumulating a 
considerable fortune.

In addition to his mercantile busi­
ness, he cleared up a large area of 
swampy timber limits In Perth County, 
and by a drainage system made the 
land cultlvatable. The liberality and 
thoughtfulness he displayed for his 
clients and business associates is still 
favorably remembered by many resi­
dents of that county.

Retiring from business in Stratford, 
he entered the firm of McBride, Cor­
coran • & O’Connor, distillers, Windsor, 
Ont- In* 1892 he was appointed bursar 
at the Mlmico Asylum, and afterwards 
occupied the same position at the Tor­
onto Asylum. It is 6ne of the bright 
spots in Canadian politics to note that 
altho Mr. COrcpran had long passed the 
civil service age limit, when a change 
of government took place his services 
were retained and he was honored 
with cordial appreciation 
well performed” up to the time of his 
death.

One unusual circumstance during his 
long life deserves special mention, the 
fact that he sacrificed a large part of 
his well-deserved fortune to sustain a 
business which had no claim upon him 
beyond the desire to benefit and keep

good faith with others who were In­
terested.

Mr. Corcoran was a Liberal of the 
old school, and was a warm friend of 
the late Alex. Mackenzie. In 1874 he 
unsuccessfully contested North Perth, 
and after the death of his wife and 
eldest son about 1881, he retired from 
active politics.

He is survived by three sons and six 
daughters—James L. of Stratford, F. 
P. of Chicago, Rev. Jos. A. of Montreal.
