A MILITARY VIGTORY FOR THE SULTAN.

Abdul Hamid Apparently Expects Conces-
sions in Regard to Crete.

‘Baturday’s Meeting of Ambassadqrs Lasted Three Hours—
The Porte’s Final Promptitude in Signing Said to Be Due to
the Impossibility of Further Maintaining the Army in Thes-
saly, Owing to the Immense Amount of Sickness Among the
Troops—-Greece Accepts the Situation Mcurnfully and Poli-
ticians Indulge in Recriminations—Cable News.

I;mdmi, Sept. 19.—At last an official
end has been put to the Greco-Turkish
avar, which really terminated some 15
weeks ago, by the Sultan yesterday af-
ternoon attaching his signature to. the
terms of peace. It took the ambassa-
dars of the powers more than twice as
leng to arrange them as the actual hos-
tilities lasted.,

At present the result of the strugsle
iz a military victory for the Sultan over
Greece, and undoubtedly the Sultan
hopes and intends to gain a reward for
yesterday afternoon’s act of complais-
ance in the shape of concessions in the
matter of Crete. This he plainly show-
ed in an interview with Signor Pansa,
the Ttalian Ambassador at Constanti-
nople, when he said that in return for
Turkey’s yielding in the matter of peace
he expected that the powers would show

. leniency concerning Crete.

Te¢ Signor Pansa’s suprised remark
tbat the autonemy of Crete, to which
Turkey had consented, had already been
agreed upon, the Sultan replied with a

gestur © expressing “We shall see.”

3 Meeting Lasted Three Hours.

Constantinople, Sept. 19.—The meeting
of the ambassadors yesterday occupied
three- hours, They d Tewtik Pasha,
Minister of Foreign Affairs, signed the
treaty ‘of peace, immediately after
shich Tewfik Pasha took the treaty 10
the Yildiz Kiosk for the signature of
the Sultan. : :

The Porte’s final promptitude in
signing the treaty is aserited to the im-
possibility of further maintaining the
army in Thessaly, owing to the great
fricrease of sickness among the troops.

It is understood that the strategic
frontier established by the treaty gives
to ‘Turkey the village of Kontzofian,
from rnwvhich the raid of the Ethnike (the
Greek national brotherhood) into Mace-
donia was made, which raid was the
immediate cause of the war.

It also gives to ®urkey all the heights
around the opening scemes of the war—
Zurkos, Gunitza, Meluna_ and Rapsani.
Turkey also claims the village of Neze-
xos and the lake of that name.

DRUNKENNESS IN ENGLAND

More Prevalent Among the Upper Ten
Than With the Industrial Classes.

London, Sept. 18 —The Inspector of
Inebriates, in a report just issued, con-
tends that the number of habitaal
drunkards in English society is greatly
underestimated, and adds:

“Immoderate drinking, though fright-

fully common among the industsial |

classes, is still more prevalent among
the upper ten.”

It is also certain that among women
of ajl classes drunkenness is inereising
rapidly. Out of 442 cases at the Dal-
rymple Home 101 were university men,
316 were well educated.235 were married
and the others were widowers or bache-
lors.  In 228 casés sociability eauased
the downfall, ill-hecalth caused the down-
fall in 26 cases and overwork caused
the downfall of 32 cases. In 55 per
cent. of the cases the excess was trace-
able to predisposing hereditary indica-
tions.

I8 RUSSIA IN THE GAME?
Seeret Correspondence Beiween the Czar’s

less ' than ten batteries of horse and
