washing of silk articles of any kind. Pre­
pare a suds of worm (not hot) rain water, 
and dissolve a little borax In It. Put the
Bilk in the water, and gently rub and 
squeeze till It is clean. If one water 18. 
not hot -enough to accomplish this, use 
two, then rinse thru two clear waters of 
the same temperature as the suds, putting 
a little bluing in the second. When It Is 
ready to wring, fold smoothly, wrap with 
n clean towel and pass thru the yvringer. 
If a little stlffnes%pls thought necessary, 
dissolve a little gum arable in water, and 
dip the silk In It after rinsing. Borax 
should always be added to the water in 
which silk Is washed, for it is the safest 
and best cleansing agent known, and will 
not Injure either color or fabric. When 
taken from the last water, smooth Jt out, 
and hang as carefully mi possible to avoid 
wrinkles. When nearly dry press each 
piece carefully with a thin piece of muslin ; 
or calico spread over It. Air the garments 
after they are ironed until they are thoroiy 
dry before putting them away. This Is the 
best way of washing silk handkerchiefs, 
silk stockings, children's silk slips, silk 
shirt waists or any of the washable silks 
that are employed so largely nowadays for 
all sorts of purposes.

It Is a melancholy thing to learn that the 
terns, the most beautiful birds ot the gull 
family, have been almost exterminated by 
agents of the milliners, and that these are 
about to begin their brutal work again for 
next winter’s millinery. How can women 
hear of such a slaughter of innocents, and 
countenance the demand for these free wild 
creatures of the lakes and seas? Is there 
not the plumage of all the birds we eat 
at their service, that they must sacrifice 
the gulls? But the gulls are not without 
friends. I see that the American Ornitho­
logists’ Union is taking the matter up, and 
Is calling for funds to be used in guarding 
the breeding places of the sea birds. The 
union has sent out a sketch of the service 
done by the gulls to the city of New York. 
The letter points out that from one hun­
dred thousand to a million gulls feed dally 
upon the refuse In New York harbor, and 
at the “dump” season they come In vast 
multitudes, filling a space covering miles, 
then settle on the waters In Immense white 
sheets. Says the writer: “Imagine what 
an Immense amount of putrid matter these 
birds, as big as hens, save the adjacent 
beaches. The union appeals to every bird- 
lover for money to be used In hiring war­
dens to protect the birds while nesting In 
their accustomed places on the coast of 
Madne, Long Island, New Jersey, Maryland 
and perhaps Florida and Vlrrinla.”

Glancing over the list of things Invented 
by women, one cannot bnt be struck with 
the triviality and unimportance of such In­
ventions. It .has been justly pointed out, 
too, that most feminine inventions are very 
largely Improvements upon existing articles. 
They include such things as Improvements 
In corsets, skirt supporters, lamp shades, 
Mr crimpers, lamp burners, bustles, dish­
washing machines, clothes boilers, wring­
ers, flat irons an$ cooking utensils gener­
ally. In medical appliances they have In­
vented numberless things which do not seem 
to have done much to assist the profession. 
Abdominal bandages and various sorts of 
spectacles are about the sum total of the 
woman Inventor’s work here, while she 
has dreamed of various instruments for 
beantdfylng the face and fingers, to judge 
by the articles for these purposes exhibit­
ed at the patent offices. Among the pieces 
of corfihlnatlon furniture invented by wo­
men are convertible chairs, wardrobe bed­
steads and folding beds ; but it Is when 
one learns of snch devices os a combination 
traveling bag and bath, tub, a combination 
stove-table-cabinet, a carriage and cradle, 
which may be either one or the other or
