On Wall Street.
There was still further lapse of Interest 

In the stock market today, as shown by 
the decline in the volume of dealings to 
helow a million shares for the first time 
since the late boom attained force. The 
market also gave evidence of further pro­
gress towards normal conditions. After 
the violence of the fluctuations haa sub­
sided, there Is likely to be a dull period 
and a gravitating tendency to a lower level 
unless some new factors of strength de­
velop to re-awaken outside buying demand. 
To-day the speculative contingent were In­
clined to look for s'icn a new Influence to 
the promised settlement of the Northern 
Pacific dispute. No authentic Information 
can be had as to the terms of the agree­
ment, but it is generally accepted in 
Wall-street that it will insure the safe­
guarding of the interests which deem them 
selves threatened by the Burlington deal, 
without detracting from the benefit of that 
deal to Its original projectors. The rapid 
progress reported to be making in the de­
posit of Burlington stock, to be exchanged 
for the proposed new bonds, seemed to 
Insure the rapid consummation of the Bur­
lington deal Itself. The effect of ‘this de­
velopment was most manifest in St. Paul 
and Rock Island. Northern Pacific, owing 
to the abnormal standing of that stock in 
the market, was not an index to the situ­
ation. The advance In St. Paul over last 
night’s level reached 7%, in Great North­
ern Preferred 6%, Northwest and Rock 
Island 4%. Another active centre of spec­
ulation was Amalgamated Copper, In 
which the buying was large, apparently, 
by Inside Interests, and regarding which 
various favorable items of news were pub­
lished during the day. The most import­
ant was the reported intention, of the Vice- 
Chancellor of iNew Jersey to dissolve the 
injunction against the absorption of the 
Butte and Boston and the Montana com- 
panies.

The stock advanced at one time 7ft. 
There were various other points of special 
strength, the causes of which were not al- 
wavs disclosed. Thus, International Pow­
er advanced 10%, Minneapolis and St. 
Louis, 7%, on expectations of a dividend 
Increase; American Express 9%, Consol!- 
dated Gas, 5%, Lake Bile and Western 
5*4, Iowa Central Preferred 5, and lull-
reports of needed rains In the South­
west were an early encouraging feature, 
and the growth of labor troubles caused 
some uneasiness, especially the candid ad­
mission by the leading publication In the 
Interest of the Iron trade that there may 
be widespread labor disturbances In that 
trade after July 1. The case In the money 
market was due entirely to the falling off 
in demand for speculation, as other causes 
are tending to a steady depletion of new 
York bank reserves.

J. J. Dixon has the fo lowing this even- 
lng from Ladenburg, Thalmann Sc Co., New
' The market opened generally higher this 
morning, and prices remained on a higher 
level all day, tho considerable Irregularity 
developed. There were, no new develop­
ments of any kind bearing on values, and 
much of the advance was attributed to 
buvlng to cover shorts. In the railroad 
list Union Pacific, the grangers and the 
Southwestern Issues were prominent, Wa- 
bash stocks taking a leading part In the 
last hour. The tractions were neavy in 
the morning, but rallied as the day wore 
on. Steel stocks were strong and active. 
Amalgamated Copper was In brisk demand, 
probably in expectation of the failure of 
the attempt to block the consolidation with 
other companies. Business was more quiet 
than It has been for many weeks, but the 
“street” is gradually regaining confidence, 
tho commission houses are still disposed to 
go cautiously. Arbitrage business was light 
and not noteworthy. Money was easy. De­
mand sterling, 4.88.

NORTHERN PACIFIC BONDS-
Union Pacific Director» Will Be 

Aeked to Take Over $60,000,000 
of the Stock.

New York, May 16.—The Commercial Ad­
vertiser says: “It is probable that the 
Union Pacific Railroad directors will be 
asked to take over the $60,000,000 of com­
mon and preferred stock of the Northern 
Pacific Company, which was recently pur­
chased by the Harrlman syndicate, avowed­
ly for the purpose of protecting Union 
Pacific investments. Should this large 
amount of Northern Pacific stock become a 
treasury asset of the Union Pacific, the 
latter company will doubtless issue addi­
tional convertible 4 per cent, lionds to be 
secured by the Northern Pacific stock. 
There are $100.000,000 of these convertible 
bonds authorized, and only $40,000,000 
issued.

“There Is a growing Impression that the 
Harrlman and Mofgan forces will settle 
the Northern Pacific controversy In a man­
ner that will give each party an Interest 
in both the Northern Pacific and the Union 
Pacific companies. Mr. Harrlman and his 
associates will have a good representation 
In the Northern Pacific directorate, and 
Mr. Morgan will have an equally Influential 
representation on the Union Pacific board."
