SHOOTS MAN WHO ANNOYS
"HUSBAND HAD Akim o R

' Ingersoll Woman Fires Three

$hots at David McGee, an Ex-
Convict, and Instantly Kills
Him—Was Trylag to Enter Her
Home and Ignored Warnings.

Woodstock, July 18.—(Special.)—In an

undertaker’s room at Ingersoll lie the’

remains of Dave McGee, son ¢ M.
and Mrs. John McGeg of Toronto, for-
merly wvesidents of thig city. At police
peadquarters Mrs. EmelineKyle, wife
of Robert Kyle, an Ingersol] mechanic,
is in custody charged with his murder.
She admits the killing, stating that she
fred three revolver shots at him for

peif-protection. The tragedy oceurred
at her home on Whiting-street, the first
shot being. fired while McGee was at
the back door of hes home. The fatal
shots were discharged, however, while
he was on the sidewalk some distance
from the house, and this makes the
erime serious for Mrs, Kyle. Death wasg
jrstantaneous. The accused, interview-
ed by The World, said that McGee per
sisted in calling at her home and an-
poying her- Fimally he became obnoxi
ous and was ordered away, He refused
to go, and thetragedy was the resuit.

According to the evidence to be sub-
mitted at the Iinquest: McGee was
pround the Kyle home frequently dur-
ing the past three weeks, since he ar-
rived in town from Toronto. He re-
fused to heed the warnings not to re-
turn, and as a consequénce Mrs. Kyle
had kept her house locked up the last
three days. McGee, it appears, had been
drinking and had threatened to smash
the furniture if nof allowed admissicn.

This morning Robert Kyle left his
home as usual at 7 o’clock to go to the
condensing factory, where he is em-
pioyed, two blocks distantt He had
only commenced work when a boy raa
into the factory and cried: ‘There is
trouble at your house. Go home at
once.” What had occurred is here re-
iated in Kyle’'s own words.

Kyle’s Story.

“I ran over to the house and saw sev-
eral people gathered, 1 asked what was
the matter and they said: ‘Look here, a
man has been shot’ I ran out of the
house and saw McGee lying on the
walk, dead. I asked how it happened
and wag told that McGee tried to enter
the house as soon as my wife opened
the back door to begin her washing.
She told him not to come in and tmme-
d@iztely ran to another room for a revol-
ver, As she came back McGee was in
the back door. She firedq and missad.
McGee ran out and started down the
sidewalk a way. He then began to re-
turn and my wife ordered him to stop.
He refused, and she fired two more
shots, all that were in the revolver: She

idid it solely to defend herself from

him.

“I got her the revolver myself aj fow
days ago from the superintendent in
our factory, that my wife might be abile
to protect herself. McGee had been
drinldnf a great deal and we all feareg
him. It had been my wish to have him
locked up.”

The husband calmly related his story,
holding thruout that the shooting was
Justified.

While Kyle wag returning home on
the summons of the boy his wife was
rushing to police headquarters, a mile
distant, to give herself up.

Going into Chief Wright's office, she
exclaimed: “You'll find a man dead at
my house. I ghot him. I'm sorry, but
I had to do it, He wouldn’t leave me
alone, 80 there was nothing else for me
to.do. I was afraid of him, and he
warited to come into my house. I give
myself up to you.” ;

Mrs. Kyle was taken into custody,
while the chief and Coroner Neff
drove out to the scene. They
viewed the remains. One bullet had
struck the temple just above the eye,
while the other penetrated the shoulder,
Death was only the matter of a mo-
ment, McGee dropping a few feet dis-
tant from where he stood when shot.

The jury, with James Stirlon as foie-

man, convened in the council chamber
at noon, and arranged for ‘the postmor-
tem examination.

Mrs. Kyle is about 35 years old, She
was married several years ago and 7t
far as friends are aware she has always
gotten on well with her husband, Both
are respected.

