'MEN WEARY

OF EMPTY TALK

Anxious to Have Differences Sub
mitted to Arbitratin.

In regard to the assertion of Man-
ager Carr in relation to Mr. Pickell,
that he was laid off for a day for not
backing down the hill at Regent and
Wellington streets, we may state that
he had started to back down the hill,
when his' conductor, who was Austin
Addison, gave him two bells to go
ahead, and informed him that it was
no use in going to Richmond street,
as there were no passengers in wait-
ing, and as the motorman is under
orders of the conductor, he naturally
obeyed. The rule bearing on this case
states as follows: “Rule 16. Charge of
conductors.—The conductor has charge
of the car, and the motorman is under
his directions, and will obey his or-
ders (as far as reasonable). In case the
motorman fails to observe any of the
rules and regulations the conductor
must report the case to the superin-
tendent at once, or he will also be held
responsibie.”

In regard to the large number of
men who have laid off work, it is hard-
ly necessary to state that the commit-
tee are.now off in the interests of the
employes, and they have all notified
the superintendent of the fact. It is
not a matter of general occurrence,
though as a matter of fact the numer-
ous grievances of the employes in the
past has made it necessary
grievance committee to lose time to
interview Manager Carr, but they have
always in such cases complied with the
rules, and when it was impossible to
find him, during their time off duty,
they have always arranged for the
relief men to take their places while
interviews have taken place. If Man-
ager Carr, instead of carefully writing
up interviews with a deliberate inten-
tion to mislead the public, would con-
sent to have all differences submitted
to arbitration, when men could be ex-
amined and cross-examined by im-
partial authorities, it would be a far
more satisfactory way of getting at the
truth. We are ready to do this. Un-
fortunately the management so far has
not evinced a like desire. Our case has
been stated to the public, who can
judge for themselves, and we think if
the <directors of the London Street
Railway Company desire to have a
satisfactory adjustment they can
hardly refuse to submit the issue to a
fair tribunal, as we have asked. Hav-
ing a strong case, and feeling we are
right, we have no fear to meet the
issue and leave it to honest arbitration.
As a committee, our whole #aim is to
avoid trouble. We have taken no
hasty or ill-advised action. We are
taking into consideration the interests
of the public, as well as the welfare of
the men, and we will not precipitate a
crisis until every honorable means of
effecting a settlement has proved futile.

We see little use in the continuance
of a controversy in which one side
affirms and the other denies. The dif-
ference between the committee and
the manager in their assertions is that
one side is willing to submit every-
thing to arbitration. Is the case of the
management so weak that it cannot
afford to do the same? This committee
with full confidence leaves the public
to decide the true merits of the case.
Which side has taken the most honor-
able stand? (Signed)
