Senator Dandurand rose to say that 
he had not stated that Sir Hugh Graham 
had bought the ridings referred to, but 
had endeavored to do so, and had sent 
his $2,000 to each of them for that pur­
pose.

Changea His Views.
Senator Poirier said that he was 

against the principle of conscription, 
but when his country was assailed, when 
democracy was assailed and in danger, 
he repudiated his former views, and 
joined in the call to arms. He did not 
agree with those who held that Canada 
could save herself be waiting for attack 
on Canadian soil. The freedom of the 
Dominion had to be won in Europe. The 
Interests of Canada were identical with 
the interests of England. If England 
fell, Canada would fall. There should 
be a last appeal to the young men to 
make a final supreme effort.

A Dream of Rowell's.
Senator Edwards, following declared 

that the proposal that Canada should 
place in the field and maintain an army 
of half a million men, originated with a 
dreamer and visionary in Toronto, the 
Opposition leader for Ontario. It was 
an effort that Canada never should 
have made. Men were none too plenti­
ful in Canada. They were needed for 
the production of wealth. To with­
draw such a large number from pro­
duction would be almost fatal. He held 
that the greatest danger for Canada 
and for the Allies was in the matter of 
food supplies and the men of Canada 
should be used in the solution of this 
problem of food production.

To equal the record of Canada the 
United States would have to raise from 
six and a half to seven million men. 
The United States had come in and was 
prepared to contribute all the men that 
could be transported and all the money 
required. It was ridiculous for Canada 
to be stripping herself of men at home 
at a time that the United States was 
preparing to furnish all that could be 
required. The obligation of Canada to 
the cause was precisely that of the 
United States, nothing more, and 
nothing less. Canada had already ful­
filled her obligation.

Should Be Election, 
. At the opening of the war, said Sena­
tor Edwards, he had opposed an elec­
tion being held; he had changed his 
mind. He believed that at the opening 
of the war the prime minister should 
have formed a government of the 
strongest and most capable men of the 
country, drawn from business rather 
than from commercial circles. A strong 
business administration had not been 
formed; the people of the country had 
lost confidence in the administration: 
they desired an election. There should 
be an election, and the man who was 
elected as prime minister should form a 
government of the strongest men that 
could be found in the country, for the 
purpose of saving, as far as possible, 
the country from the mistakes that had 
been already made and those, that were 
contemplated. Election was the only 
cure for existing conditions, so he now 
favored it.

Would Move a Hoist.
Senator Edwards said that the elec- 

tion would show that Canada is against 
conscription. He had never been able 
to see any justification for the South 
African war. He did not agree with 
the view of Sir Wilfrid Laurler that 
when Britain is at war Canada is at 
war. He held that Canada should 
have the right of declaration. If it 
had not been for the amendment pro­
viding that there should be no applic­
ation of conscription until after the 
election, Senator Edwards said, he was 
prepared to move the six months hoist, 
seconded by the Senator from Prince 
Edward Island.

Senator Beaubien came out strongly 
In support of conscription, but said he 
felt that the people had the right to 
be consulted. He said he was making 
a great personal sacrifice as the peo­
ple of his province were against the 
bill. He proposed to vote for the 
amendment declaring that conscrip­
tion should not be enforced until after 
a general election.

Senator Choquette, in a speech 
against the bill, adjourned the debate.
