One of the most serious drawbacks in 
the church was the necessity of a more 
fully-trained ministry. They should be 
educated not merely in scholastic but 
in independence of thought and in 
knowledge of men. • The period of 
theological training should be extended.

Remedy With the Laity.
The remedy lay with the laity, who 

should provide adequate endowment to 
provide the best staffs possible, and 
by additions to the divinity students' 
fund which would enable students to 
finish out the lengthened courses.
