INTERESTING CHAT WITH TEAR-
FAMED STUART ROBSON.

Stories Abeut Lawrence Barrett, Edwin
Booth, John Wilkes Booth, Dion Bofiel-
cault and Joseph Jeferson—The Power
of the Press—America the Greatest
l‘leuj for Dramatic Development.

“Yes, 1 shall retire from the stage
the season after next,” said Mr. Stuart
Robson while talking gbout plays and
players recently. “The play with ‘which
I shall bring my long stage career to
a close will be Bronson Howard's
most: charming production, ‘The Hen-
rietta.! I shall give 1t with a specia}ly
selected company. It is the best play
on the American stage, and from the
pen of America’s most suecessful play-
wright. But America is going to be
the field for the great plays of the
future. Its resources are simply un-
limited. ' Why, have you not often
seen d sketch given by some one on
the variety stage that took immensely?
Well, that fellow has ‘been- 1m1tatlng
some character he has seen., He hasn't
made it up. He has seén some charac-
.ter that caught his fancy, and he has
fixed it up, with some exaggerations,

no doubt, and people have given that
sketch artist credit for originality,
when it was nothing but imitation.
Now this country is rull of just such
chdracter possibiiities, and these bright
people are on the lookout for them.™

“How does criticism affect you, Mr.
Robson?” :
~“] find as I grow older that I am
mere susceptible to it. I am more
appreciative of praise and more sensi-
tive to abuse. 1 do not so much mind
adverse criticism if it is just criticism.
I court criticism. But abuse wounds.
It is true of us all. If a critic differs
with me and points out my error and
suggests something by way of remedy,
I. will thank him for it.
critic simply tears you =zll to pieces,
tears. you down and does nothing to
build you up, why then it is very hard.
One learns to detect the animus of a
critic before he goes very far. If he
abuses me, I drop it. But there are
able critics, and it doesn’t take one
long to see that they know what they
are talking out. And such men, in
pointing out ur faults .or the faults
of your play, will also suggest some-
thing by way of improvement.

“I never knew a man who worried
over newspaper criticism as did Law-
rence Barrett. I remember one time
when Mr. Booth, Mr. Barrett and iny-
self were together at Cohasset Beach,
and Mr, Barrett was furious over some

+ griticism. Edwin Booth told him to pay
no attention to it, saying that he never
read a criticism unless some one toid
him there was.something nice said
about him in the paper. Then he read
it, rcassured in advance. He told Bar-
rett that he was always up the first
thing in the morning and had all the
newspapers in his hands, worrying un-
til he got the papers, and then worry-
ing after he got them. Mr, Barrett was
unfortunate in his continual conten-
tions between forces within himself.
He had a mother who was all sweetness
and gentleness and refinement, and a
father that was a common, coarse Irish-
man. Were you to walk up behind
bhim, you would note a handsome man.
He was of finé figure, But were he to
turn his face to you, you would have
been shocked, for it was the face of a
demon—brutal; a face almost like the
caricatures of the cartoonists. ' 8o, all
his 1ife, Mr. Barrett was torn within
himself between the loveliness of his
mother and tha coarseness of his
tather.

“It is too often the case that a writer
presumes to criticise when he hasn’t
the ability, and can only find fault and
abuse; and often the writer is animated
by personal or other motives, and the
player gets the beéheéfit-of it -all. But,
as I said, anything of that sort 1 throw
away. I-agree with Longfellow :in
what he says about eriticism ‘ Long-
fellow said:

“‘It_is the province of the poet, the
player, to give pleasure. It is the
province of the. critic to give pain.’

“I never read adverse criticism. If
a rveview is pleasant in tone at the be-
ginning, I read it through, but if I per-
ceive that the intention is to wound, I
drop the thing into the fire, and that
is the end of it. In this way one avoids
useless pain. Never read an attack on
sourself, and never answer one,”

“What is your opinion of Edwin
Booth?”

“The most lovable man I ever knew,
gnd the foremost actor of his time.
And y€t I do not believe that the naine
of Edwin Booth will last as long as
that of his brother, John Wilkes Booth,
who killed Lincoln, or of his father,
who is best remembered to-day through
the anomaly of acting better vghen
drunk than when sober, He didn’tbut
that- is his reputation handed down to
us. . Edwin Booth told me that when
his father was drunk on the stage he
was always stupid and mumbled his
lines, and was a pitiable spectacle. He
sometimes became wrought up, but he
never chased actors from the stage.

ness and greatness, will some day he
referred to in about this way: ‘John
Wilkes Booth, who murdered President
Lincom, had a brother who was an
actor.”  So soop are we forgotten, ex~
cept for anomalous conditions.

