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FINANCIAL SITUATION
IN CANADA REVIEWED

e

Most Prosperous Year in Canadian Hist ---Much Depends
Upon the Crops for This Year’s Results---The Infiuence of

Outside Capital.

(Toronto News.)

June 30th marks the clese of the fiecal
year for a number of Canadian corpoa-
tions, and also for the Dominion of Can-
ada itself. Thepe is, therefore, some ex-
cuse for using this date as a standpoint
whence to review the financial past and
to descry, if possible, the commercial fu-
ture. The end of June is well placed in
the calendar for the former purpcse, but
oot for the latter. The immaturity of the
growing crops rendens the financial condi-
tions of the next twelve months somewhat
difficult to foretell.

The fiscal year 1905-86 was the mcst pros-
perous in Canadian history. It is needless
to do more than refer to the bumper grain
and hay orops of last season, and to the
sbeady influx of well-to-do settlens and

| workmen from Europe and the United

! Btates. When the year’s record of exports
is made up, we shall find an enormous in-
creasé over the previous year in the total
sales abroad. The statistics so far avail-
able cover the eleven mouths ended May
3ist , 1906, and ehow an incrcase of $42,-

| 185,000 or 40 per cent. in all classes of ex-

. ports over‘the corresponding period of the
preceding year. Of this gain $22,000,000
was in agricultural : products, but live
stock, the forest, the mine, and the fisher-
jes likewise contributed to swell the grand
total. The prosperity of the nation is fur-
ther reflected in the eleven months in-
crease of $24,000,000 in our tctal imports.
It is eatisfactory to be able to note that
our foreign trade was not falling off at
the end of the fiscal year. From the cpen-
ing of St. Lawrence navigaiion in the
spring up to June 30th, exports at the port
of Montreal exceeded those for the same
time last year. The outgo of wheat, flour
end hay during May and June indicates &
notable increase. On the other hand, nct-
withstanding, and, perhaps, because cf the
Chicago meat scandals, our experts of live
etock products have fallen off during the
past two months.

Other procfs of preeperity are found in
the striking growth of Canadian customs
receipts, bank clearings and transportation
company earnings. The increeres in bank
clearings at Toronto, Mantreal and Win-
nipez have already been recorded in these
columns, es have alco the gains in railway
receipts. It may be repeated that the
Canadian Pacific Railway’s gross earnings
for the yeat eénded June 30th exceeded
those for the preceding year by $11,185,000,
and these for two years ago by over $15,-
000,000. Grand Trunk veccipis grew $2,-
778,000 in the past year, and Canadian
Northern Railway earnings $1,691.000.

What of the future? Will Canadian

son, but according: to all accounts from
the Canadian West tue prospect is for a
record-breaking yield of wheat. An in-
creased acreage of 10 to 35 per cent. has
been sown in Manitoba and the new
Provinces, the grain is already heading
out well, and the harvest bids fair to oc-
cur a week or two earlier than last season
The growing grain, however, has yet to
face some six weeks of possible danger
from various causes, and no one is fool-
ich enough to count upon the present
brilliant prospects as sure of realization.
Aside from the crop we have as factors
working for continued prosperity a steady
inflow of immigration, and, together with
this, the influx of millions of capital for
the construction of railways, and for the
erection of new and the extension of old
tmanufacturing establishments.

This inaroduction of outside capital; is
an exceedingly important factor in -the
present economiic /eituation. The orop-
moving period. is coming on' shortly, and
the banks have alneady been called upon
to extend greatly their accommodation
to creditors. These thirty-five chartered
institutions have mow out on “current
loans” $493,000,000 as compared. with
$437,000,000 just a year ago. Their stead-
ily increasing deposits have enabled them
to ektend this credit. For one thing there
se¢ms to be plenty of money in the North-
west, and brandh ‘bamks established as
lending offices have turned out to . be
strong deposit.; etations. This is partly
due to the well-to-do condition of the im-
migrants, and partly perhaps to the fact
that the”banks' have succeeded in check-
ing, at ledst in a measure, the westerd
land speculation of the rast year or two.