Hot? Yes, But It Has Been Worse
92" Is Not So Bad for a July Day

Windsor Was Warmest Place in
Ontario With 94—When it
Once Nearly Touched 100—How
Toronte Feels the «Wave.”

Just by way of a little variation, the
weather to-day will be fine and warm,
Yesterday it was just warm and fine.
This morning we enter upon the third
day of our July thaw, and by this
evening it will be time to stick a fork
in ourselves to see if we are done,

The weather man was in a particu-
larly cheerful and accommodating mood
when The World had a chat with hing
last night, He always seems fine dur-
ing torrid weather and intemsely cold
spells, The fact that the temperature
reached as high as 92 degrees and stay-
ed there undecided whether to go up
or down for two or three hours yes-
terday afternoon seemed to make him
fee] flattered. He affirms that 92 was
the highest temperature of the day, but
if he had said 100 everybody would
have believe him, for it seemed to be
the hottest day in remembrance.

The temperature has never been 100
degrees in Canada yet, but it came
mighty near it fifty-one years ago, On
Aug. 24, 1854, the mercury soared to
99.02, but there is nobody handy who
recollects it. The present is, however,
exceptionally warm. weather, even at a
registration of 92 degrees. It doesn’t
happen every year. Looking back thru
the weatherman’s cook book, however,
it is discovered that July 18 last year
was warmer than yesterday, for it was
93 degrees then. In 1903 and 1902 there
was a temperature of 91 on July 8. In
1901 we had a sizzler on June 27, with
97, and it was the same on Sept. 12, 1898,
For six years before that the mercury
kept out of the 90's, but in 1902, on
July 28, it registered 93, Other high
temperatures shown are July 16, 1837,
97 degrees; July 1, 1872, 96 degrees; July
13 1868, 93 degrees; Aug. 8, 1864, 94 de~
grees; July 6, 1862, 95 degrees; July 17,
1866, 96 degrees,

Hot All Over Ontario.

We are not the only people getting
a little thinner, Windsor singed a bit
at 94 yesterday and was the warmest
place in Canada. All over Ontario it
was hot, They had it at 90 in Ottawa,
In the Eastern States and all along
the Atlantic coast the warm weather
was very busy. It was 98 in Philadel-
phia,and Washington had 96, New York
96, Boston 94, Chicago 94 and these are
some of the place Toronto people went
to to spend their holidays. As wusual,
Northwest Canada has something to dis-
tinguish eitself. In Winnipeg the peo-
ple were comfortably awaiting another
tornado with the temperature at 78. In
Calgary it was only 74, It's ordinary
summer weather in the territories,

City Stood It Well.

Toronto seemed to stand the warm

day pretty well. The heat cfftused no

fatalities, but it played many people:

out before evening. Unless they really
had to, folks didn’t work too hard, The
street cars were liberally puroplzed,
particularly in the evening, when the
cool breeze which had been in hiding
somewhere all day was discovered. The
patients in the hospitals felt the high
temperature very much on Monday
night and all day Tuesday. The doc-
tors do not report an unusual amount
of sickness, but if the crowds keep up
around the ice cream foundries and the
wet goods emporiums there will soon
be plenty for the medical men to do,

There is a brisk demand for jce cream
and the people have to eat it quick to
get it solid. The ice cream soda i®
taking up considerable of the lunch
money, and the rest of it is spent on
a ticket to the island., Meat orders in

the restaurants continue fairly brisk, !

but not so frequent and will die off
in a day or so if the weather doesn’t
let up.
All Have to Cool Off.

Around home the wash-day has been
successively postponed for two days.
Canned lobster and cold ham have
taken the place of the prime hot juicy,
and mother is the only one who takes
warm tea. If the weather keeps the
same way the women folks are going
across the lake to-morrow and the boys
can shift for themselves when they
come home from work.

The doorstep was the most popular
part of the house last night, and every-
ody was out getting better acquainted
with the neighbors. The lawn sprinkler
was worked to the limit, for it cooled

the outside door, which they unlocked,
and thus secured entrance into the
Yard.