-“Yes, I knew John Wilkes Booth
well. We were boys, playmates to-
gether in Béltimore, I do not recall
anything special about John in that
day, except that he had a mania for
Kkilling cats. 1 never saw anything like
4t., He would spénd hours in all sorts
ot twea.ther hunting and 'killing cats,
Our kome in Baltimore was next door
to a wheelwright's, who had a big lot
filled with old wheels and wrecks of
wagons. One morning while I was eat-
ing my breakfast in the kitchen I heard
a signal and looking out I saw John
with his nose flattened against the pane
and motioning vehemently for me to
ccme out, which I hastened to do; he
{ told me that he had some cats; and
| sure enough, over there in the wheel-
wright's lot, he had two cats tied up.
I remember he took a ‘string and tied
one Hind leg of one cat to a hind leg of
the other and then threw them over
aline, and there they fought and tore
each other, He enjoyed it. *Iremember
one time he was after a cat and it ran
out onto the roof of a "house, a roof
that” was remarkably steep. Close
Ppresséd, the cat sprang outof an attic
window on the roof, and Booth after it.
The slightest slip from that lofty comb-
ing and he would have been dashed
to death., But he got the cat.

“One time in St. Louis at Ben De
Bar’s Theatre, I was to have my bene-
fit, and I had quite a time in getting
any of the stars of the visiting com-
panies to appear for me, under the
usual conditions. Even John Wilkes,
my old playmate, made some excuse,
and that angered me. We never. spoke
after that, Just a short time before
:the assassination of Lincoln I was
walking along the street in Philadcl-
phia when my companion said: ‘There’s
{Jchn Booth.! ‘I don’t want to see him,’
jsald I, and we walked on, But I look-
1eéd back. He wore a suit of gray.sh
{cloth, and his great coat was trimmed
{with this astrakhan, rich, dark and
heavy. - I'could not repress my excla-
mation. He was positively “‘the jhand-
‘somest man, I .believe, I ever saw in
'my life.. Only a few days after that,
and he had shot the President.”

' ““What of the charge that Edwin
Bcoth often walked through his parts?”

“Edwin Booth was always a delicate
iman. All hi life he struggled against
a lung weakness and tendency to con-
suvmption. Therzy were times when it
i was impossible for him to act through
. physical weakness. He would not have
|lived as long as he did, if he and Bar-
,rett had not “joined forces. It was
{a great thing for both. Did you ever
| hear what their profits were on their
\first year? . They were $560,000. It was
given out that they were $400,000. I
larked Mr. Barreit why they did not
' give out the -¢orrect figures, He sald
| because no one would have believed it.
Mr. Barrett then declared that these
i Were'the greatest receipts ever known.
I told him I thought Master Betty ex-
ceeded that. Barrett looked it up and
it was. true. Ever hear of Master
:Betty? He was ‘the boy phenomenon
i cver whom 'all England went wild, and
|éven Parliament was adjourned to wit-
ness his performance, He was a fraud.
A fad. ‘I do not suppose he could act
‘any better than any of our Little Lord
| Fauntleroys. But he was new, and
| became the rage. After this, he was
sent to school to prepare for his future
.career upon the stage. When he re-
‘appeared, with all the advantages of
Iinstructlve art, he fell flat. He
{couldn’t act a little bit, and \dropped
jout of notice. 5
| “No, T do not think ‘Rip Van Win-
tkle’ will die -with Joseph Jefferson.
 They said the same thing when Mr.
l.’J’et‘f&rsorx’s half-brother, Charles Burke,
{died. He 'was the 'great ‘Rip,’
they said. And yet ‘Joseph Jef-
 ferson. is to-day the great ‘Rip.’
Dion Boucicault gave ‘Rip Van
|'Winkle’ Iits life. He reconstructed it
"for Mr. Jefferson. He put in that act
;wlth only one speaking part, and the
irest all pantomime, Yes, the scene on
:the mountain side. Sardou never wrote
anything stronger than that. Bouci-
!cault was a man of wonderful re-
sourvces.”

‘ Mr. Robson spoke about the tremen-
tdous power of .the press, and said that
Imewspaper men themselves often did
rot, realize thelr own. power and its
far-reaching effects, else  fhy-would
often be more considerate and careful
about allowing personal motives to in-
fluence their writings.

‘ “Why,”, said ‘he, “yow often put in
two or three lines about g fellow away
{down in an obscure corner of the paper,
evidently just to fill up. But it is
read. And you would be surprised to
know how much correspondence 1 have
joften received about just such para-
graphs. These inquiries would come
! from all parts of the world.