But to revert to the timely arrival of
funds from the outside. A land deal re-
cently closed transferred $2,000,000 in ac-
tual cach from London, Eng., to Toronto,
and the financing of the Gmand Trunk
Pacific will, it is stated, divert mome
funds to  this country. The outside as
sistance thus procured is not expected to
help the stock market much. Call loans
are gtill for the most part quoted at 51-2
per cent, and those banks which are
paming a 5 per cent rate are said to have
no monéy of any account to lend at pres-
ent.- Fot some years pest+the banks have
had all they could do in financing the in-
dustrial and agricultural expansion of the
country. This left little momey available
for stock exchange purposes, and quibe
possibly this state of affains will extend
indefinitely into the future. Moreover,

CONFIDENCE IN
COPPER CIRCLES

Boston Journal Makes Enquiry
and Predicts Continued Ac-
tivity in the Industry,

(Boston Journal). :

Despite the reassurings statements per-
sistently being made by the representatives
of the latge copper producing properties,
financial circles are still permeated by a
clearly defined feeling of apprehension re-
garding the immediate future of the cop-
per market, The erratic course taken of
late by the London market and the coin-
cident fractional scaling of prices by the
New York Metal Exchange are both
pointed out as “straws” of a possible fur-
ther reaction to come a little later on.
The suspicion created by these happenings
has been somewhat accentuated perhaps
by the severe declines Tecently suffered
by Amalgamated /am.d Anaconda stocks—
the tssues that most of all are counted
leaders in-the copper share market. Tiiis
reaction, in that it has come just at the
time the metal market has shown a slight-
ly weakening tendency, has certainly been
most unfortunate. That it is_significant
of any tum for the wonse in the copper
market is, however, not at all probable,
as is evidenced by a careful investiga-
tion of the situation just made by The
Journal,

The facts developed by this inquiry arve
peculiarly interesting just at this time.
It can be said, as a result therecf, and as
learned from the highest authorities in
New York, Boston, at the lake and in
Montana, that the available supply of
copper is at present the smallest on hand
in many years. As to the slackened de-
mand, upon which so much emphasis is
being placed, this is mothing unusual for
this sexson of the year. Indeed, it has
come about more as the result of an in-

ability on the part of the big producers
to meet requirements than by reasom of
any actual let up in the business doing by
consumers. Every copper manufacturing
establishment is, as a matter of fact, run-
ning on full time, and, smw of them are
Tunning overtime:. Their available sup-
Plies are exceptionally small, and they re-
port that it is almost impossible to get
any copper for delivery earlter than* Sep-
tember cr October. The investigation
{.haxs further brought out the fact that the
increase in consumption tthis year has-heen
much greater than that made im produc-
tion. In the opinion of the shrewdest Hhar-
ket observens the recent variation in prices
has been wholly the result of epeculative
manipylation. Quotations for actual trans-
actions of late have in no case been shad-
ed. The fact that several of the big cop-
per compamies have recently increased
their dividends goes to substantiate this
fact, as it is not at all probable that lar-
ger dividends would be paid at a timé
when a slump io the ruarket wes impend-
ing.

Not ‘only do the large producers anti-
cipate that the present demand will be

continued, but, in view of ‘the enmormous | Eri

electrical development now under way—
something that promises to be funther
greatly incréased in the future—and with
production failing to keep pace with this
increasing demand, tthey are looking for
a consumption far beyond anything that
has yet been reached. Under, the cir-

cumstances, therefore, they naturally argue |

that the price of the metal will at least
be well maintained around its presemi’le-
vel for an indefinite period, even if it does
not show a further improvement. Cer-
tainly, $0 long as general business condi-
tions continue as good as they are at pre-
sent—and every’man in the copper trade
agrees ithat there is no sign as yet of
any waning in the same—there is little
chance of a let up in the prosperity now
attending the copper industry.

for appointment on the perma-ne'nt staff.

Boat for the position of teacher of man-
ual training and suggested a salary of $900

from Bessie H. Wilson, of Albert sc}no_ol,
asking-that her salary be maised to $550
besides the government grant, was referred
to the iteachers’ committee. :