New York, July 18—An area of op-
pressive heat that brings to mind the
record breaking summer of 1901 has
seitled down over the Eastérmn and New
!England States, already numbering
| hundreds among its victims and caus-
ing indescribable suffering in this and
other cities.

From all points tonight came the

story of the hottest day of the summar,
with frequent prostrations and not a
few deaths. Philadelphia reported a
maximum temperature of 98.43, the
highest figure officially noted, In this
city the weather bureau’s high mark
. was 96; while in Boston, where the
faun’s rays are wont to be tempered by
an east wind, a temperature off 94 was
recorded. The official thermometers did
not, however, indicate the temperature
in which the ordinary mortal moved,
| street thermometers frequently indicat-
/ mg a temperature of 100 or higher.
' Tonight no relief was in sight, and
' the roll of fatalities must necessarily be
increased by mamny who, having thus
far withstood the seasonable ordeal,
are 8o weakened as to leave them sus-
| eeptible to the heat of to-meonrow. To-
iday all records for the summer were
broken in  point of high temperature,
but, mercifully, the humidity was cor-
respondingly less, But for this the total
prostrations and deaths must have
been doubled.

In New York the suffering was in-
tense, especially in thg crowded tene-
ment districts, where scarcely a breatn
of air relieved the stifling atmosphere.
Thousands flocked to the beaches. It

A few ice wagon driv-
ers stopped work, but deliveries con-
tinued.

English Visitors te Colorado Mine |
Have \'hrilling Experience.

The visitors went to Victor to inspect
the Mohegan mine and were being low-
ered in the shaft when they saw waier
below them. They jerked the bell rops
to signal the engineer and broke it. The
cage contkiued downward, and when
the water was up to their chins they
jumped for a ledge and reached it,

The engineer, puzzled by the one
bel! ‘he had heard before the rope broke,
began hoisting slowly, and the cage
jeft them.

WITTE’S INTERVIEW DIPLOMATIC -
HE DIDN T MEAN WHAT HE SAID -

War Party Designs to Make it Impossible for Him te Conclude

8t. Petersburg, July 18.—Evidence cf
the government’s consternation over in-
terior conditions is found to-day in its
abrupt recession from the position it
assumed in respect of the All-Russian
zemstvo congress. It practically was
decided this morning to let the zemst-
voists meet in Moscow without sevious
molestation, altho it is undersidod
semi-officially that the governor-gener-
al of that city was instructed privately
to make a prolonged show of resisting
the popular will and to deal out the
concession grudgingly.

Developments this morning and late
last night betray the weakness of the
bureaucrats in another way. Attempts
were made yesterday to trammel M.
‘Witte, chief peace plenipotentiary, with
limitations devised by the grand ducal
party, which would prevent the states-
man from obtaining a cessation of hos-
tilities in the far east save on terms
impossibly advantageous to Russia.
The manoeuvre had double object of
forcing the popular attitude back to a
war basis, if possible, and of injuring
the famous diplomat in the eyes of the
public.

Shortly after giving utterance to his
statement, M. Witte, it is reported on
credible authority, criticized bitterly in
private the heads of the factions who
bad sought to place hi n a false po-
sition. He saw they hoped to make
it impossible for him to conclude a
' peace treaty, and that thus they. not
only would be able to continue the war,
lbut could say to the peace advocates
, thruout the empire that the idol of the
. people was unable to obtain terms ac-
ceptable to Russia. He forced inter-
views with several of the opposing
chieftains and told them in plain words
-:hey must keep their hands off his pol-
cy.

It is asserted confidently M. Witte
gave that warning to men 1in high
places, and even that he did not stop
short of the emperor himself. In his
i public interview, M. Witte said blandly
he was the servant of the czar, and
would obey orders; privately, he vir-
tually told Emperor Nicholas there
must be no imperial interference with
his purpose, since he was to be held
chiefly responsible for the outcome of
the Washington conference.
